risk to life itself. These physicians,
however, becoming acquainted, as they
soon must, with almost every spot of
ground in their circuit, and their
horses, with that wonderful sagacity
possessed by the most intelligent of
these animals, acting as guides it might
be said, in this kind of traveling, can
generally go in places in perfect safety,
at times when other men would run a
chance of losing their way, or in some
other manner come to grief before they
had gone three miles from home. So
much dependence do physicians place
on their horses that they have been
known to fall asleep at night, when
riding toward home, and be carried
safely by their horses until they reached
their own stable-door- s. Once a coun-
try doctor, practicing in the town of
Wawarsing, was carried several miles
in this manner over a dangerous road,
where in portions of which, if the
wheels of his wagon had gone a foot
from tbe track, tbe horse, wagon and
occupant would have been thrown over
a precipice a hundred feet in height.
In going this distance, three bridges
were safely crossed, and the doctor was
only awakened when the horse arrived

at the closed gate near the barn and
pawed for admittance.

As an illustration of the dangers to
which physioians are exposed, last
week when the wind-stor- m reached the
town of Olive. Dr. Hasbrouck, of Sbo-ka- n,

was at Kromville, about seven
mile" distant from home, and drove to
Shokan in the night when the wind
blew so hard it unroofed buildings
along the route, blew fences down
in almost every direction, and oft-
en raised his sleigh from the
ground. While crossing the long
bridge which stretches across the
Eropas at Shokan he found that three
planks had been blown out of their
place, and, stopping his horse, he was
about to alight and close the opening,
when the animal, becoming restless,
started, and, with a spring, cleared the
space, taking the sleigh with him, and,
soon after coming to another spot
where four planks had been blown out.
the horse actually jumped over that
opening also, taking with him in safety
the sleigh and driver, bo that tbe doc-
tor now claims that he has one of the
best jumping horses in the country. It
certainly was a very dangerous way of
crossing the bridge, for the distance to
tbe creek is far enough to break the
neck of any horse should it fall through.
and a man would quite likely be treated
in the same manner; though the doctor
is willing to stake his reputation tbat
the horse knew he could go over the
place in safety, or be wouldn t bave
tried it, Kingston Freeman.

A lady
who went to one of these h'ouses to robe
tbe victims for the grave has called at
houses in the vicinity where there are
children, without any change of her
garments or any attempt at disinfec-
tion, and has fondled the children ef
those families, apparently in utter
ignorance of the danger to which she
was exposing tnem. oi.

RECIPES, ETC.

Never leave out your clothes-lin- e

over night; and see that your clothes-
pins are all gathered into a basket.

To Glaze Linen. Linen may be
glazed by adding a teaspooaful of salt
and one of finely-scrape-d soap to a pint
of starch.

To remove grease spots from a
carpet and restore the colors, take
a handful of crushed soap bark (quil-lay- s)

to a pail of water. Scrub the
spots and sponge the carpet all over.

In winter set the handle of your pump
as high as possible before you go to
bed. Except in very cold weather, this
keeps the handle from freezing. When
it is extremly cold throw a rag or a
blanket over the pump.

Breakfast Cake. Two eggs, two
cups sugar, two dessertspoonfuls of but-
ter; beat well; add one cup sweet milk,
four tablespoonfuls cream tartar and
two teaspoonfuls soda, mixed with five
cups of flour, and salt.

Cup Cake. One cap of white sugar,
one-ha- lf cup of butter, two eggs, two
cups of flour, one teaspoonfuf cream
tartar, half teaspoonful soda, half cup
of milk. Beat the butter and sugar to-
gether, and the eggs separately.

Doughnuts. Take one cup of pow-
dered sugar, four eggs, one cup of
sweet milk, one-four- th cup of butter,
one nutmeg, four cups of prepared
flour; mix as soft as tea biscuit; make
them half the size vou wish when fried:
fry in lard; about five minutes will cook
them. I bis recipe will make four dozen.

Meat Diet. It is a great mistake to
suppose that much meat is necessary in
order to give us strength and nourish-
ment. It is very well in proportion,
but rice eaters, buckwheat eaters,
cracked wheat and oat-me- eaters are
the strongest people living and the
healthiest also. A fair proportion of
milk supplies every needed ingredient
not iurnisnea by tbe grain.

Icinq fob Cake. While your cake
is baking get ready the following: The
whites of four eggs: beat half an hour:
then add one and one-ha- lf pounds pul
verized white sugar; beat ball an hour;
then put in one teaspoonful of corn'
starch and any flavor to please the
taste: again beat half an hour: lav on
cake while hot from the oven; let it
dry, not too quickly; cover again with
frosting; wben dry do your trimming.
If icing is rather thin for this work.
add a little more corn-starc- h. You can
not beat too much; you must not beat
too little.

TnE white grubs which infest mead
ows and other lands is tbe larva of the
May beetle, and, as it lives in the
ground until the third season before it
transforms, it often does great damage
to crops. The grass roots are fre
quently eaten off from one to two inches
under tbe surface by these pests, tlogs
are fond of insects, and are well-kno-

destroyers of the white grubs, as also
of field mice. It has been thought by
some German farmers that the late
plague of mice in Germany may be at
tributed to tbe practice now prevalent
there of keeping swine entirely penned
up instead of allowing them, as hereto-
fore, their liberty in the fields. Cer
tain it is, that not only in the fields,
but in our orchards, swine may become
great helps in the destruction of not
only vermin, but many noxious in-
sects.

The Massachusetts Ploughman very
sensibly says: '"Nosmoking'oughttobe
posted in every barn. There is not much
difference in having a horse-thi- ef around
a stable and a man cleaning off horses
with a pipe or cigar in his mouth; and
there is no hired man much meaner
than the one who, when his employer
comes around, slips his pipe into bis
pocket or puts his hand ever it. All such
fellows should be paid off and started
off. As for the proprietor himself go
ing into bis barn witb bis pipe in bis
mouth, no complaint can be made; no
body should cry unless it be his wife or
children. Lightning, incendiaries and
spontaneous combustion combined do
not cause as many barns to be burned
as the pipe, and, generally, at least one
good horse goes too.

The American Home Missionary
bociety is making- - greater exertions
than ever to cat down its enormous
debt. ' A month ago this amounted to
$38,000, now it is only $26,000.
