OorkhilL, instated the witness, had attacked
the character and honesty of experts who were
supposed to entertain an opposite opinion
from himself on the prisoners Insanity. He
aid he did not hesitate to reiterate his opin-

ion that the expert who would testify that the
prisoner wss sane was. In his opinion, no ex-
pert or a dishonest person. Dr. Fordyee
Barker, of New York, was next examined.
Bis eonolusions were all In accord with the
theory of the prosecution. Judge Cox re-
quested the witness to explain to the Jury
what he meant by irresistible impulse, and theanswer was: --Pen ei shms of emotions to sucha degree as to produce conduct entirely at
variance with the Individual's former life
and to such degree ss to completely
control the will power, would consti-
tute an irreaaltlble Impulse." Ouiteau
asked: Doctor, when a man is Impelled to
eommlt erime by an Impute he eannot resist,
ts he sane or insaner" The doctor replied that
when that fact ean be proved It is insanity.
Ouiteau, with an air of perfect satisfaction,
said that was just his ease. B. T. Ketchum,of
Kew York, and Henry Wood, of Philadelphia,
bad known the prisoner some years. Never
saw anything to Indicate that he wss of un-
sound mind. The latter gentlemsn ssld he
knew Mrs. Ouiteau, some members of his fsm
lly having rendered her service. Ouiteau her
took occasion to slander his wife in the most
outraa-eou- s terms. I his man, said he, "knew
her before I did. Yon can draw your own in
ferenoe." Samuel B. Pheipa,a broker of New
York, bad known ihe prisoner slnoe 1808. First
knew him In Chloairo. Ouiteau became ex-
tremely angry at the statements made by the
witness, ana rattled a perfect tirade of abuse.
It was several minute before the examination
could proceed. The witness, in the fourteen
years be had knows the prisoner, never saw
anrthlns- - to indicate that he waa of unsound
asind. The cross examination was continued
till the hoar of sojournment, and was freqent-l-y

interrupted by Ouiteau with contradictions
and denials.

December 14. The session of. the
oort was very brief on account of one of the

Juror being taken sick. Several witnesses
were exsmlned and all testified that they nev-
er saw the least unsoundness of mind, but, on
the contrary thought be possessed consider-
able shrewdness. Quite au wss more than
usually- - abusive towards the witnesses.

DecsmeberIo. Mrs. Dunmire.fonn-e- r
wife of Ouiteau, was ceiled to the stand.

SeovUle obleoted to the testimony unless the
record proof of the witness divorce was shown.
1he witness was then withdrawn, Corkhill re-
marking that he would introduce the witness
later, after he obtained the necessary copy of
the court record. Dr. Noble, a young phystp
elan at the JalU related the particulars of sev-
eral conversations with the prisoner. H e eon
sldered him perfectly sane. General Joseph
8. Reynolds visited the prisoner in the jail
after the assassination, and in conversation

during the interview. Ouiteau frequently de-
claimed against the witnesses, the prosecution
and cranks whom he claimed threatened him
violence, bis blllinngate being especially di
rected against ute rrosecuung Attorney, iwferring to Colonel Cork talU, he said, "He's get-
ting too dirty snd stinking to live, and the nrst
thing he knows God Almighty will take kirn
oS and send him down below.

December 16. George D. Barnard,
Deputy Clerk of the Supreme Court of Kings
Co N.Y., took the stand to prove the divorce of
Anna J. Ouiteau from tbe prisoner. The wit-
ness presented the record of the court, and the
order of the Judge for his the witness' at
tendance. Boovtiie oojeotea to tne admission
of the papers on the ground that they were not
aartined to bv the clerk of the court, as reouired
by sot of Congress. The Court overruled tbe
objection and admitted the papers ss originals
In the oase. me papers set lorta tne granting
of aa absolute divorce upon the around of
adultery, no answer having been made by the
defendant. General Reynolds was recalled
and read from the notes he had taken on the
omaatnn of ais first interview with Ouiteau.
Quoting the prisoner's words, be read: "If
there is a Stalwart in the land. Iam he. Grant.
Conkltag. Locan and Governor Cornell are
bis guns, among the Stalwarts, and I rank
with them." Mrs. Anna J. Dunmire. Gui-
teau's divorced wife, was then called, and
very muon to the surprise of every one,
but two or three questions were asked tbe
witness, and her statement in reply to the
last question, "I never saw any signs of
Insanity In the prisoner while I lived with him
as his wife," closed the examination of the
witness by the prosecution. The

of Mrs. Dunmire waa tedious and
wholly fruitless. As she left tbe stand Ouiteau
shouted after her: I have not seen this lady
for eight years. So fsr as I know, she is a

Christian lady, and I have noth
ing against her. I wish her well in whatever
station sae may oe. ut. Francis a. unn,
In charge of the Eye and Ear Infirmary, Wash-
ington, testified that he made an examination
of Ouiteau'a eyee soon after hia arrest, and did
not find any indications of any disease of tbe
brain. Dr. A. MoIane Hamilton, of New York,
who has made diseases of tbe mind snd nerves
a special study for the past nine years, also ex
amined the prisoner at the jail and closeiv
scrutinised him in the oOurt since tbe 28th of
November. The witness found no defects in
the physical conformation of the prisoner's
head or fsee. nor sny physical peculiarities or
symptoms of congenital disease of the brain.
On ihe contrary, he found, from aoourate
measurements, that tbe prisoner had a sym-
metrical and excellently well-shap- ed head.
The witness found no external evidence of
any mental or physical disease in the prison-
er. He considered him an eocentrio man. Pend-
ing tbe of this witness the
court sojournea untu tae ivta.
