It is well for the present and rising

generations, to pause and give a

thought to this noble old man, and his
lion-heart- compatriots who made
our homes the pleasant abiding
places they now are, as compared with
the homes enjoyed by those who

brought our township to its present
stage of civilization.

Now that Rev. Mathew Starr and
Elisha Jackson, have been oalled to a
better home, of our old pioneers there
now remain but four; viz:

It would be useless for the trader to
ait at home and wait for bis customers
to come to him, because each village is

On the other hand,
it Is obviously a risky thing for a black
trader to travel from village to village
with an assortment of the very goods
best calculated to arouse the cupidity
of the guileless African.

him. The African wife Is not suDjeci
to jealousy, and so each of the wives is
more than content to nave a nusoanu
who can keep her supplied with cloth
and beads to outshine her neighbors.
