Charle M. Pepper, on of Bev. Geo.

W. Pepper, both of whom were resi-

dent of Wellington nearly 30 year
ago, hat written one of the moat
thoughtful book on Cuba that ha
appeared lince the Spaniah war.

Mr. Pepper went to Cubs a a newt-pap- er

correspondent in 1887. With the
exception of the short intermission
pawed with the American army and
navy outside the island, he was there
throughout the most critical period.
Hi book i not only s repository of
fact that teem authoritative, bnt
lie, more than most writer of book of
thi class, seem sble to ue hi fact
Mr. Pepper has the philosophic tem-

perament of the careful itiidentof eco
nomic and political condition asd hi

book is much more than mare newspa-

per correspondence. The first third of
' the book i hiitorical, (bowing briefly,

but comprehensively, the events that
led up to antonomy and the cause that
made autonomy a failure. It is by far
the most intelligent book on the sub-

ject that I have seen and is written
with much more fairness, both to
Spaniard and Cuban 'than we have
oetn accustomed to in recent book
about Cuban affairs. Then follows s
careful study of present day conditions
from the standpoint of political (for
eminent, the condition of the colored
race, the relation of the Spanish colo-

ny, now aliens in their own borne; the
probabilities of immigration and col
onization With a consideration of the
(agar and tobacco interest, trade and
taxation and internal improvement.
The religion, politic and morality of
the island each have thoughtful chap-

ters and there is a forecast to eon- -
elude.
It is impossible in a'brief (pace to give

an outline of a book so full of meat and
ren an outline would lack the con

vincing quality oi Mr. repper writ
ing. The colored race will always be
a strong element in Cuban life and the
color line esn not be drawn in the
slightest degree. There is no reason
in thi to expect that there will be any
swnsiderable influx of negroes from
the United State. A large Spanish
element who are beat fitted for the
island life will probably east lots.with
the Cubans, but the majority will con
tinue their allegiance to Spain. With
the establishment of stable govern
ment Havana in time should equal in

size and importance the metropolis of
Brazil. Cobs will always be, however,

an agricultural country and this sug-

gests the greatest need of the island
farm labor, so largely depleted by the
process of reconeentration. It is not
probable that American farm hand
will ceek employment in the eane field

of Cuba. That labor will have to eome
from the blacks and the Spanish peas-

antry who earn to stay and not merely
for temporary residence. Americans
who go to Cuba will not be content
with men s low grade of employment
The necessary increase in railroad
building may furnish employment for
immigrants who eventually may settle
down as part of the agricultural class.
So far a the morality of the island is

concerned, it i no more fair to consid-

er the exeesses of Havana life as rep-

resentative than it is to regard the ad-

venturers and riff-ra- ff from America
that hare swept like cloud upon Cuba
since the military occupation as repre
sentative of healthy 3ife in oar own

conntry.
