If you want currants,
gooseberries, or any. of the smaller fruits,
you should begin now to kill the worms
and bugs which are not only destroying
tho berries, but even the bushes in many
places. Saur says that crude carbolic acid
diluted with water and sprinkled on the
bushes is the best remedy for destroying
them, known thus far; care, however,must
be taken not to use the solution too strong
as it will injure the leaves when thus used.

if no other barriers stood in the way, and
even clover, with its long taper root is
pinching. The cold winter has done great
damage to the thrilty and more tender
varieties of frnic trees, peach, quince, Ac,
which is a lesson to the people ot North-
western Ohio to learn to contont them-
selves without trying to raise or throwing
away their money for fruits only suited to
moro temperate zones. Every 'bw years
the frigid blast sweeps down upon us and
blights our fancied hopes of cultivating
with success the luxuries so eagerly
sought after and lelished by every palate.
Tho amount of money squandered and
tinio lost by us northerners in repeating
the cll'ort time alter time, and year after
year to bo taught the same lesson over and
over again, is conclusive evidence of our
dull scholarship, and that our unxieties
and false hopes with all our experience is
nredoininatina over our lietter judgment.
He that cannot learn by sad experience
and be benefited thereby, ought to be
ashamed of his own imbecility, when in a
