ARREST AND IMPRISONMENT OF

THE CRIMINAL.

An Erratic Creature of Low Ante-
cedents.

Mrs. Garfield’'s Sor-
roww.

She Reaches Washinglon and Meets
Her Husband,

Intense Excitement — World-
wide Sympathy.

President James \. Garfleld was shot
at Washington Saturday morning by
Charles Guittean, of Chicago.

The President and Secretary Blaine
entered the Baltimore & Potomac depot
armein-arm, where the President was to
take the 9:28 train for New York. As
they reached the ladies’ waiting room,
Guitteau, who stood at the right of the
President, raised his arm and deliberately
fired two shots from a revolver, exclaim-
ing as he did so, **Now we will have
Arthur for President.”

The first shot struck the President in
the right arm. The assassin immediate-
fired again, and the shot took effect in
the President’s ride and the victim sank
to the floor. Several police oftlcers came
ut once to lis assistance and he was car-
ried to the Superintendent'’s room on the
floor above,

. The President did not say o word when
first shot.

Meanwhile the afanssin was secured by
those standing nesr amd would have been
tarn to pleces but for the efforts of the
police.

The President was carried nt onece to
hiis cham:ber i tha W hite Bouse and laid
upon the bed. Burgeon Genersl Barmes
wag in attendance by this time, and o
enrsory examinstion showed that the
second shot had lodged in the groin, just
over the kiduey, and will in all probubil-
ity prove fatal.

Charles Guittesn, the nssassin, held
the position of Cofisul to Marseilles due-
ing the last administration, having heen
appointed through the influence of Gen,
Logan., When this administration came
into power he was recalled at the desire
of Secretary Blaine and some charge that
in his desperation he resorted tothe pistol
for revenge.

His personal appearance was rather
striking although his clothes were very
common; both as to material and cut.

When arrested the prisoner said: *'I
did it and want to. be arrested. I am a
Stalwart and Arthur is President now.
I have a letter here that I want you to
give to Gen, Shemman. It will explain
everything. Takeme to the police sta.
tion.”

Secretary Blain was not going with the
party, but came down to the depot to bid
the President good-bye. Hesaid: “The
President and I were walkingarm-in-arm
toward the train, Iheard twoshots and
saw a man run and started after him,
but secing he was grabbed just ns he got
out of the room, I came back to the
President and found him lying on the
floor. The floor was covered with blood.
A number of people who were around
shortly after have Some of that blood on
their persons. The weapon he used was
a revolver about seven inches long, It
had nn ivory handle. The calibre was
very large. ';t is what is known asa Cali-
fornia pistol. It made a very loud re-

rt.l:

President Garfield, at the time of
shooting, was about to start for New
York on his way to the Williams College
commencement, He was to have been
accompanied by Seocretaries Windom,
Hunt and James and their wives, Secre-
tary Lincoln, and Mrs, Garfleld and
family.

The letter from Guitteau to General
Sherman was addressed as follows;

To Gen. Sherman, or his First Assistant
in charge of the War Department.
Please deliver at once,

1 have just shob the President; I shot
him several times as I wished him to go
as easily as possible, His death was a
litical necessity. I am a' Jawyer, a
Stalwart of Stalwarts, I was with Gen-
eral Grant and the rest of our men at
Albany during the canvass. Iam going
to jait Please order out your troops
and take possession of the jailat once,

The President’s tragic death was a sad
necessity, but it will unite the Republi-
can party and save the republic,

Life is a flimsy dream and it matters
little when one go A human life is of
small value, Du the war thousands
of brave boys went down without a tear.
I presume the President was a Christian
and that he will be happier in Paradise
than here,

1t will be no worse for Mrs, Garfield,
dear soul, to part with her husband this
way than by natural death, I had no
ill-will toward the President.

Immediately after the shoot-
ing his pulse went down to fifty-three,
and his face, ns he was rom to the
White House, was of an ashen hue. His
lse has now recovered to sixty-three,
and the color is returning somewhat to
his face,

PAVORADLE SYMPTOMS.

His general aymptoms, moreover, de-
noté o very considerable improvement,
It is not thought wise to make any
further artempts at present to withdraw
the bullets, and it isdifficult todetermine,
until a thorongh examination is mads,
hiow serious the internal injuries may be.
Surface indications, however, give
g'r;:lund for hoping that the President will
rally,

ABSOLUTELY N0 HOPE,

Wasainaroy, July 2—8 r. M.—Hon,
Samuel Shellabarger, who has just left
the bedside of the President, says tlLat
there seems to be absolutely no hope of
his rallying. His symptoms are growing
more and more alarming, and bis death
is thought to be very near.

VERY LOW AND SURELY SINKING.

WasHiNGTON, July 2-8 p. M—The
President is very low and sinking; pulse
150, but conscious, His physicians say
he can not live more than two hours.
Mrs, Garfleld arrived an hour ago. -

His lower extremities are already cold.

