Domestic Receipts.

Feather Cake.- -One cup sugar, ove
eup milk, one tabl aful butter,
one egg, twoand one-half cups flour,
two teaspoonfuls cream tartar, one tes-
spoonful sods. Flavor to taste with
nutmeg or lemon

French Cake- Five tumblers sifted
fiour, three of white sugar, one-half
tumbler but‘er, one tumbler milk, one
teaspoonlul sods dissolved in a little
water; mix well; beat three eggs, yolks
and whites beaten seperate, one tea.
spoonful nutmeag; beat all well for ten
minutes; bake in & moderate oven.

A Quick Puddiog—Split a few
crackers, lay the surface over with
raisins, and place the halves together
again; tie them closely in a cloth, and
boil fifteen minutes in milk and water,
With & rich sance it is excellent.

Vermicelli Puading.--Two ounces
of vermicelli, three-quarters of a pint
of milk, quarter of a pint of cream, one
ounce and a half of batter, two egss,
one ounce and a half of sugar; boil the
vermicelli in the milk until tender;
then stir in the remaining ingredients;
butter a smail tart-dish, and bake.-—-
Handbook of Therapeuiics.

Corn Fritters, — Two cupfuls of
grated corn, two eggs, one cup of wilk,
flour for thin batter, a pinch of soda,
salt, one tablespoonful melted butter.
Mix, and fry as you would gnddle-
cakes.

Jelly of Irish Moss.—Irish moss,
half an ounce; fresh milk, a pint and
a half; boil down to & pint; removeany
sediment by straining, and add the
proper buantity of sugar and lemon
juice or peach water to give it an agree-
able flavor,.— leonomical Cook-book,

Flax-seed Lemonade.—Four table-
spoonfuls flax-seed, whole; one quart
boiling water poured upon the flax
seed; juice of two lewnons, leaving out
the peel; sweeten to taste; steep three
hours in & covered pitcher; if too thick,
put in cold water with the lemon juice
and sugar. Good for colds.—Marion
Harland.

Kentucky Potatoes.—Raw potatoes,
peeled, sliced very thin; put in oudd-
ing-dish, and cover with milk; add pep-
per and salt and teaspoonful of flour,

Broiled Chicken.—Clean and split
open the chicken, and broil it on the
gridiron over a clear fire.

Wwith & T8% sliced of salt Pork, in waler
enough to cover them; let them boil
quite tender; then take out the breagt:
bone,
is taken off, put in a little onion, cut
very fine, not enough to taste distinct-
ly, but just enough to flavor a little;
rub some patsley very fine when dry,
orcut fine when green; this gives a
pleasant flavor. Season well with pep-
per and salt, and a few ounces of good
fresh butter. When all is cooked well,
have liquid enough to cover the chick-
en; then beat up two eggs, and stir in,
algo some sweet cream. Line a five-
quart pan with a crust made like soda
biscuit, only more shortening; put in
the chicken and liquid; then cover
with a crust the same as the lining.
Make an opening for the steam to es-
cape. . Bake till the crust is dore, and
you will have a good chicken pie.
