the most interesting place I had seen in
three months —1 Bouth Oxford street,
Brooklyn.

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THE CRY FOR RELIEW,

You all know why | went to Russia this
sammer. There are many thousands of
people who Lavea right to say to me, ns
was sald in the Bible parable, “Give an ac-
connt of thy stewardship.” Through The
Christian Herald, which I have the honar
to edit, we had for months, in publisher’s,
in reportorinl and editorial column, pat
before the people the ghastly facts econ-
cerning twenty million Russians who were
starving to death, nnd subseriptions to
the relief fund had come by letters
that seemed not so much written
with ink as with tears, some of the
letters practically saying, “We find (¢t
hard to get bread for our own families, but
we cannot stand this cry of hunger from be-
yond the seas, and so please to receive the
inclosed.” And others had sent jewels
from their hands and necks saying, “Sell
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these and turn them into bread.” And
another letter safd: “Inclosed is anm old
gold plece. It was my mother's. She gave
it to me and told me never to part with it
except for bread, and now [ inclose it."
We had gathered thirty-five thousand dol-
lars in money, which we turned into three
million ponnds of flour.

‘When 1 went down to the board of trade
at Chicago and left five thousand dol-
of the amount raised with a promisent
flour merchaut, taking no receipt and
leaving all to him to do the best thing,
and returned, it was saggested that 1
had not done things in m business way.
How could we know what sort of fionr
would be sent? There are styles of flour
more fit for the trough of the swine
than the mouths of Bungry men and
women. Well, as {8 enstomary, when the
flour came to New York {t was tested,
and we found indeed they had cheated us
They gave us better flour than we had
bought, Ibought in Chicago fine flonr,
but they sent us superfime. God bless the
merchants of Chicagol

lands, but I tell you plainly, as I told Em-

Alexander I1I in the palace at Peter-
hoff, that I Lhad pever been so impressed
with the fidelity to their religion of any
people as by what I had seen in Russia,
and especially among her public men.

I said respectfully to a Russinn when I
saw him cross himself, “What do you do
that for?” *“Oh,” he sald, “when I do that
Ialways say, ‘God have mercy on mel'"
I bold in my hand something very suggest-
fve. What does that black and uncomely
thing look lke? That is what is ealled
hunger bread from HRuossin; that is what
millions of people lived on for months be
fore help eams from England, Scotland,
Ireland and America; thit is a mixtore
which seems to have in it not one grain of
sustenance, It is a mixtureof pig weed
and chafl and the sweepings of stables.
That is something which, if dropped in the
street, your dog or ¢at might sniff at, but
would not eat, That was the only food on
which millions of men and women lived.

You must look at that hunger hread of
Russin before you can get proper apprecia-
tion of what an attractive and beautiful
thing a good loaf of bread is. It is socom-
mon to us we eannot realize its meaning,
Stop and look nt it in a bakery window or
ses it on your family table—I mean an hon-
est loaf of bread, white as a ball of packed
snow, with a crust brown as the antumnal
wooils, and for n keen appetite more aro-
matie than flowers—a loaf of brend as you
remember it in childhood, when the knife
in the hand of your fatheér or mother
ent clean through, from erust to crust, and
put before you, not a quarter of a slice orn
half & slice, but a full, round slice, and an-
other and another, just suited to a boy al-
ways ready to eat and for the most time
hungry, even in a well supplied house. 1
remember and you remember, if you had a
healthy childbood, just how it tasted, My!
My! Plum pudding does not taste as good
now 0s that plain bread then, It was then
bread at the table, and brend between
meals, and bread before breakfast, und
bread befora going to bed.

THE STAFF OF LIFE.

