the present. Commissioner Thurston,
who is at the head of the Hawaiian
delegation, is the authority for the
statement. He says that it has become
evident that the treaty could not be
ratified during the session of the pres-
ent congress.

There are OTjoositions of a nartv char
acter against Mr. Harrison's executing
snch a large contract on the eve of his
retirement, f or this reason it nas Deen
deemed advisable to let toe subject go
over to Mr. Cleveland's administration
and to some future congress. Mr,
Thurston believes that a powerful
branch of the opposition will be re
moved by leaving annexation for Mr.
Cleveland and his officers to manage.

Under this new arrangement it is
probable that the treaty and the mes
sage of Mr. Harrison will be withdrawn
from the senate.

MILLIONAIRE MACKAY SHOT.

His Aasallant Mortally Wounds Himself.
Both Yet Alive.

Sax Francisco. Feb. 27. The life
of John W. Mackay was attempted
r rulay by W. u Kippey, an old man
73 years old, who was undoubtedly in-

sane, and who. after attempting Mr.
Mackay's assassination, turned the
weapon upon himself and inflicted a
mortal wound. Mr. Mackay's wounds,
while serions. are not thought to be
fatal. Rippey is still alive, but can not
recover.

W. C. Rippey, the man who did the
shooting, is an old forty-nine- r, and is
well known on the Pacific slope. He
has made and lost a dozen fortunes,
The laBt few months he has evidently
been piayma in nard Iuck in this city.

He came to the slope originally from
Cincinnati, where he has a wite and
family residing at the present time. Not
long ago he was supposed to be worth

100,000, made principally in the Com- -
stocK lode.

He had 20 cents in his pocket and
card addressed to D. I. R. Linton. On
the back of this card was written, "End
not yet."

Upon a sheet of paper, nnder the
heading "Food for Kenection, were
the words: "Paid $150,000 for one
sapphire to place on the forehead of his
wife a sufficient amount to hae saved
at least 500 of his victims from suicidal
graves. Just think of it. Inscribe it
upon his tomb."

Rippey is undoubtedly a crank who
imagined that Mackay was the cause of
his financial losses.

Startling Discovery.
Renresentatlve Sterrett, of Miami

ramntv.has been investigating the sub

ject of insanity and has compared the
statistics of Ohio with those in otner
States, with tfae Intention of possibly

nrnnnrincr for introducing a bill. Ito
has always been considered a strange
fact that the rate of the increase of in

sanitv In Ohio has been greater than
in other States, but the doctor imukb
he has discovered the cause. In other
KtAtra the kind of Insane persons, if
they are able, are required to contrib-

ute to the support of the insane in

asylums. In Ohio this Is not the case.

There is a law In Ohio providing that
the asvlum officers shall draw upon

the auditors of the respective counties

for clothing for the patients and the
auditors are expected, and it is the m

tention of the law that they shall draw

upon the relatives of the patients for

the price or its equivalent. 1 he stew
ards of the asylums do not fail to make

these drafts and the auditors as a rule

pay them. But the auditors just pay
the costs and never carry out the in

tent of the law by calling upon the
friends of the Insane persons to help
meet the bill. In other States these
laws are enforced and people are not
so anxious to send to the asylums their
unfortunate kindred who are a little
llirht in the upper story. It is stated
on very good authority that people of
families tainted with hereditary insani
tv remove from other States to Ohio
In order to take advantage of the
lenient laws of this State in the matter
of gaining admittance into the asy

lums. Dr. Sterrett proposes to Intro

duce a bill in the legislature to secure

a more riuid enforcement of the exist
ing laws on this subject and to make
admission to the insaneasylums some

what more difficult than it is.

Why Cattle Will Be Scarce.
"Cattle will be scarce and beef high

for two years to come," is the opinion
of one of the best posted men in the
live stock trade in Ohio. "The result
Is due to natural causes and effects
every portion of the United States,

For five or six years prices for cattle
on the hoof have ranged so low that
they have not been profitable for farm

era who raise from ten to fifty head,

and there are thousands of such farm-

ers. As a result the whole country has
been denuded of these small lots and
has just found it out. A cattle crop
suitable for beef can not be produced
under two and a half or three years,
and naturally the supply being short
prices will advance. The high price of
hogs will induce farmers to rush into
hog raising, and inside of eight months
prices will tumble, even if the corn
crop proves a bad one."

