in which arsenic i obtained from one
if the moat famous mines in Euglond, tha
Peron Great Consols. The mine was orig-
inally worked for copper alone, and would
iiave been abandoned bat for the disoorerj
that the waste thrown oat aa worthless
when the copper was sought proved rich in
arsenic. Although copper 1 still raised, it
Is in small quantities, and the mine has'
been resolved into an arsenic works. The
arsenic pyrites consist of 25 to 30 per cent
of iron, U to 14 per cent of arsenic and
the rest of earthy matter.

After being crushed, this is sorted by girls
from 13 to 16 years of age. It is then washed
and "jigged," or sifted, and passed on to the
first calciner, where it is burned with low
class ocal and produces "arsenic soot"
that is, arsenic so mixed with smoko soot
from the coal as to be a gray color. The ar-
senic and soot, deposited in combinat ion in
the chimney, or condenser, are scraped out
and taken to the second calciner for purifi-
cation. These calciner consist of revolving
iron drama, through which a Are of anthra-
cite coal is carried on rotating iron furnaces
kept red hot. As the arsenic soot is subject-
ed to the Influence of this heat the arsenic
is sublimed and condensed.

This operation has to he carefully
watched, and if the workmen bnrn the ar-
senic badly they have to pay for it. Three
men in four weeks will make 100 tons of ar-
senic. The chimney in which the arsenic Is

condensed is a mile long. It is carried on
an incline up hill, with iron doors in the
side. As the hot blast passes upward it de-

posits a crust of arsenic crystals on the
brickwork all around to a depth of from
two to three inches, and minute dust of
crystals fall to the floor. The smoke has
then to pass into an upright chimney 123

feet high, but just before doing so it has to
traverse a shower of water, which catches
what remains of the arsenic, nothing but
sulphurous acid being allowed to escape.

The arsenic la liable to produce sores if
permitted to lodge in wrinkles and folds of
the flesh or about the mouth and nostrils.
As a rule, however, this only happens when
there is carelessness as to personal cleanli-
ness, and the arsenic workers simply have
to wash themselves thoroughly every day
on returning from work.

Otherwise the work is considered healthy.
It prevents all eczema, and the fumes of
sulphuric acid, as well as the arsenical dust,
are fatal to germs of the disease. Most
workmen remain at the works for a num
ber of years without suffering, but occa
sionally the symptoms of arsenical poison
.ing loss of appetite, nausea, frontal head
Ache and anosmia declare themselves,
'When this takes place, the work has to be
given up entirely.

The greatest danger to which the work
men are exposed is met when it is necessary
for any purpose to enter the upright shaft.
The effect on the eyes is most painful, and
a further enriousevidence of the virulence
of the pervading: atmosphere becomes man
ifest. The men wear linen garments lined
with flannel, and the sulphuric acid fumes
completely destroy the linen in a lew mo
ments, leaving the flannel intact, so that
the men go inUvtbe shaft in linen and come
out clod in wool. Fortunately it is seldom
necessary to enter the shaft or great loss of
sight would ensue.

The Good Little Bacteria of Cheese.
In a report by the board of agriculture on

the distribution of grants for agricultural
education in Gnat firitian is a chapter of
special research in Cheddar cheesemaking.
The author, Mr. F. J. Lloyd, says: "It ap-
pears more and more probable that all
taints and peculiarities which are injurious
to cheese, as also all the changes which
combine to produce a good or first rate
cheese, are due to bacteria."

After reading this, consumers of cheese
will long to be told how they may distin
guish the benevolent from the malevolent
microbe, and how the one may be culti-
vated at the expense of the other. Mr.
Lloyd does his best to satisfy their curiosi
ty, and it is comforting to learn that of the
many organisms which have been found
"only one can be said to be invariably pres
ent." This is the benevolent Acidl lactici,
which is essential to the production of a
good cheese, and there is "ground at pres-
ent for the assumption that no other varie
ty is necessary.

But how to keep the others out is the
question. Mr. Lloyd says they do not come
in at the open door or window of the dairy,
but hide in crannies, "where a little decom
posing milk or other animal or vegetable
matter may supply all the food which these
organisms need to enable then to grow and
multiply." The moral of this for cheese- -

makers obviously is, Be scrupulously clean,
London .News.

I believe, however, that my instru-
ments may be perfected until we will be
able to determine, the mental caliber of our
friends without our friends knowing that
we are testing their aptness." The profes
sor further says: "i or the eye to receive an
impression requires .077 of a second and for
the ear to appreciate a sound .049 of a seo-on- d

is. necessary. These curious exper
iments have established one fact at least
.viz, that the eye acts with nearly double
he rapidity of the ear." Philadelphia

A Relfo of tha Eocene Period.
Professor Cope of Philadelphia has

creature which all naturalists are unaoi
mous in pronouncing the first representa
tive of the- - hoofed animal species. The
animal is not alive, neither is it entire so
far as flesh and blood are concerned, but to
the paleontologist, who cares only for the
foBsiled bon, the specimen is perfect. It
is not larger than a yearling calf and not
nearly so tall, and was found in the Wind
river country in Wyoming. Professor Cope
named it Phenacodus primtevus when it
was first discovered, giving it as his opinion
that it was akin to a specimen which was
found several years ago in France (the
paleotherium), and which gave Cuvier and
the other naturalists so much trouble to
classify.

At the timeof the discovery of the French
specimen the savants of Kurope decided
that it was the ancestor of "hoofed crit
ters," but the Wind river fossil, which is
easily distinguished as being a type of the
same, is believed to be much more ancient.
Cope's curiosity was found in rocks belong
ing to the eocene period, and the time when
it grazed on the western prairies has been
placed as far back as 500,000 years. Everv
bone is perfect and in place, and the speci
men could not be purchased for 410,000.
