On or about March 20th, 1898, you fav-

orad thie Audior by publishing a statement
from him in reply to a minority report, sim.
ilar to the one published in your last woek's
issng, to which he sow desires to reply.
The above namad commities, nfter spand-
ing forty<two days in examining sald report
it nn expense to the connty of $262.50 aud an
additional expensa for sheriff nnd witneas
fees of §45,M, has proclaimed to the people
of Henry connty what they already kuow,
viz: That extravaganes in poblio expendi.
ture prevaile nnd the Asditor is declared to
e oneof the chief despollers, The Prose-
eating Attorney, who by virtue of his office
ia a member of this commities and also the
legnl advizor of all connty officars, for
which servies under Bee. 1274 Revised Sint-
ntes he has reoeived for three yoars servioe
the sum of $1725, sarely ooght to know as
much abont this basioess as any other man
in the connty; and now in conjunetion with
these two other members of kindred spirit,
the conelusion is renched that the Auditor
is the chief offender, nud after all this mon-
ey has been expendsd in the interest of
economy, under the snpervision ofthia legal
ndvisor, this commitles is snanimons jo its
deeision that extravaganes prevailannd ille-
ol feea are allowed nod taken with impani-
ty. The Aoditorappeals from the decision
of the commiltes tothe unbiased, non-part-
isan and considerats judgment of ths peo-
ple of Henry county, a tribunal of jostice
befora which the Auditor sets ap the follow-
ing plea i his own defense:

They nlso declare that the fees charged by
the engineer in these two canes are “*Fair
specimens of the charges in all other cases
of like character.”” 'This charge I deny, be-
canse those two ditohes were the most com-
plioated of any sarveyed in this county for a
number of years, and conseqoently the en-
gineer's fees ware away above the avernge.
The reason why these two cases were singled
oul among 80 wany others is, no doubt, be.

excessive, bul if that was the case with the
commitiea why did they vol examine Lhe
reoords and get the facts,

Atthe hearing, parties living
near the outlet claimed that the same was
not snfieient to enrry off the water and ask.
