it is altogether likely that much good
will come of the present measure when
enacted into law. The Lancaster Reform
school conducted by the state would be
of far more value if boys wer committed
to it in the game way that it is now pro-
posed in Cleveland. Boys are sent to
Lancaster on a public record for stealing
or for other petty crimes. Their lives
are ruined for all time by that spot that
can never be erased. . ,

Standard Time.
It now looks very much as if standard

tune would remain as the legal time in
Ohio. The senate the other day refused
by a vote of 10 to 14 to repeal the law of
last year. The vote was reconsidered,'
but the indications are that there will be
a falling away instead of a gain in that
vote on the second trial. A bill to re-
peal the same law is now in the hands of
a house committee, but this will not
have so good a chance as it would have
had if the senate had not already killed
the same bill. The house will probably
not feel like doing much toward consid-
ering their bill when it is certain that
the senate will not pass it. The member
from Guernsey, Mr. Barber, the succes-
sor of Mr. Taylor, the author of last
year's law, is the author of the house re-p- al

bill, and it is understood that a feud
between the two gentlemen is the cause
of the present bill. If standard time sur-
vives the present attack it will probably
never be dislodged.' Many of those who
were not in favor of standard time last
year are not now in favor of repealing,
as they say constant changing will make
more trouble than will the getting used
to the new order of things. All of the
western parts of the state were in the
habit of using standard time anyhow,
and will naturally stand for the law as
it now is, while those of the eastern part
will vote against repeal to prevent an-
other change.

Saturday Half Holidays.
A bill has been introduced in the house

to provide for a Saturday half holiday.
New York has had such a law for many
years, and when it was enacted it was
fought by many classes and interests,
but it has worked so well since it has
been tried that it would be an impossi-
bility now to repeal it. Employers claim
that they can get more work out of em-
ployes in fivn and one-ha- lf days a week
than they can in six. A half holiday
each week will allow employes to get off
without taking other half holidays at
their own expense or to their employers'
annoyance. Nearly all of the cities and
villages observe a Saturday half holiday
during the summer months, and find it
works very well all around. If it works
well in hot weather it ought to in coid.

The balances in the many funds
of the many ins ti Hit ions and department
on tne latn ot tne next montb will near-
ly eqnal this sum, so that the appropria-
tions made and the receipts for the year
nearly balanced, as near as it is possible
to do in advance. The appropriations of
the general assembly last year, that were
not recommended by either the house or
the senate finance committee, amounted
to more than the actual deficiency for
the year. The receipts last year were
about (3,900,000 and the appropriations
about 4,000,000. This year there will
be no appropriation for the world's fair
commission, and it is proposed to aban-
don the national guard encampment this
year. ' These two items alone will save
nearly fjOO.OOO for other purposes. But
when it is seen that the demands are
(1,300,000 more than the receipts are
likely to be the necessity of some deep
cutting all the way 'round is very ap-
parent. - : ...... v ..

. Township Funds.
Repre?ntative Hart of Lakefconntv

had a bill passed by the house the other
day that is likely to work great good to
all the township funds in the state. His
bill provides that the township cash
shall be counted at the regular March
meetings of the boards of trustees and a
minute of the amount found, entered
upon the records of the boards. This is
to be prime facie evidence that the money
was on hand. By this operation bonds-
men will find it difficult to say that the
predecessor of their man embezzled
money or that their man under a differ-
ent set of bondsmen, did' the act. As it
now is it is often difficult to locate the
real responsibility, and many committees
are the sufferers. In addition to being
able to locate the responsibility the law
will have a good effect upon the treasur--
ers themselves. They will be more apt
to nave tneir money ready to be counted
if they know that such an operation is
inevitable than they sometimes are now.

Over SCO Bills Introduced In
tha Legislature.

KASI WILL SEVER DE HEARD OF.

The) aVnata Vreldrs Skunks Are Able

Irott rbruiaelven Two Bills to Reg-

ulate the Practice ml Meillelila Rous
aa4 Senate Can't Ac oa Quail.
Standard Tima Half Holidays an Sat-

urdays.

' Columbus, O., Jan. 30.

Over 300 bills have been introduced in
both, branches of the present general as-

sembly. Of these about half have either
been passed or will never be again heard
of m the business of the legislature. Thus
about 150 bills are before the two houses
for .actual consideration. .This is not a
great number, all things considered, yet
many of them are most trivial in charac-
ter.

