But we all have had memorable dreams,
some of them when we were half asleep and
balf awake, so that we did not know
whether they were born of shndow or sun-
light; whether thoy were thoughts let looso

A BEAUTIFUL DREAM.

Such a dream I had thismorning! It was
balf past 5, and the day wus breaking, It
was & dream of God—a dream of hesven.
Ezekiel had his droam on the banks of the
Chebar, I had my dream not far from the
banls of the Hudson, Themost of the sto-
ries of heaven were written many centuries
ago, and they tell us how the place looked
then or how it will look centurles abead.
Would you not like to know how it looke
now? That is what I am going to tell you.
I wasthere this morning. I have just got
back, How I gotinto that city of the sun
I know not,

Which of the 13 gatea I entered is to me
uncertain, But my first remembrance of
the scene is that I stood on one of vhe main
avenues, Jooking this way and that, lost in
raptures, and the air 80 foll of music and
redolence and laughter and light that |
knew not which street to take, when an
angel of God accosted me and offered to
show me the objecta of grestest Interest,
and to conduet me from street tostreet, and
from mavsion to mansion, and from temple
to temple, and from wall to wall. I said to
the angel, *How long hast thou been in
heaven!” and the answer came, “Thirty-

There was n secret about this angel's
name that was not given me, but from the
venderness and sweetness and affection
and interest taken in my walk through
heaven, and more than ell Io the fact of 82
yeara' residence—the number of years since
she asconded—I think it was my mother.
Old age and decropitude and the tired look
were all gone, but I think It wasshe, You
see, I wos only on a visit to the eity and
had not yot takenup residence, and I could

1 looked in for A few momentsat the great
temple. Our brilliant and lovely Seotoh es-
sayist, Mr. Drummond, says there is no
church in heaven, but he did not look for it
on the rightstreet, St John was right when
in his Patmosic vision, recorded in the third
chapter of Revelation, he speaks of “‘the
temple of my God.” Isaw it this moming
~tho largest church I ever saw, as big as
all the churehes and cathedrals of the earth
put together—and It was thronged. Ob,
what a multitude! I had never seen so
many people together., All the audiences of
all the churches of all the earth put togeth-
er wonld makea poor attendance compared
with that assemblage,

There was a fashion in attire and head-
dress that immediately took my attention.

Then we enme out, and us the temple s
always open, nod kome worship at one bour
snd others at other hours, *ve passed down
the strées amid the througs coming and go-
lag from the great temple.

And there we met George W. Bethune of
wondrous Brooklyn pastorate, and 1 told
him of how his comforting hymn had been

“UR DEMANDS EMPHASIZED WITH
BHOT AND SHELL.

ddmiral Da Gama Given to Understand
Thaj Our Merchaut Vessals Must Not Be
Fired On—He Is Said to Have Burren-
dored—Great Ezoliement at Rie,
Rio Jaxemo, Jan. 80.—The American

bark Julia Rollins, Captain Kiehne, from
Baltimore, and the American schooner
Millie J. H., Captain Buttis, from New
York, were fired on by the insurgents
during & night “foray last week. Ad-
miral Da Gama, the commander of the
insurgent foroes here, visitedl Rear Ad.
miral Benham, commander of the Amer-
lcan squadron, and was emphatically
told that the insurgents must st onee
sbandon the idea that they conld with
impunity fire upon American vessels.

Admiral Benham assorted that Amer-
ican ships

Weanld Be Protected
by his fleet no matter in what part of
the harbor they might happen to be.
Admiral Da Gama protested against
this decision, but finally apparently
yielded the point. On Baturday the
American bark Amy, Captain Black-
ford, from Baltimore; the American
bark Good News, Captain Myrick, also
from Baltimore, and the Julia Rollins
gave notwoe that they were going to the
Baudre Piers. Admiral Da Gama learned
of this and notifisd Benham that if the
three vesscls attempted to go to the plers
referved to
He Wonld Fire on Them.

Admiral Benham st dnce replied that
the vessels wonld go to the piers if they
wantad to and that he wounld send the
Detroit to protect them. If the Detroit
conld not furnish sufficient protection,
every vessel of the American squadron
would be employed in the work of pro-
tection. .

Early Monday morning five insurgent
tugs and armed merchantmen procoeded
to the place where the American vessels
were lying at anchor and hovered about
¢hem, apparently waiting for them to
get under way, when they would fire up-
on them.

There was great activity! displayed on
board the American warships, and soon
the sharp tones of the boatawain's
whistle could be heard piping the
crews to

Cloar the Shipa For Actlon,

At 5 o'clock the Detroit hoisted her
anchor, and with shotted guns steamed
on beside the insurgent warships Tra-
jano and Guanabara. btoth of which
were lying closa to the Good News,

As the Detroit took up her position, s
shot from the Guanabara was fired at the
Good News. The Detroit at once fired a
g-pound shot across the bows of the
Guanabara, whereupon the latter vessel
replied with what is supposed to have
been a blank cartridge. The Detroit
then turned ome of her guns upon the
Guanabara and sent a small shell into
her stern post and was on the point of
delivering & broadside atthe insurgent
ship when the Guanabars signaled that
she would stop firing.

Witling to Sarrender.

In the meantime an American citizen,
(+, M, Rollins, who has acted as the
agent of Admiral Da Gama in the arbi-
tration negotiations, had visited all
tares of the American merchantmen,
and offered to have them towed at the
expense of the insurgents, if they wonld
not go to the piers, This the captain of
the merchantinen to.

This arrangement was reported to Ad-
miral Da Gama on board his flagship,
the, Liberdade. He then said: *It
too late. The P]ma is broken. I must
{io]d to. this foreign fleet of superior

Later in the day Admiral Da Gama
called a council of his officers, expecting
that all of them would seek an asylum
on board the American fleet, but the
younger officers would not yield.
