In 18.")0 the general government ceded to
tbe several states the swamp lands, bnt after-

CIVIL GOVERNMENT.

Tbe County of the United States, and
Especially of Ohio.

In all the states of our country the divinl-onsar- e

made into counties, bnt in Louisiana
tbey are known as parishes.

The origin of the connty runs'nway baok

to the barbarians. Nearly all of onr form
of government is merely an improvement or
modification of that of England, and that
was only an improvement of that of the bar-

barian!. In onr lesson on the township it
was tinted that its origin was the olan of the
savages. These olans were bound together
as tribes, and the tribe is the origin of the
oonnty.

I) England these eonnli" were culled

shires. The nnion of the shires focmed the
kingdom as they were eaoh at ens time gov-

erned by petty ohiefs. After the Norman
Conqneet the shires began to be sailed ooon-ti- es

owing to thrir analogy to email terri,
toriea la France governed by oointe.

The oonnty like the town is a corporation.
It ean hold proi erty and ins or be soed.

In the eonnties of Ohio the highest officers

are the l.ommissioners, who are eleoted for
a Urm of three years, one going ont eaoh
year. They represent the oonnty in lawsuits
of oertain kinds, levy taies, lay ont alter and
keeo in repair oertain highways, and ereot
and keep the oonnty bnildings in repair.

The revenues of the oonnty are derived
mainly from taxation. This is increased by

certain fines and lioenses. These revenues

are reoeived and disbursed by the oonnty

Treasurer, who is elected for two years, and
many hold two successive terms.

The Court of Common Fleas holds three
terms annually in onr oonnty and tries oivil

and criminal oases.
The Probate Judge is elected for three

years and has jnriadiotion ovc r matters relat-

ing to wills, administrations of estates, np
pointment of guardians, and supervises oas-

es of insolvency. This oonrt also iRsues
marriage lioenses and keeps a rtoord of
births and deaths as returned by the Assess-

ors, and performs many other duties.
The Oonnty Recorder is elected for a term

of three years. He reoords deeds, mortgages,
. leases, meeffauios' liens, etc.

The Sheriff is eleoted for two years and
oan only hold two terms in suooession. He
is the executive officer of the oour'sand must
preserve order in them and in the county.
If an insurrection is too great for him and
his deputies to suppress he rqay call on the
Governor for aid.

Tho Auditor Is eleoted for three years. He
keeps the recoids of tbe Commissioners,
makes up the tax duplicates for the Treasur-
er, transfers the titles of land; issues oertain
licenses and performs many other duties.

The Clerk of Courts keeps the records of
the Circuit and Common Pleas courts, ad-

ministers oaths in them, and performs oth-

er duties.
The Depnty Supervisors of Elections are

fonr in number, two from the two leading
political parties, and are appointed by the
Secretary of State for the term of two years
each, two going out each year. They have
charge of the eleotion machinery of the oonn-

ty and eleot a olerk to keep their records,
whose term of office is one year.

The Board of County Examiners consists
Of three members, one of whioh is appoint-
ed eaoh year by the Probate Jodge, making
their term of office three years. They ex
amine applicants for teaohers' certificates
and isene the same to those competent to
teach, and also issue diplomas to those pass-

ing a successful examination nnder them
from the oommon schools of the oonnty.

The Coroner is eleoted for a term of three
years. His duty oonsists in holding inquests
on persons meeting sndden or violent deathB
The name in England was originally crown
er, and they had jnrisdiotion over the trial
and of oertain classes of oases besides that
mentioned. They were ao called becanse
appointed by the orown. The first orowners
or coroners were appointed in the time of
King Alfred.

The Connty Surveyor is eleoted for a term
of three years, and the authorized officer
of the county to perform all surveys, plat
ting of roads, etc -

The Prosecuting Attorney is eleoted for
three years and has oharge of all the crimi.
nal prosecutions of the State, and direots
the Grand Jury in the investigation of
crimes. He is the legal adviser of all the of
fleers of the oonnty and all minor offloials
included in the of the oonnty.

