Soluble White Dextrin.

A writer in The Wollen-Gewerbe
states that an entirely white dextrin,
perfectly soluble in water, is now pra-
pared by diloting 4 pounds and B}
ounces nitric acid of 1.4 specific gravity
with 817 guarts water, into which 2,205
pounds of starch are stirred. This mass
is formed into cakes, which are at first
dried in the air and afterward at 176
degrees F'., and the cakes are then
ground and the powder sifted, and heat-
ed from 212 degrees to 230 degrees F.
for 1 or 1% hours. In external ap-
pearance, this preparation cannot be
distinguished from starch flour and is
perfectly free from nitric acid., In the
preparation of dextrin in the wet way
with diluted acid, it iz remarked that
the time at which the last of the starch
has been converted into dextrin mmust
be carefully noted, as the continued in-
floence of the acid canses the dextrin
to become rapidly saccharose,

Beginnings of the Income Tax.

In 1877 a “‘tax unbeard of Lefore" was
imposed by purlinment, which tools the
form of a poll tax, graduated chiefly ac-
cording torank, thongh partly according
to property. Dukes had to pay £6 18s.
4d.; enrls, £4; barons, £2; kunights, £1;
squires, 6a. 8d., or, if they had no land,
84, 4d. Beggars were exempt, Yet the
whole amount collected was under £25,-
000, The poll tax having failed, the
country reverted to the previous system
of granting fifteenths and tenths,

The first indication of an income tax
occurs in 1485, when an act was passed
imposing & tax on every person “‘seized
of manors, lands, tenementy, rents, an-
nuities, offices or any other possessions.”

But, although we have here the idea of
income tax, yet this mode of raising a
revenue is generally considered to have
been introduced by Pitt in 1790, The
rate was 10 per cent, and it produced
about £6,000,000, After the peace of
Amiens, Addington repealed it on the
ground that it ought to be exclugively
reserved for times of war, but reimposed
it, for the same reason, when the war
broke outagain in the following year.
It was very unpopular and was repealed
in 1806, as soon as possible after the
close of the great war.

The tax was reimposed by Peel in 1842
for four years, his object being ‘'to re-
lieve trade and commerce from the tram-
mels by which they were bound” by re-
pealing other taxes in his opinion more
injurious, We were, however, over and
over again promised that it should be
only temporary, and it ia still only im-
posed from year to year,—Sir John Lub-
bock in North American Review.
