Now Figursd Out® That Adjourmment
Wil Be Taken Early in May—Appro-
printiens Within the Estimates—Wo-
man's Saffrage In School Matters—The
Stute’'s Income InsnMcient.

The house played a neat trick on the
senate in the pasage of the bisunial ses-
sion resolution. It will bo rememberad
that the houss first pissed what is kmown
as the Locke resolution, which named a
Aate for sdjournment, The senate being
miore pronounced . in its, anti-biennial
views, thought,to comgllicate matters by
pigeon-holing the Locke resolution and
passing one of its owp, known as the
Avery resolution, which declared simply
for biennial s:ssions, but named no date
for adjottrnment. The aatis in the sen-
ate had a secoet hope thap the honse
wonld be apt to resent the seeming alight
placed upon their measure, but what
was fheir surprise to hear that the house
'bad suspended the rules and rushed the
Avery resolufion right throngh withont
the semblance of a fight or dispute:
More than all this, it is a good thing all
around that the Loelke resolution numing
n date was not passed, as the houses
would have each other at a disadvantage
when it came to final disposition of the
appropriation bLills, for either one house
or the dther might in snch anevent, dog.
in-the-manger-like, force the other house
to come to terms whether or mo. The
usnal procesding in fixing a time for ad-
journment s for the senate to pass the
refolution naming an early date and for
the house finance committes to hold on
to the resolution until the appropriation
bills are out of the wuy.

Adjournmont.

Now, as to adjournment, when will it
likely show its welcoms phiz in these
legislative halls? It can be figured out
something like this. The honse has now
passed all the appropriation bills for the
current year and all the two-year appro-
priation bills, The senute has the gen-
eral and deficiency bills, thsy having
besn sent by the house Inst week. If the
sennte goty right at it the gemeral hil-
ought to be passed within two weeks
from the day it passed the honse, or next
week Tharsday, and the following Wed-
uesday, or April 4, ought to see the bill
out of conference, I this comes sbouy
in this way the second general bill could
be reported back April § and reprinted
ready for passage by the house April 11,
If the senate shonld again get through in
two weeks with one week for conference
would bring adjournment as a possibility
about May 1. It is a practical impossi-
bility before that day, and it wounld be
nothing disoreditable if the date ran as
late as May 10. It all depends with the
amount of time put npon the matter by
the senate. Two weeks onghtto be long
enongh, but that angust body usually takes
four or five weels in the consideration of
the bill, and that's the way the adjourn-
ment matter sizes up at present,

Approprintion Bills.

The appropriation bills thus far passed
by the house are within the estimated
revenues of the state for the coming
'year; not s mmuoch, perhaps, as they
ought to be, but still within by a hand-
gome margin. The deficiency bill this
year is the largest for yenrs—over $199,-
000. The camals get sbout half of the
total, and over half of their deficiencies
are unsuthorized by the emergency
board. Not quite half of the total defie
ciency bill wuas nnanthorized by the
board, but besides the $435,000 in the
canals there i a single item of §20,000
for armory rents, which wus really an-
thorized by law; one other large item
waa nearly 80,000 for compensation to
the tax commission that worked last fall
and made its report to the governor and
general assembly two months ago, This
makes the total expenses and compensa-
tion of the commission about 10,700,
‘and the legislature has been in session
for 12 wesks and has never yet enucted a
single tax law, There have been 43 tax
commissions appointed in different statea
in the past few years, and never yet has
8 legislature enucted a gingle law récom-
mended by any of these tax commissions,
and Ohio has had two spasms of this
leind and the third one will probably not
come for a good many years yet,

The Stute's Income,

Every one seems to be imbued with
the idea that the incoms of the state is
got sofficient, and, of comrse, it jan't.
A president of one of Ohlo's largest rail-
road corporations is represented ms will-
ing to appear before the tazution com-
wittee andd wdvocute the taxing of cor-
poraiions on their gross receipts, this in
addition to taxes alrendy puid. It isar-
gued that corporations are but the erea-
tion of the state and ought to pay their
share to the maintenance of the state
government. DBusiness men, ax arule,
scknowledge that Obio ought to have
snongh to run its departments and insti-
tations, and it is thought by many that
vorparations would with very little muor-
wiaring pay 8 to 5 per cent of their gross
sirnings into the state trensury each
year, This tax would give the state per-
bhaps §500,000 more per year than it now
receives. To say that this revenne woald
be welcome is putting it but mildly.

The
n'paif“ of the orlkman school law,
which was hung up in committes, made
its escape the other day and gotupon the
calendar ‘“without recommendution.”
The Hunter bill to tax sleepingoars is
still in the secret recesses of the tuxation
committee. The temperance committes
has the local Option bill stowed away
seemingly in security, The finance com-
mittee is as tightly holding to the Lill to
riise the Dow tax to/#500, The same
committoe also hus in its grasp the bill
to raise the tax levy for state construc-
tion purposes.

Bailroad Rates,

The senate hus had the 2-cent railrond
fare bill out for disoussion. Sixty-mile
railroads were exempted from the pro-
visions of the hill. Several other nmend-
ments were attempted, but were voted
down, the principal one of which was to
ot fure only to 2 12 cents instead of 2
oente. This bill does not stand very
high m the estimation of sither the house
or sennte, as it was introduced by &
serstor who bhad his pass taken up by o
railsoad in the eastern part of the state
on the ground that he rode on his last
yeur's pass long after it had expired. He
was compelled to pay for the rides he
thus got out of date and lost his pass for
this yenr. The 2-cent mile bill was his
next wove, when the story of his esca-
pade came out to the gaze of the world.

Penitentinry-Made Goods.

The bill to repeal the penitentiary-
made geods branding law has passed the
senate and will protably share the same
fate in the house, At present there are
nearly 2,060 conviets in the penitentinry.

_This is 180 more than the highest day on

recard previous to last fall's increase,
There are nearly 400 idle men in the
prison. When present contracts have
expired they will not be renewed again
nnder the present law, becanse the gouds
could not be sold with brands and marks
upon them. This means a loss of over
$100,000 next year—quite an item for the
workingmen of this state to help make
up to keep men in idleness, Another
law that keeps men in idleness is the
Llewellyn law, that prohibits the em-
ployment in any industry of more than
10 per cent of the number employed in
that industry in the state. The peniten-
tinry managers had a chance to contract
with a man to put in a trunk and satchel
fae . bmt under this law they conld
only let him have comparatively few
men, about one-fifth of what was need-
ed, so the plant was not putin. But
that way men will have to be kept in
jdleness by the taxpayers of Ohio, though
they might otherwise be profitably em-

ployad.
