A Novel Bicycle.
Prof. Albert, the ohampion e bicy-

cle rider, gave an exhibition in Washington,

recently, of a novel wheel which can bs
manipulated both by the hands and feet at

the same time. It is known as the Dorset

hand and foot combination bicycle and can

be propelled by the regulation treadles mov-

ed by the feet or without them by means of
the bandies themselves. The upright bar to

whioh the handles are attached is connected

below and between the wheels with a ratobet
separate from that oonnected with the trea-

dle axle. A ohain from this ratchet is attach-

ed to the rear wheel, just like the chain from

the treadle rachet. By moving the hands
forward and drawing them into the body

again the upright bar works the ratchet.
The machinery is so arranged that both the

hands and feet can be used for power at the

same time.

The celebrated rice paper, the product of
this queer trca, Is formed of thin slices of
the pith, which is taken from the body of
the tree In beautiful cylinders several
inches in length.

Tho Chinese workmen apply the blade of
a sharp straight knife to these cylinders,
and turning them around, cither by rude
machinery or by hand, in which later
operation thoy display much skill and dex-
terity, pare the pith from circumference to
center. This operation makes a roll of ex-

tra quality paper, tbo scroll being of equal
thickness throughout. After a cylinder
bos thus been pared, it is unrolled and
weights placed upon it until the surface is
rendered uniformly smooth throughout its
entire length.

The reasons why plant should al-

ways be called a plant, and an animal
an animal, are not always very appar-
ent An animal is a conscious being. I
mean that it knows how to discriminate
between this and that, reasons about
what is good for it, rejects what expe-
rience has informed H is not good far it
and has special senses. It is a conscious
being indeed reasons, discriminates.

Here is a great gulf between the ani-
mal and the plant I Most of ns are ready
to acknowledge such simple truths, and
we are all wrong, for the differences
when sifted are only those of a greater
and lesser degree. Some plants like
shade; some like light Why? Well, why
do we under some circumntancttt prefer
dork and under others light? Whon we
are healthy, we can digest meat and re-

ject with good reason a meal of sticks
and stones. A carnivorous plant receives
and digests a proportionate meat meaL
but feed it with pebbles and bits of stick,
and it refuses to receive such dainties.
We bend beneath a blow, we protect
ourselves from further injuries that we
judge may follow so do the sensitive
plants.

With the aid of a specialist in this
class of work I am trying to demonstrate
the presence of nervous tissue in plants.
So far we have not been successful, but
the circumstantial evidence is so strong
that we may feel quite certain that bet-
ter methods of demonstration will give
ocular evidence of what we seek. The
proofs of the struggle for existence in
both animal and plant life have been
prettily told by Taylor. Gentleman's
Magazine.

Slang, Cant and Argot
Mr. Hayward said that we must be

careful in dealing with Elizabethan
slang not to judge it entirely by present
day standards. Much of it is now recog-
nized English, while much of our mod-
ern slang was good Elizabethan English.
The word "slang" is of comparatively
modern origin. The older word, which
"slang" to some extent replaces, is
"cant, " the name given to the secret
language of thieves, rogues and vaga-
bonds, introduced into England by the
gypsies in tho reign of Henry VIII. Har-
rison, in his description of Elizabethan
England, records that the first deviser
of "Canting" or "Peddler's French"

The-"cant- language was a strango
medloy of Hebrew, Latin, Sanskrit,
Greek, Wallachian, Spanish, Flemish,
Dutch, Celtic and bastard Italian. The
practice of such speech is worldwida
We have the French "argot, " the Span-- 1

ish "Germania," the Italian "gorgo,"
and even the vagabonds among the Hot-
tentots have their secret language,
known as ' 'curze cat ' ' The first lexicog-
rapher to recognize the word "slang"
in its present sense was Grose, in 1785.
Thomas Harman, in his "Caveat or
Warning to Common Cursitors" (1560),
describes 23 varieties of rogues and vag-
abonds and gives a list of cant words
and their meanino.

Sedatob Tubpir bss introduced a service
pension bill, whioh provides that any officer
or private who served in the late war shall be
granted a pension at the rate of one oent per
day per month for the time be served.
Every pensioner receiving under this aot less
than 8 per month is to have his pension

to that amount upon reaching the
age of GO years, and to $12 per month if in-

capacitated from manual labor. The period
of service is to rate from the time of enlist-
ment to the date of disoharge, exoept in cases
where pensioners have been discharged on
aooount of wonnds before the expiration of
their terms of enlistment, when they are to
be paid as if they had oontiuued to serve.
The bill is speoiuoally a service pension bill,
and it is provided that the pension granted
onder it shall in addition to any invalid pen
sion granted for disability inourred in the of
duty.

Pensions For Soldiers' Widows.
Assistant Secretary of the Interior Bussey

ruled in 1892 that section 4718 R. S., did not
apply to claims in which the soldier having
applied for pension and having died, the
widow applied for his accrued pension. As-

sistant Seoretary of the Interior Reynolds of
this administration has ruled quite recently
that when a soldier dies pending his applica-
tion for pension under the aot of June 27,

1890, (new law) and the claim is allowed,
the widow is entitled to the accrued pension.
In other words the Republican administra-
tion under Harrison deprived the widow of
the soldiers' accrued pension under the new
taw. The Cleveland administration gives to
her this acorned pension. We meerly oall at-

tention to this for the information and en-
