BIG GAS WELL.

Fostoria All Excitement Over a Big
Producer.

Fostoria, O., May 15. The largest
gas well in the Ohio or Indiana fields
was drilled in on the Wallace farm,
three miles west of Fostoria yester-
day. The lease is owned by the Chi-
cago Oil company, and the well was
started last week in territory whioh
was considered worthless.

It came in at4 o'olock and when the
tools were thrown out the workmen
had to run for their lives. The drill
stem and rope were blown fully 500
feet. The well is estimated at 50,000,-00- 0

feet of gas per day, the largest
well on earth.

The gas caught fire from the force,
and the derrick has been burned to
the ground. The woods are blazing in
many places, and flames can be seen
shooting up 100 feet above the tree- -
tops. One curious feature is that in
more than 100 places water is spout-
ing through the ground to a height
of ten to twenty feet.

CLOYER WEEYEL.

ITS RAVAGES LIKELY TO GIVE
FAKJIEKS MUCH TROUBLE.

The Best Remedies A Fungoid Dis-
ease Threatens Their Destruc-

tion.

The Ohio agricultural experiment
station has issued bulletion No. 139,
which gives the following valuable
information in regard to the clover
leaf weevel, which has made its ap
pearance in this state:

This is a comparatively new pest
of the clover, here in Ohio, and has
recently been reported to the Ohio
agricultural experiment station from
many localities in Ohio. It has been
at work in the clover fields of New
lorn for several years and has in
that time been gradually pushing its
way westward. The following de
scriptions are taken from a report of
Prof. Lintner, state ontomologist of
New York:

description op the beetle.
"The beetle measures over four-tent-

of an inch in length, is of an
oval form, and of a brown oolor,
which is paler over four rows of
punctures on the sides, and some-
times upon the sutral line. The
beak is rather short, broad and blunt.
The thorax is smooth, elevated, trav-
ersed by three pale lines. Both it
and the wing-cover- s are clothed
with short yellowish-brow- n hairs,
and upon the ridge of the latter are
arranged a number of black scale
tufts.

The egg is elongate-ova- l, about
twice as long as wide, pale yellow,
and smooth when first laid, but be
coming greenish-yello- and rough-
ened with hexagonal depressions,
before hatching. In most cases the
larva has hatched in about one week
from the time when the egg was laid.
The young larva is pale, with a dark
head, but subsequently becomes
greenish with a distinct whitish
medio-dors- line relieved by darker
shades each side. The body is deep-
ly wrinkled with prominent

and ventral swelling, the
latter so well developed and so exten-
sive that they perform.the functions
of prolegs, giving the larva its strong
resemblance to those of the sawflies,
and enabling it to easily crawl or
clasp the edge of a leaf. When at
rest it clings sideways and in a
curved position to the leaf, usually
on the underside, grasping the leaf- -

nairs between tne ventral swellings,
but especially in the transverse fold
of the anus, by which it can hold and
swing the whole body about.

remedies and natural checks.
The pest is not easily reached by

insecticides, where these are prac
ticable, though it is very probable
that powdered pyrethrum mixed
with a low grade flour, one pound of
the powder to 10 of flour, and allowed
to stand in a tight cask or other
receptaole for 24 hours and then
dusted lightly over the fields, will
kill all of the worms that it touches.
and not injure the clover. Rolling
the fields with a heavy toller will
crush many, as will the dragging of
a heavy rope over the ground by
hitching a horse to each end nd
walking them abreast at a distance

Was that Chosen by Misa Eliza Jans
Pau to End Her Earthly

Sufferings.

Last Thursday morning Eliza Jane
Putt, oldest daughter of Mary A.
Putt, put an end to her earthly suf-
ferings by jumping into a cistern and
drowning herself. The cause that
led to this rash act of
was her long siege of ailments, for
which no relief could be obtained
one of which was a life-lon- g affliction
of St. Vitus Dance, and for the past
two years she was a sufferer of a com-
plication of diseases which baffled all
medical science. ' This so prayed up-
on her that at times her mind became
deranged and a careful watch of her
was at all times necessary lest she
would do herself bodily harm her
mind continually being on

On Sunday, previous to the above '

date she made an attempt to drown
herself in the same cistern, prying
the boards off the curb, which were
securely nailed down, with a Are
poker, and went in (feet first) up to
her waist, but was discovered and
pulled out before accomplishing her
purpose, but claiming that "she
would get in there yet."

which to tear the boards off.
Finding none, Bhe retraced her
steps, going into the kitchen and
from there she was seen going
around the corner of the east end of
the house, and that was the last seen
of her alive.

Her mother returning in five or ten
minutes, discovered the empty chair
and called but received no answer. A
search of the house was made but
the missing one was nowhere to be
found. She then stepped to the door
and called but received no reply.
Thinking that her daughter might
have stepped over to her brother's
house, she started to go there, and
passing the cistern noticed the boards
torn off. She approached it and to
her horor found a body floating
therein. The alarm was at once given
and her son, who was working near
by, rushed to the spot and reaching
down caught the body by the
back, and with the assistance of will-
ing hands, pulled it out, but too
late.

A search was made and a hatchet
was found near by that she had used
to tear the boards from the curb,
making it evident that it was a pre-
meditated case of suicide.

Coroner Haly viewed the remains
but up to going to press has not ren-
dered his verdict.

Deceased was 51 years, 8 months
and 10 days of age at the time of her
untimely demise, and leaves a loving
mother, one sister and two brothers
to mourn their loss. .
