AN ASP AND DEADLY.

AMERICA'S MOST DEADLY SNAKE I8
THE PICHU-CUATE.

I
It Is Found In the Southwest—Even Snake
Charmers Aro Afrald of It —A Tiny Thing,
but It Kills Vory Qulckly —A Writer Tells

of His First Mecting With One.

The southiwest is more liberally sap-
plied with venomons things than any
other area in the Union. In the burn-
ing deserts, in the inhabited buat arid
expanses of Neow Mexico and Arizong,
the rattlesnake abounds, and in several
varieties, including the strange and

| deadly “sidewinder, " Crotolus cerastes
The socalled tarantala—really only a
gigantio bugh spider, but none the less
dangerons bocanse of the misnomer—is
decidedly common.  Scorpions are none
too rare in the southern portions of the
territories, and in ull parts centipeds
of 7 to 8 inches long are frequent and
neighborly, DBut the chief distinetion

| of the region in this respect is the pres-
ence of the pichu-cunte, the deadliest
snake in North Awmerica,

The pichp-enate matches the worst
serpent of Indis. Not only the most
highly venomous, but the tiniest and
most treacherous, he would be also the
most dangerans—but, Inckily, he is the
rarest. He is the only true nsp on this
continent, and in the United States is
never found outside of New Mexico and
Arizona. That he was also known to
the ancient Mexioans is appnrent from

| his name-~ pichn-coatl, nmm Aztec word,
which was rought up to our territory
| by the Spanish conquerors.

My first meeting with one wns in
Valencia county, N. M., in June, 1800,
on the saundy flanks of the Cerro del
Aire, I wasonthunting jack rabbits, in
company with some Indian friends, and
had dismonnted to stalk, leading my
pet horse by the bridle. My eyes wore
on & small chapparo bush ahead, when
suddenly Alnzan snorted and reared
| backward so violently as almost to un-
I looked about in sor-
| prise, for Alnzan was too goad a horse
| tomind trifles.  As there was nothing to

be seen, I started to pull him forwnrd

Agnin he protested®and with evident
| terrar, and changivg to look at my very
feet I understood his fear and folt
| very grateful that his senses were batter
thon ming, for in another step I shoold
bave walked upon my death.

The ouly thing visible was a tiny ob-
ject, not neavly 80 large a8 a good stag
beetle—muorely a head and perhaps an
inch of neck. DBant it wos the most
frightful object iu its ldnd that I had
ever seen, The head, certainly neither
20 broad nor so long as my thuomb nail,
had a shape and an air of condensed
malighity impossible to deseribe. It
seemed the very casence of wickedness
and hate, fairly bulging with deadiy
spite, nud growing upon one until it
looked several times its actual size.
The ugly triangle (which is the distin-
guishing mark of all venomons makes,
being formed by the poison glund back
of each eye) tolil me at onee that Ala-
zan wus keeping up his reputation—
never did he shy at a harmless . snake—
and the tiny horns, which added a pe-
culingr and grotesqone bideonsness, left
no doubt that this was a pichu-cunte.
He had buried himself most to the head
in the gray sand, agninst which his up-
per skin was barely aistingnishable, and
thus in ambush wis waiting for some-
thing to turn up.

Turning Alazan loose, I khelt at the
safe distance of a yard to study the lit-
tle ercature, which fuirly swelled with
murderous rage. It not only struek
madly at the chapparo switch I thrust
to it, but at last, evidently discerning
that the blame lay back of the switch,
actnally folowed it up, nnd with sach

withont loss of time The 1dea of re-
treat never seemed to enter that flas
hendl. Sometimes he would lie and puff
ont with impotent rage, throwing his
mouth so wide open that it seemed the
vemom maust start, aud sometimes he
glided toward me, his bead an ineh
above the ground, with an attitode
which seemed tosay, “‘Stand still there,
and we'll see who lnnghs, "

At last I killed him. Ho was neither
larger round nor longer than an ordi-
nary lend pencil; a cold, leaden gray
on the back, but anderneath rosy a8 the
month of n conch shell. The fangs were
tiny, not much more than an eighth of
an inch fong, and 08 deliente asthe tini-
est neodle. A wondrons mechaniam, this
mouth, with its two mtomatic needles,
50 inflnitesimal, yot so perfectly compe-
tent. I opened the ngly little jaws wide,
pressing upon the sides of the head, and
when  the recurving fungs had risen
from their grooves in the roof of the
mouth and stoad tense n stream so in-
cimeeivably fine that the eye could bare-
Iy nofls it spurted from each, and in the
space of two or three inches melted into
fnvisible spray. Yot that jot, finer than
n cobweb strand, wns enongh to give
swift death o the largest and strongest
animal that walka

When the hunt was over, I told my
Indinn choms of the pichu-cunte and
nsked them muany questions. They nll
knoew of the suake, though several had
never scen one, and all agreed that it is
extremely rare. The crotalus ranks
among the Pueblo divinities, and their
charmers bave no difficaty with thot
steady going and respectable reptile
But even among these people, with
whom the cult of the rattlesnnke hns
such astounding fentures and where un-
til recent years every Pueblo kept o sa-
ered rattlesnake in o spcred room, with
special priests to attend him, the vil-
lninong lirtle sand viper is accenrsed.
Even those who have **the power of the
sunke’ enn do nothing with him, He
seorns to e tnmed even by the drop-
ping apon his head of the mystio pollen
of the corn blossom.—C. F, Lummis in
New York Sun.
