Casimir-lV- r

ir was this afternoon elected prebl-- J

deTit of the French republic, !a Suc-

cession to M. Carnot, the victim of

anarchistic hate. The election was by

the senate and. chamler fcf deputies

acting as the national cssembly In the

great hail of the palace of Versailles,

that has been the scene of 60 many

historic events, one of the most recont
of which wn3 the proclamation Jan-

uary IS, S71, of the victorious King
William of Trussia as emperor ct
Germany.

The ha'l was filled with fpoct&tors

an hour before the session began, and

among the assemblage were many

members of tho diplomatic crops, M,

Cualiamel-L&cou- r presided, by virtue
of his position as president of the sen-

ate. At 1:19 p. m. he called the
assembly to order and after a sympa-

thetic reference to the lata President

Carnot, read tho articles of the
relative to tho election of a

president, and then declared the
assembly open.

No time was lost in proceeding to

a ballot. The voting was more close

than had been anticipated. The as-

sembly consists of about 884 mombors,

of whom the senators number 800. The
Grst' ballot gave M. Casimir-Terie- r

Hi votes, a clear majority of only

about 17.

The members, of the left held a

meeting before the National Assem

bly met,' and decided to support M.

Brisson. The caucuB of Senators of

the right resolved to vote for jen.
Fevrier.

A scene occurred in the Galeriedes
Ton beaux, owing to the fact of M.

Challamol Lacoilr forbidding the Jour-

nalists obtaining an entrance to that

part of the palace. The Journalists
protested vehemently, bnt they were

compelled to retire.

I might Jnst as well
have caught hold of a rope yarn as that
stanchion. I thought i was all up with
me and the British Prince until I found
myself on the ereit of a wave striking
out for the ship, which was riding asif
she hadi shipped only a bucketful' I
Struck the water maybe five fathoms off
the starboard bo. I saw the form of
the second officer Thomas Jones on
the 'bridge as I swept along the ship's
side.
