New York World: Gooseberry Meringue
Boil two quarts of green gooseberries in

a little water and soma moist strgar, polp
them through a sieve, and lay the polp at the
bottom of a shallow pie dish. Beat np the
yolks of three eggs well and add to them
three-quarte- of a pint of milk; pour this on
the top of the frnit and plaoe in a moderate
oven to bake; when nearly done whisk the
whites of the eggs to a stiff froth,- mix in
lightly one onnee of caster sugar and' pi e it
on the costard; return it to the oven to
brown.

Gooseberry Pudding Pick the gooseber-
ries and pnt them in a oovered bainmarie;
pat this io the oven and cook till the berries
are tender; pulp the i. through a sieve and to
each piut add one and onehalf onnces of
warm butter; five ounces of sugar, quarter
ponnd of biscuits crumbled, and two eggs
well beateu; stir all together. Batter a pie
dish, sprinkle it with some of the crumbs-an-

aagar, pour in the mixture and bake in
a mr derate oven. Serve hot oroold, with,
whipped cream.

Gooseberry Tartlet- - Rnbone-fonrt- h pound
of batter into one-ha- lf pound of flonr; add a
tablespoonfnl of sngar; make a well in the
center and drop in it the yolk of an egg and
work together; then nse enoogh cold water
to make a stiff paste; ro.l it out thinly and
line some tartmolds with it, place a little but-
tered paper inside each, till these with raw
rice or peas and bake for about fifteen min-
ute. Take a pintof the berries, top and tail
thani and pat them ia a thioit syrup to boil
until the skins crack; then leave them to cool
Fill the tartlets with the berries; sweeten a
quarter of a pintof cream, whip it np and
spread it evenly over the tartlets; sprinkle
colored sugar over them and serve.

Rice anil Gooseberry Meringue Pot half
a te cupful of rice in a sauce-
pan with a pint of milk and simmer until
soft; stir in, off the fire, a tablespoonful of
caster sugar and the beaten yolk of three
egzs- - Pile the mixture on a glass dish and
oover it with some green gooseberries that
have been stewed with a little sugar; Whi.sk
the whites of the egg" to a very stiff froth,
lay it roaghly on the fruit, and stand the
dish in the oven just to brown the top of the
meringue.

Green Gooseberry Jelly Pot the berries,
after removing their tops and tails and wip-
ing them well, in a pan and cover with water
place a plate on' them to keep them down,
and cook till soft; then strain them through
muslin or a very fine hair sieve, leaving them
to drain for several hours. To eaoh pint of
juice allow three-fourth- s of a ponnd of
preserving sugar, and boil together, skim-
ming occasionally, till the jelly appears firm
if a little be pnt on a plate; then ponr it into
pots tie down.
