Third Termism Accomplished It,

The Demoerats of Henry eounty al-
most ton man regret exceadingly the
defeat of Hon. D. D, Donovan for a
renominstion for Congress at Deflance
last week, but aecept the situation
good naturedly as thegesult of che
ups and déws of politics and politioal
conventions.

In two preceeding conventions Mr.
Donovan had been victorious—the
first at Deflance in 1800, when the

FRENCH ART OF TODAY.

Only the Genlos of the People Keops It
From Hopoless Dobasrmont,
For years all the art roads have led to
Paris. It is toduy the center of the art
world, a modal of taste, skill and knowl-
edge as well a8 a hotbed of eccentrici-
ties, mannerisms, stilted sffectations
and small trickeries. It takes in the
world, talkes eredit for all its virtues
snd is saddled with all its vices, Itis
ruled by the quips and erdnks of what
at times reems ontrageons fortune; it is
magunified and behittled; it is over
praised and underpraised; itseems to be
rising to lofty heights at times and then
again to be sinking into the mire. It is
at onee the best and the warst art oen-
tor in the world, a erncible where all
elements mix, all become alloyed, and
yeot all average vp o respectable grade
of amalgam. Tkt which keeps it from
hopeloss debnsement is the art genius of
the French people.  Hus that art genius
ever reached is npoges® Has it folfilled
its mission aud voiced the finer foslings
of Frauce, as painting onve did in Italy
and Spain? Did we accept the exhibit
at the World’s fuiras a criterion we
niight think her day wns about finished,
that her artists had said all there wos
for them to say, but the representation
wad inadequets.
The French stand sponsor for all the
nosdemic emptiness displayed there, for
all the studio recitation, all the exng-
gerated realism, all the tawdry senti-
ment, and yot ot heart they hava little
sympathy with them. The academic
was foisted opow them ently in life by
the example of Italy and the misdirect-
ed énergy of roynlty. Poussin or Lebrun
was nomore French in thought or meth-
od than Corneille. The manarchy up-
held the academic becanse it smncked
of heraism and the empire becanse it
fosteredl the military spivit, bot the re-
public has barely tolorated it, and the
radicals have always hated it. It is the
bete noir of French art, agninst whick
thers has been a long series of revolu-
tions. Why, if not that it fuils to repre-
sent the French? They are fond encugl
of tallring aboot such loynlists as Pons-
gin, David, Ingres and Cabanel, bt the
men they love are the rebels, Wattenn,
Millet, Coror,
Courbet. The vivacious, the decorative,
the emotional, the sentimental, the posi-
tive—all these they love beesuse they
are national charscteristics, but the
mock heroie, the grumdiloguent, the
bombastic, have been more the result of
foreign imitation rlum the outerop of
French feeling. —John C. Van Dyke in
