In
this connection we append the fol-
lowing, engrafted in a letter which
has been received from Washington,
and which contains truths which
demoerats eannot help but necept:
“When all the facts are known, it
is probuble that all the people will
have mors confidence in the men who
WP ruhlmnnihlp for the tariff bill,
than they have at present, The new
tarill is spoken of ns the Gorman bill
and the Brice bill, and these terms
are applied to it by the extremists (n
the Democratic party and the Repub
licans. It comes from the persons
who are opposed to the Demoeratic
organization, the organization which
made suecess possible and which gave
the Democrats econtrol of both
branches of congress and the admin-
istration. The eonservative people
of the country will say that thisisthe
kind of a tariff that is wanted. Itis
not so high that people can not re
eeive the benefits of foreign competi-
tion, nor yet is it so low that the for-
eigners ocan  introduce 1mmense
amonnts of goods into this country
and break down home manufacturies
and leave the people at the merey of
the foreign producer entirely, It
may take some time for the country
to fully understand this, but when it
does it will not regard the tariff hill
in the unfavorahle light in which
some of the friends of so-called tarifl
reform would be willing to place it.
Noone ever heard Senator Brice

complain of having the bill bear his
nuie. He never eomplaing of any-
thing for that matter. He may have
opinions of wen who agree to do ver-
tain things, and when they find that
it is unpopular for the moment break
away from their agreements, but he
does not make any great complaint
even of this kind of people. He takes
it as a watter of course that there
will he a certain number of them in
every organization. He has found a
few in the Benate. This was whut
made it so hard to secure the 43 votes
necessary to pass the tariff bill. They
were finally fonmd, and by the most
adroit management they were held
together., It was part of the duty of
Senator Brice to hold them together.
The way he did it may be told some
day; all the facts are not now known,

At all events a bill was passed in a
Sennte which had amajority of three,
with one of those openly opposed to
the Lill, leaving # margin of one to
work on. That was what the Ohio
Senntor found when he seounted up
the votes to pass the bill  He was
one of the Democratie managers: hisy
business sagacity and keen nnder-
standing was employed to secure a
hill and to hold 43 votes together un-
til it was passed, With the utmost
good nature he went about his task
of coneiliating where he eould and
conceding where he had to.

It wag ensy to see, and everybody
knows who has heen at all observant,
that a radical bill eould not pass the
Senate. No man living could have
drawn such a bill. Senator Brice ge-
cured from over four thousand repu-
tuble men in his state views as to
what the tarifl ought to be, and he
has had incorporated in the hill the
middle ground, the mediam between
both extremes, so far as it was prae-
ticable. His own good judgment of
what & tarifl bill ought to be was as-
certained from reports from his own
people,

That was one reagson why he be-
came the most interesting ligure in
the whole tariff struggle, He did not
make any long speeches, but he did
u great deal of work, He did not de-
nounes the administration for the at-
tempts which yere made to foree the
Senate from its'position. Brice knew
as well as any other man knew, that
if the Senate attempted to recede
from the position it had taken when
43 votes were pledged for the bill,
that it would have bean defeated.
Brice eaine in for more abuse than
any other man and was heralded
everywhere as the agent of the sugar
trust, and as one of the men who
were holding up all tarill legislation
unless sugar was taken care of, The
only answer Brice ever made to these
accusations, save in vindicating him-
self before the sugar investigating
committes, was to say that a duty on
sugar was a part of the plan of the
nddministration. This was long in ad-
vanee of the letter of Cleveland to
Wilson in which the President advo-
eated a duty on sugar, and which
was later confirmed by a letter from
Secretary Carlisle when it seemed
possible that a free sugar hill might
be sent to the President, Even in the
last letter which Cleveland wrote to
Catehings sugar is not mentioned,
and it is only ¢oal and iron ore which
seoms to interest him.  The duty on
either of these articles does not cut
any figure, exeept tol thousands of
miners in various portions of the
United Siates.

During the fight the Ohio Senator
was serene, He applied the same
methods which has made him such a
i suecessful man in the past. He al-
ways talked freely to the newspaper
men, and he told them what was go-
ing on. He knew more about it than
any other SBenator and he did not try
to deceive anyone. “My object is to
get a tariff bill," he said, “which will
repeal the MeKinley law. For my-
self, 1 will vote for any bill which w?ll
command 43 Democratie votes, It
took us about three months to make
such a bill. It isnow onr object to
pass it a8 soon as possible,”

Whengthe bill had finally passed
and wasin conferance, another strug-
glebegan,  Although the administra-
tion was with the Nenate upon the
tieklish question of sugar, the publie
was made tolbelieve that it was on
the side of the Hounse and fighting
with the House for free sugar, 1t
took some time for the House and the
.people to learn this, but when it be-
came known, the House took the bill
and Cleveland allowed it to become
alaw. It was while the bill was in
conference that Bengtor Brice mani-

fested some uneasimess. When the

its fate was somewhat doubtfol. Jt
was Senator Briee who got, or mather

he finally knew where the matter
stood. Subsequently, when the at-
temrpt was being made to change the
bill in eonferenee, it was Brice who
found out that enough Dewocratic
Senpators "had agre«d “among them-
selves to defeat the bill if the Senute
ever got possession of it again. It
was Brice who convinesd the House
leaders and the administration that
sneh was the ease; and then followed
the netion of the House in passing
the bill which fs now n law, nm'l which
even its enemies are obliged to admit
ra g(urd. law,

The bill had a very narrow margin
when it passed the Senate on July
Ard. Caffery, of Louisiana, voted
against it; Blanchard threatened to;

“If a man will only go steadily
aliead and refuse to be startled ont of
the right conrse by the waves of pub-
lic opinion, which sometimes mis-
guides, and by the fierce denuncis-
tions of political opponents,” said
Henator Brice one day when he was
the target of the most viralent nbuse,
“he will find that he will come ont all
right in the end. If & man under
these conditions undertakes to please
everybody, he pleases nobody and
beoomes dissatistied with himself, In
these days you cannot change vour
course under stormy conditions any
more than a modern ocean liner can
change hers at the shifting of every
wind and tide.”

But then the Ohio Senator was
looking farther ahead than many
others who were getting ready to de-
sert. “It's results I am after,” he
remarked one day. 1 ean’t go into
details about this thing. A schedule
here and there may be too high or
too low, but the general resnlt is a
great improvement over the MeKin-
ley law and that is what I am fight-
ing for.”

The New Tariff Law.

The evident mpetns that has been givin
to American industry ani basiness by the
eusctmetit of the vew tarill law is, perhaps,
the best jostifieation of that measnre, when |
falls matarinlly sbort of the legistation which
the eountry has demmndedand had a right to
expent from Congress,

It should be said, though, in beha!f of the
House of Repressntatives, which is to some
edtent, being binmed for having surrendered
to the Senate, that there are good grounda
for belisving that if it had prolonged the
contest, the eontrollersof the Senate wonld
have defeated all tarif! logislation, and sub-
jocted the country to s continnanes of the
oppressive burdens of MoKinleyism. Being
voable to secure all it desired, the Houss of
Reprasentatives wisely decided to take what