MRS, GARFIELD'S ARRIVAL—ALONE WITH
HER HUSBAND—AFFECTING SCENES.

WasHINGTON, July 2—8:80 p. M —All
this afternoon und evening the grounds
in front of the Executive Mansion have
been crowded with people anxiously
awaiting any announcement fromthe in-
side as to the President's condition, At
eight o'clock it was announced to the
throng that he was very low. Mrs, Gar-
field at that hour was alone with him ex-
p'ting bim topass away momentarily, The
avenne infront of the Treasury Depart-
ment,from thoRiggsHouse into the White
Housegrounds and infront of the mansion
is crowded with people. Mrs. Garfield ar-
rived about seven o'clock, and, as she
was driven up through the crowds of
spmpathizing people, many of them un-
covered their heads as the carringe in
which she rode pagsed by, Entering the
KExecutive Mansion she, with lier son,
who met her at the depot, went directly
to the bedside of the dying President.
Others who had constantly been at his
bed side during the day left them slone,
It is impossible at this writing to gain
apything authentic: rumors of ﬁis death
are current every fifteen minutes.

BLAINE TO ARTHUR.

WasHixarox, July 2.—The following
digpatch has just been telegraphed:

WASHINGTON, July 2,

Hox, C. A, ARTHUR, Vice President,
New York: At this hour (one p. m,) the
President's symptoms are not regarded as
unfavorable, but no definite assurance can
be given until after the probing of the
wounds at three o’'clock. There are strong
grounds for hope, and, at the sams time,
tha gravest anxiety as to the final result.

JaMESs G, BLAINE, Secretary of State,

New Yorg, July 2.—Vice President
Arthur and Unnk]in{g arrived this morn-
ing. The boat was late, not arriving un-
til about ten o'clock. As soon as sghe
touched the wharf a telegram was hand-
ed Arthur, Upon reading it he dropped
back in his chair, greatly shocked. It is
presumed the telegtam announced the
shooting of President Garfield.

Mg, CoNKLING OVERWHELMED AT THE
SAD INTELLIGENCE,

New Yorg, July 2.—A reporter called
upon Ex-Senator Conkling this morning,
and after sending his eard to the Ex-Sen-
ator's room received word that the event
was one which would not warrant any
conversation, and declined to beseen. A
few minutes after Mr, Conkling stepped
across the hallway for a moment from his
room, and the reporter met him. Upon
being requested to give his opinion of the
assassination he stepped back for a mo
mg&at, and in a voice interrupted by sobs
said:

“I can not understand it. The news
came upon me when I was least prepared
tor it, because I have been almost over-
whelmed by my own troubles. It is hor-
rible, and the result may be most disas-
trous to the peace and welfare of our
country. Ican only hope that it is not
true, and that our land is saved from
such a stain.”

WasaiyaroN, July 3—2 A, M. —The
President is now sleeping, and symptoms
are more favorable than at any time for
his recovery. Nothing more will be done
to find the ball until to-morrow morning.

THE PLUCKY PRESIDENT.

On reaching his chamber, the President
spoke expressing his determination not to
die. Heshook hands with members of
his cabinet, and his personal attaches ad-
mitted, Dr, Bliss could not find any
pulse at first. A culsory examination
showed that the ball in his back entered
three inches from the spine, on the right,
traversed in a downward direction, and
lodged just above the right lobe of the
liver. A guard was at the White
Housa grounds all night,

SAD SUNDAY BUENES AT THE WHITE HOUSE,

W asHINGTON, July 8,—The life of Pres-
ident Garfield still hangs in the balance,
Last night he passed a comfortable night.
His sleep was refreshing, but rather in
cat-naps than in any protracted slumber,
With the exceptions of Bomurz Blaine,
the entire Cabinet remained atthe White
House throughout the night, The favor-
able symptoms which set in after ten
o'clock last night gave hope to those in
attendance, and inspired a feeling of
cournge, and almost conviction that all
would yet be right. Early this morning

When the point had been reached in
the article where this intimation was too
broad not to escape the attention of the
President, he said: “That can not be,
There was no plot—there waa no conspir-
aoy." At this point Dr. Bliss forbade any
further reading of newspaper accounts to
the President.

Wasnixarox, July 4, 3 p. m.—Doctor
Agnew gays there are some very en-
couraging features in the DPresident’s
case, and he mentions as such the fact
that the kidneys or intestines are entirely
uninjured, and perform their functions
readily and freely. He says the liver is
lacerated, and the narves leading from
the spinal column to the lower extre-
mities are hurt, but that this is less injury
than might easily have been ex‘gected
from the size and course of the bullet.
He says the stomach retains nourishment,
and from this (he President is gaining
strength slowly to resist the encroach-
ments of secondary inflinmation.