Why does not some poet ring a eanto on
a loaf of bread, or some modern Raphael

int it, or some historian tell its history?
Noticed all over like wedding cake, ordot-
ted like many articles of food, pretentions
and with fantastic ingredients, but that
grandest product of the earth; that richest
yleld of the flour mill; that best benediction
of & hot oven—a God given loaf af hread,
But the rhythm of it, the luxuryof it, the
meaning of it, the benediction of it, the
divine mercy of it, only those know who
have seen a famine. No wonder Christ
put this food Into the sacrament and said
of o broken loaf of bread, “This is my
body.” Thank God that I ever saw that
transcendent and compact kindness of the
infinite God—a loaf of bread. And it wus
our joy this summer to hand over a ehip-
load of material for gladdening many thou-
sands of Russians with such a beatitude,

But I have been asked by good peaple in
Great Britaln and America, again and
again, Why did not the prosperous people
of Russin c*op that suffering themselves,
making it ndsless for other nutlonsto help?
And T am always glad when [ hear the
question asked, becanse it gives me an op-

rtunity of explaining. Have you any
idea what It requires to fepd twenty mil-
lion peoplet Thers {s only ane being in
the universe who can do it, and that Is the
Being who this morping breakfnsted six-
teen hundried million of the human raoe.
The nobility of Russin have not only con-
tributed most lavishly, bus many of them
went down and staid for months amid the
ghastliness, and the horror, and the typhus
fever, and the smallpox that they might
administer to the suffering.

1 sat at the dining table in the house of
one of our American repregentatizes be-
side a barooess who had not only impov-
erished her estates by her contributions to
the suffering, but who left her own home
snd went down into the worst of the mis-
ery, until prostrated with fever, then re-
viving and toiling onuntil prostrated by
the smallpox. She had come home to get
a little strength, and in a few days she was
going down again to thesuffering districts,
und she commissioned me to execute in
America a literary enterprise’by which she
expects with her pen more money,all of
which is to go for bread to thosa who lack
{t. Then thereare the Bobrinskies. They
areof the nobility—oot only the nobllity of
earth, but the pobility of heaven. You
know we have in America-certain names
which sre synonyms for benevolence—
George Peabody, James Lemox, Willlam E.
Dodge, Mr. Slater and soan. What their
pames mean in America Bobrinski means
in Russia.

The emperor has made larger contribu-
tions toward this rellef fund than any
moparch ever made for any cause since
the world stood, and the superb kindness
written all over the faces of emperor amd
empress and crown prince is demonstrated
in what they have alveadydone and are
dolng for the sufferers in their own coun-
try. When a few days ago I read in the

thut the emperor and empress,

Emﬂns an explosion, stopped the royal
rail trein to find out what accident had
occurred, and the empress knelt down by
the side of & wounded laborer and held his
tiead until pillows and blankets could be
brought, and the two wounded men were
gut upon the royal train to be carriefl toa
where they could be better cared for,

said to my v ife, “Just like her.”

When I saw & few days ago in the papers

that the emperor and empress had walked

through the wards of the most virulent
chalera, talking with the patients, shaking
bands with them and cheering them up, it
was De surprise to me, for I sald to myself,

Before passing to the other field of my
summer observation I give you one little |
specimen of the falseboods aliont Russia,
I stood In London with my tickets for 8¢, |
Petersburg, Russia, In my pocket. It was |
two o'clock in the afternoon, and at three
o'clock I was to take the train. An Amer |
fean physician came In and said, “You ecer
tainly are not going to Russian”™ [ psaid,
"Why not?” Then a moming paper was
shown me, saying that in St. Petersburg
there were two thonsand ecases of virulens
cholera: the clty had been divided into
hospltal districts, and the doctors were at
their wits' end what to dowith the number
of patients. The popnlation was fiying in
terror. It was almost 08 bad in Mosecow, |

While reflecting on these accounts two
messages arrived from other friends protest.-
Ing aguinst the foolhardiness of my rushing
Into the presence of two thousand eases of
cholera in one city. Of course [ halted. |
halted for four days. Meanwhile n tele
gram from St. Petersburg encournged me
to go. I went., There was not nsingle
case of cholera in St Petersburg or Mos-
cow, and there was pot asingle case in
either city until four weeks after I loft
those civies. DBut the continental false
hood had dooe ita commercinl errand.
Tens of thousands of Americans and
Englishmen who proposed to summer in
Russia tarned in other directions,