A Farmer's Severe Loss.

Adam Wegerly, a wealthy farmer,
residing in Washington township,
Pickawa county, has had seven horses
die in the past week from unknown
causes. Thursday of last week, when
the hands went out In the morning for
work they found two of them dead!
and the next morning they found five
down, and all died in a few minutes
after being discovered. It is the gener-

al supposition that some one has a
grudge at the old gentleman, and is
poisoning his horses to satisfy it. The
horses were valued at from $150 to $250

each.

The Washington Post, February 6th,
says: "Probably in a spirit of fun some
one telegraphed Ohio newspapers that

HOUSE Bills Introduced: To regulate

tontine insurance, requiring a copy of the
highest estimates of results contained in
any published advertisements or circulars
to be printed on the back of each policy, T5

per cent of such estimates to be paid, all
companies doing tontine business to open
their books to the inspection of policyhold-
ers and tontine surplus to be reckoned as a
special reserve liability; increasing the
marriage license fee to W, of which f 1 is to
go to the probate judge and tl to the fund
for abandoned children; providing that, in
case stockholders to the number of
38 are sued, the trial must proceed
without adjournment to another term;
providing, that when so desired by the
owner or lessee, the contractor for the
building or repair of a house shall give
bond in a sum not less than half the
amount of the contract price, signed by
two sureties, for the payment of laborers,
mechanics and material men; amending
the pure food law; giving boards of county
commissioners authority to remove infirm-
ary directors for cause; providing .that
children residing one anil one-ha- lf miles or
more from the schoolhou.se may go to an-
other and nearer school in any township,
joint or subdistrict, but not to a special
district; providing for the licensing of pri-
vate detectives; codifying the compulsory
education law.

Senate Bills introduced: To cure
deeds, mortgages, etc., valid, except for
want of seals; to require railroad com-
panies to switch cars within 48 hours after
notice; providing for the transferor insane
3onvicts to Columbus asylum; giving
mayors authority to impanel juries to try
cares of cruelty to animals.

HARPER TO BE RELEASED MAY 1.

He Wrecked the Fidelity National Bank
of Cincinnati and Got Ten Tears.

Washington, Den. zj. The presi
dent has granted a commutation of sen

tence to Edward
L. Harper,

of the
Fidelity National
bank of Cincin-
nati, who was con-

victed of a viola-
tion of the federal
banking laws and
sentenced Dec. is,
1887, to 10 years'
imprisonment in
the Ohio peniten-
tiaryIk at Columbus.

The commutation
provides for Harper's release on May 1,
1893. The president has twice refused
to take action in Harper's case, for the
reason that reports showed him to be
less dangerously ill than it was claimed
by those who sought to have him re-
leased.

Recently, however, jphysicians who
attended Harper have tiled statements
that he is very ill and is gradually losing
strength and flesh. His endorsement
on .Harper's application is as follows:

"I have felt that no reason for clem-
ency was shown in the case, except the
serious heafth of the prisoner. Perhaps
he is entitled to some relief on that
ground. His term would expire in April,
1884, and he has now been six months
in jail and six years in the penitentiary.
Commuted to expire May 1, 1893."

President Harrison Nominates Hon. Ben-

ton Hancliett of Michigan.
Washington, Feb. 25. The presi-

dent Thursday afternoon sent to the
senate the nomination of Benton Han-che- tt

of Michigan to be circuit judge of
the Sixth judicial district to succeed
Howell E. Jackson, recently confirmed
as associate justice of the supreme court
of the United States. The nomination
created quite a stir among Democrats
because the statement, oft repeated,
that Mr. Harrison had concluded to
leave the appointment of Judge Jack-
son's successor to the next administra
tion had come to be generally believed.