The house passed the skunk bill, but
the senate knocked it out, so that the
present body will not be called the skunk
legislature, whatever other title will be
eventually forced upon it. One senator,

Mr. Iden of Licking county, said that
one pair of Skunks would produce 19,000,-00- 9

of their kfnd within their own life

time, and he argued that the animal did

not need any protection from the strong

arm of the law, for he was entirely able
to fight his own battles; There are places

in Ohio where the skunk is raised for his

fur, and it is said to be a most lucrative

business. ' The fur is used in the manu-

facture of women's apparel, and this ani-

mal furnishes the only contribution of

Ohio to the fur trade.
Other trivial matters have been brought

up, such as $he hunting of rabbits with

ferrets, the passing of a lftw to punish

the shooting with air or powder guns
upon streets a subject properly coming

within the scope of an ordinance of a city

or village. This bill is now in the senate,

and may never again see the the light of

day. But the Seventy-firs- t general as-

sembly is no worse and perhaps no better

in this particular than the average of its
predecessors. The hopper's first grist i
generally made up of unimportant propo-

sitions, followed by their twin brother,
the dishonest measures. And all the
time members drop in meritorious bills

that find a harder life of it than do many
of the useless and dangerous bills.

The newspapers of the state are at
present very much wrought up over two
senate hills jj ;
To Regulate the Practice of Medicine.

Both are in the hands of the committee,
and if is doubtful if they ever get a chance
to see the light of day, but if they do
their Jife yx'jjl be filled with the usual
brickbats of argument, and death is their
early fate. It is said that a third medi-

cal bill is to be introduced in the house,
but it has not yet shown its head. There
is usually not over one bill introduced
each winter, but we now have two, with
a third one coming. This fact alone
shows thai Hhe doctors of the state are
very much divided among themselves
about what sort of legislation they desire,
so that the lay brethren have no difficulty
in placing 1he blame of no action upon
the medical people themselves. Doctors
never agree anyhow, and it is therefore
not trange that ' they fall out on the
question o law.

If Senator Johnsons which has
passed the senate, goes through the house,

the assessments under ,

The Two-Mil- e Pike Assessment Law

will be made according to the benefits
derived, in much the same way that im-

provement assessments are levied in the
cities. If this is done land two miles
from the pike road will not have to pay
as much of an assessment as will land
within 300 feet. It is argued that the
nearer the land to a pike road the more
is it raised in value and therefore the
more its owner ought to pay in propor-

tion to that which the owner of land
further back in the country pays.

Quail.
The house and senate have each had a

round of quail. The senate first passed
a bill prohibiting the killing of qnail next
year and each alternative year thereafter,
This was done on the plea of protection
to the quail. The house refused to pass
this bill, though it came within three
votes of doing it. The vote was recon
sidered, and there is still a chance of tne
bill going through the house and becom-
ing a law. On the other hand the house
passed a bill prohibiting the selling or
offering for sale of quail at any time dur-
ing the year and prohibiting the posses-

sion of qnail during the closed season.
It was thought that this was the most
practical .way to deal with the quail
question.." It takes away the markets
from the pot hunters and the market
hunters at. all times during the year and
punishes any guilty of being in possession
of the bird during tbe closed season.
Those who know about quail and there
are many in the general assembly who
claim to know all about this game bird-s-ay

that hard winters do more to destroy
quail than do all the sportsmen put to-

gether. It is not the sportsman, they
say, who does the harm; it is the pot
hunter, the market hunter and the man
with the double-barrele- d gun, which he
shoots off at one fire. If these people
had their market taken from them they
would cease their slaughter. But if the
shooting of quail is prohibited for a year
nature wilt kill off the birds that the pot
hunter fails to kill on the sly. The de-
bates over the quail question have been

thing thus far for this
session.'

After a Persistent bnt Fruitless
Struggle With the Grim

Destroyer.

At 1:35 this mornine- - death came
quietly and peacefully to relieve the
suffering of a fellow townsman. It
was at tbat hour that tbe spirit or death
hovered over the weak and emaciated
form of Col. L. J. Hissong and the
weary soul freed from Its tenement of
clay, winged its flight to Him who gave
it.

From a business history of Seneca
county we learn that Col. Hissongcame
to l'ostoriain iso anaemoaraea in
the dry goods business in the room now
occupied by Burtscher Bros., tbe gro-
cers, and continued there until March
1st, 1891, when he removed to the pres-
ent large rooms. He was also joint
owner of a dry goods store at Ottawa,
the county seat of Putnam county and
had other landed and personal interests
that combined to make him one of the
wealthiest business men of the city.
His success as a merchant is so well
known to our readers and the public
generally that it would be superfluous
to speak of it at this time.

His3ong will be
held from his late residence on Friday
afternoon at 2 o'clock and will be d

by Rev. Hunter Davidson,
assisted by other ministers. One re-

mains will lie in state in the front par-
lor at bis late home for the inspection
of friends from 10 until 1 o'clock
Friday.