The Infirmary Direotors are chosen for a
term of thee years, one each year, and have
oharge of the panpers of the county and the
poor fund.

The representative is elected for two years
and represents the county in the lower
branoh of the General Assembly, the legis
lative body of the State.

The Trustees of the Children's Home are
appointed for a term of fonr years, one gr-- 1

ing out eaoh year. There must be two of
eaoh of the leading politioal parties. They
have charge of the affairs of the Children'!

" Home.
Id addition to the courts named the Cir-

cuit Court whioh consists of three member
' sitting together, two whioh form a quorum,

bold two sessions in the connty eaoh year,
and hears appeals from the Court of Com-

mon Pleas.

A QUAKER JULIET.

Id the beginning of tbe present cen
tury Philadelphia was a quaint and pic- -

turesque city. Commercial greed had
not obliterated old landmarks, and pic
turesque features were protected alike
by municipal ordinances and publio sen
timent. Bows of fine trees bordered,
the streets, and these were tended and
cared for by householders. This was
especially the case on Third, near Wal-
nut, which was made beautiful by a line
of sycamores reaching to Spruce street.

On tbe Walnut street side were three
two story brick houses, each having
gardens on the street, and in the one
nearest Dock at the close of the eight
eenth century lived Richard Pennell,
an Englishman and a Quaker. He was
tall and strongly built and so austere in
face that it was generally believed be
bad never laughed in his life and was
regarded as an excellent illustration of
tho popular opinion as to (juaker babies.
Bnt although dry and saturnine in man-
ner Pennell was aa upright Christian
man and did many kindly acts in a
quiet way. But all the same it was an
instance of the capnee of nature that be
should be the father of a girl so peer
lessly beautiful as Polly Pennell.

She was now 19, his only daughter.
Her two brothers were at sea following
their father's calling, as he had been a
mariner the greater part of bis life.
Polly's mother was a member of tbe
Church of England in her youth, and
although her daughter was ostensibly a
Quaker she secretly rebelled against the
narrow, colorless life that pervaded and
ordered her father's household.

It goes without saying that Miss
Polly did not want admirers, but the
father was unceasing in vigilance and
repulsed advances with a bluffness un-

mitigated by any conventional civility.

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BMALIVPOX AND DIPHTHERIA.

An Important Circular Just batted
by the State Board of Health.

The State Board of Health has
issued the following circular in refer
ence to small-po- x and diphtheria
"Health authorites throughout tne
State should be on the alert far sus

nicious cases. Small-po- x is prevailing
to an alarming extent in Chicago and
the experience at Springfield em-

phasizes the necessity for looking out
for the tramps from that city. Press
dispatches from Chicago state that
action had been taken by tne au
thorities to drive out the tramps who
will not work. We would expect this
to include them all and it is estimated
that fullv 1.500 would be found. The
scatterincr of this army of tramps
from a city where small-po- x is pre
vailing, is a serious danger, and umo
has already been invaded, as stated
at Springfield.

"Every sick tramp should be re
garded as suspicious.

"When small-po- x appears in a com

munity the first thing to do, after
providing for the care and isolation
on the patient, is to hunt up all per
sons who have been exposed to tne
rllRnase and vaccinate them. If this
is done withiji forty-eig-ht hours after
exposure, such persons may entirely
escape the disease; and if not until
even the third or fourth day after ex

vaccination may prevent the
development of the disease or at least
cause the attack to be much milder
The exposed persons should then be
kept apart from the public for a
least two weeks.

"Boards of health have sufficiently

broad and ample powers to meet all
such emergencies, and should not
oesitate to use them when required

"A serious epidemic of diptheria in
Detroit. Mich., among school children
was traced to the changing of lead
pencils. At the close of the school

each day all pencils were deposited
in one hox. and the next day were
distributed among the pupils. The
disease was spread by tne nabit 01

putting pencils in the mouth, as au
children do. Thus an infected pencil
would serve to infect several cnuaren.
Suoh a rule should be abolished."