At the large hotel in Bt. Petersburg nt
which I stopped, though capable of holid-
ing five hundred guests, und months before
every room nnd every hallway and every
muttress and every pillow had been en-
gaged by telegraph by sightsvers, all the
onders were canceled, und instesd of flve
bundred guestsa 1 should think about
thirty, and that including our party. And
g0 it wns in all the hotels in northern Ruos-
sin, and the subtraction of th % amount of
commercial profit from tho.. cities yon
may imagine. But that whole subject of
systematic fabrication I adjourn to some
other hour. Yet Imusttell you of a pic-
ture of pathcs and moral power impressed
upon my mind, so that peither time nor
eternity may efface it

The ship Leoswung to the docks a few
miles bhelow St Petersburg londed with
flonr from America. The sailors on board
huzzaed as they came to the wharf, ["rom
a yncht on which we had descended the
river to the sea the promineut citizens of
8t. Petersburg disemtmrked, The bank
wos crowded by prosperous cltizens, who
stood opn the whart, and back of them by
poor laborers, who had come down to offer
thelr services free of all charge for the re-
moval of the breadstuffs from the ship to
the imperial freight train that took the
flour to the interior free of charge. While
we stood thers the long frelght train rum.
bled down to the docks, the locomotive and
each eur decorated with a flag—the Ameri-
can flag and the Russinn flag alternating.

Though a flag to some eyes {s onlya
floating rag, you ouglt to ses how the
American flag looks five thousand miles
from home, It looked that day Hke n sec-
tion of heaven let down to cheer mortal
vision. Addressesof welcome and responses
wers made, and then the work begnn, the
only contest belng who should lift the
hardest and be most expeditions, Fron
ship to rall train. From rail traia to knead-
{ng board. From kneading board to oven.
From oven to the white and quivering lips
of the dying. Upon all who, whether by
contribution small or large, belped make
that scene possible may thers come the
benediction of lim who declared, 1 was
hungry aod ye fied me.”

GREAT MEETINGS IN GREAT DRITAIN,

But 1 must also give a word’ of veport
concerning my other errand—the prench-
ing of the Gospel in Great Britaln lnst
summer, It wasa tour [ bad for many
yeurs anticipated. With the themes of the
Gospel I confronted more people than ever
before In the sume length of time—multi-
tudes after multitudes, and beyond any-
thing I can describe. The thromgs in all
the cities were so great that they«<could be
controlled only by platoons of police, so
that none should be hurt Ly the pressure,
sach sarvice indoors followed by a service
for the walting throngs outdoors, and both
by handshakiogs to the last point of phys-
fcal endurance.

From the day in which I arrived .at noon
in Liverpool, and that night addressing
two vast assemblages, until I gok throngh
my evangelistic journey, it was o scene of
blessing to my own soul and I hope to
others, I missed but three engagements
of all the summer, and those from being
too tired to stand up. At all the asser-
blages large collections were taken—ths
money belug given to local charities, feeble
churches, orpban asylums or Young Men's
Christian associations—my services being
entirely gratuitons. But what aeummer!
There must have been much praying bere
and elsewhere for my welfare, or no mor-
tal could bave gone through all I went
throagh.

In every city and town I had messages
poured into my ears for families im Ameri- |
ea. Oh, soms of Bcotchmen, Englishmen,
Welshmen and Irishmen, there are hearta
on the other side of thesea beating in affec-
tion for you and praying for your present
and eternnl welfure, They wanted me to
give you their love, and here it is by the
wholesale, for I cannot glve it by retall. Dis-
eppoint not the old folks on the other side
the Atlantie. You will probably never see
them sagain in this world. Their bair is
whitening, and their step is not as firm as
when yon saw them last. So live that you
may meet them In heaven. Writs home
often, and while you know they nre pray-
ing dor you, do not forget to remember in
your prayers those who were your first
friends, and friends than whom you will
never have better—I mean your old father
snd mother,

By the memories of the old Scotch kirk,
where you were haptized, and of the Eng-
lish fireside, by which you played, and of
the Weish hills and valleys, smong which
you roamed, and the old homes on the

the Clyde, I charge you be*hdnorabls and
true and Christinn, You have good an-
cestral blood [n your veins, Prove yourself
worthy. Ibseems to me that the Gospel is
making o strides over there.

X0 DOUBTFUL DISPUTATIONS,

Whae is tho use of controversy about
anything except how weshall keep close to
the crass and do the most for helping peo-
ple for this world and the next? May there
come in England more cordiality betweéen

Although I would be called a dissenter
there, almost my frst step in England was
into & banWueting hall—the lord mayor's
bangret, given to the bishops and high of-
ficials of the national church, the great and
good and genfal archbishop of Canterbury
ut their hend, nnd & more magnificent gronp
of folks, intelleetually and spiritually,
I never got among, and I found that
phouglh we bald never met before the arch-
bishop and mysell were old friends, But
all up and down Grest Britain I found a
multitude that no man cnn number en-
listed for God and (.-Lurnll”. and I tell you
the kingdom is coming,

If the pessimists wonld get out of the
way—tle people who snivel and groan and
think everything bns gooe to the dogs or
is about to go—I say il these pessimists
would only get out of the way, the worll
would soon see the sulvation of God,
Christianity is only another name for ele-
vated optlmism. Was Isaiah an optimis?
BSee his deserts incarnadined with red rdses
and snowed under with white lilies and
his lumb asleep between the pnws of a
lHon. Was St John nn optimist? Read
the uplifting splendors in the Apocalypse
and the Lallelginh chorus with whicl the
old book, which they cunnot kill, closes.

The greatest thing I can think of would
be to have o triple allisnce of America,
England and Bussin in complete barmani-
gation, and then to have upon all of them
eome a deluge of the Holy Ghost. Lot the
defamation of other nations cease, Peace
and good will to men! For that glorious
consummation, which may be nearer than
we think, let us pray, remembering that
God can do more in five minutes than man
can do in five centuries. If the comsum-
mation is not effected in our day I shall
pak the privilege of coming out from
heaven a little while to look at this old
world when [t shall have put on its mil-
lenninl Lesuty. I think God will let us
come out to see it ot lesst once in its per
focted state before it is burned up.

I shonld not wonder if all heaven would
adjourn for un excursion to this world to
see how a shipwrecked planet was got off
the breakers nnd set afloat ngnin amid the
eternal  harmonies. Mennwhile let us
do nll we can to make it better, and it
will somehow tell in the final result,
though it be only a child’s sob hushed, or
n trickling tear wiped from o pale face, or
n thorn extracted from o tired foot, or a
sinful soul washed white as the wool
May God helpus to halp others! Andso
these lessons of gratitnde and sympathy
and helpfulness and vindieation I have
bronght you on the wings of this morning.

Precautlons That Should Be Taken.

The world was never so small as it is to
day. Meansof rapid transit are bringing
all quarters of the globe closer and eloser
together. This result has ita dangers as
well ns its advantages. The recent out-
break of cholera in European Russin, of
whose daily advance we are made awire
by eable, warns us that we have dangers
to fear from a too close international eela
tionship.

The grave responsibility of keeping foom
our Jund the dresded scourge of choleen
rests upon the sanitary inspectors of our
port cities, for it is only through a few
great gates of commerce that we have nen-
son to fear its introduction.

Recent experiences with typhus fever in
the port of New York bave shown thau
there are weak points In our quarantine
defanses which should be remedied. When
once these bulwarks are passed, the labor
of disinfection {s increased a thousandfold.

It should be the duty of the authorities
to prepare beforehand for thorough Inspue
tion of all arriving vessels and for complete
disinfection of all suspected freight and

The usually easy going American should
not allow his good nature to modify the
stringeney of his maritime sanitary regu-
Istions, Eurvpean officials are to be com-
mended for thelr increasing vigilance in
this respect, for it is by their efforts that
the disense may be kept from shipping
ports, whence it might be distributéd Ly
commerce.— Youth's Companion.
