HOWTOMAKE COFFEE

THERE ARE MANY WAYS, AND CON-
NOISSEURS DIFFER IN TASTES

A Delicious Berry That Is Muoch Abused by
American Cooks Who Do Not Enow Its
Posalbilities—Some Recipes Which Are
Not Widely Used or Known.

Have you ever passed a place where a
person was making coffee and inhaled a
wandering breeze of the delicious, in-
spiring fragrance? Every cup of coffes
that is dronk should smell and taste
just like that fragrant odor, which was
the veritable sonl of the berry sceking
to escape from its transmntation into
liguid Unless you can arrest that slip-
pery sylph of opulent fragrance or pre-
vent the entire escape from your coffee-
pot before serving you are no expert,
but » bungler.

The amount of badly made coffee that
is inflicted on the publio is simply enor-
mous One connoisseur says that there
are not 20 places in New York, outside
of private houses, where a first rate oup
of coffee can be conmted on.  Another
man about town says this is a gross ex-
aggeration, declaring that no man is
sure of a fine cup of coffee in mors than
half a dozen places in this city. Coffee,
to be fit for civilized drinking, shounld
be made, he asserts, on the principle of
“little and often.’ Bisze in art is of all
sizes, and bulk in coffee making runs
the risk of a dreadful discount in the
appreciation of the learned.

The best kind of coffeepot is one
that hns a filter. They can be had of
many sizes and shapes, all the way from
simplicity to an extreme of elegance.
To secure a good infusion guickly the
ground coffee should be placed in the
eylinder on top of the coffespot, the
gtrainer shonld be pressed down on top
of the eoffee, and the boiling water
should be poured over so that the infu-
sion runs slowly. While it filters the
pot ought to stand in a vessel containing
very hot water, so that the infusion
may keep a high degree of heat without
allowing it to boil. Boiling is the spoil-
ing of coffoe.

If you are making coffee for a good
many, take 11§ pounds of Java, 11§ of
Marneaibo, a pound of Mocha and T
gallons of water. The Mocha, which is
meant for the aroma or bouguet, should
have been but slightly roasted; the Mnar-
acaibo, which is for color, should be
well roasted, and the Java, which is for
body and effect, should be roasted just
between the two.

Cafe a la Torque is made in o peconl-
iar way and only appreciated by peonl-
iar people. The recipe for its compo-
sition is this: Take Jave and Mocha in
equal proportions; grind and pass
through a very fine sieve. Put ordinary
black coffee, as many cups as needed, in
s coffeepot, and for each cup add a tea-
spoonful of the sifted coffes and a lump
of sugar. Boil this for two minutes;
then take it off and pour in a little cold
‘water to settle it. After it has stood a
fow minutes serve it with powdered

sugar,

Iced coffes, in New York style, is
merely oafe noir that has been cooled in
a china freezer by placing ice around it,
glightly salted. For what s called
mixed coffee a pint of milk, a gill of
cream, 8 gill of sirop and a quart of
black coffee subjected t- the game cool-
ing process and served when just this
side of freezing is comsidered n proper
capor by all who are not real ooffee
counoisseurs,

Brandy coffee is prepared by some in
the same way—a gill of brandy and 6
ounces of sugar to the quart of coffee
taking the place of the other ingre-
dients,. But brandy coffee to most per-
sons means a cup of cafe noir, over
which a spoonful of brandy, ponred on
o lump of sugar, has been burnt.  Just
as the blue fringed golden flame is ex-
piring the spoon should slip into the
coffee, and after one deft stir the con-
tents of the cup should glide down the
gladdened throat.

A sherbet of coffee is quite fashion-
able now and quite delicious if properly
made. To a quart of coffes add a quart
of donble cream and 12 ounces of sugar,
and if yon wish to be very chio add a
few drops of vanilla essence. Then put
this in o freeser with salted ice sur-
rounding, keep the sides free as fast as
the ice begins to cling, and when it has
reached congelation serve in glasses,

Another fashion of coffee drinking,
which was first introduoced into this
conntry by the Mexicans at the New
Orleans exposition 10 years ago, snd
which is held in high esteem by some
bon vivants, i to make ooffes in the
French way without boiling and then
mix it with the very richest chocolate,
half and half, or one to two, or two to
one, the second proportion being per-
haps the most froquent. This is to be
served with whipped cream topped with
a little sngar dust. The Mexicans used
to uge the Soconoseo chocolate, which is
made with a cinnamon addition and is
rich beyond deseription.

In spite of the injunction about gild-
ing refined gold or painting the lily,
restless humanity has attempted to im-
prove on ocoffes in worse ways than by
marrying it to chocolate, For instance,
take cafe an Kirsch, which is made by
ehaking up black coffee, cracked ice and
Kirsch wasser in proportions to suit the
taste. By devotees of the benign Ara-
bian berry this is considered a profann-
tion and eschewed accordingly, but for
physical and mental depression, if one
18 not a habitual coffee drinker, it is a
pick me up of rare potency.

Coffea is not a food, but a stimulant
and an antidote against some kinds of
polsoning. Its excessive use produces a
trembling of the hands and a disease of
the optio nerves. To keep one awake
and to help one enduore fatigne or expo-
sure to rough weather there is probably
no equal to coffee, except possibly the
cacao plant of the Peruvinna Coffes
and tobacco—which we owe to the
Arab and the Indian—ure the heavenly
twins in the eyes of every trne bohe-
mian, But, like ail blessings, they may
become o curse.—New York World,

ENE OF THE MANY SECRETS OF THE
PAWNBROKERS' TRADE.

A Little Dark Room In the Rear of s Chi-
cage Loan Office, Where Many Golden
Heirlooma Are Melted and Cast Loto Bars
Whick Are Traded For Good Coln.

“Looks fuonny, doesn't it? All the
same there are a dozen of those ma-
chines going at least once a week in this
city that the public nover heard about
before. When you understand it, yon
will be able to tell your friends what
becomes of the gold and silver they
leave with their ‘uncle’ and never re-
deem. 'On the dead’ now, don't give
me away, and I will tell you seme of
the secrets of the pawnbrokers' trade.”

The remark was made in a little dark
room in the rear of one of the big loan
offices not far from Madison and Dear-
born streets. The propristor went on to
say the reports show that 10 to 15 per
cent of all articles placed in *‘hook’
are never called for. Then often gold
and silver are purchased outright by
the psnnyweight or cunce, and in ooe
way or another a large amount of the
precious metals is accumulated To
turn old style goods into ready cash is
the problem that confronts the loan
broker. Bankrupt stocks of new designs
and fresh goods fill the cases in the
counters and show windows, and the
old material goes into new golden eagles,
with Unole Sam's stamp upon them,

On the floor of the back room, reach-
ed after sefting hall a dozen eleotric
alarms going and the pressing of nu-
merous buttons, was a peoulinr contriv-
ance looking like a 6 inch tile stood
on end, with o brass barrel covered with
pipes by ita side. A copper pan, some
iron tools and some bowls that looked
like common flowerpots lay on the floor,

““This copper barrel,' said the pro-
prietor, “‘is filled with naphtha. These
pipes lead to this tile or furnace.  This
handle here is for the foroing of air be-
hind the naphtha so it will mnke o
strong blast. These pots are crnciblea.
Into tho farnace we place the crucible;
into the crucible goes the gold. Hot,
isn’t it? So hot that we are compelled
to wear colored glasses to see what's
going on. But that's nothing to the way
the thing is done in Uncle Bam’'s fur-
naces. Now, here goes to fill the cruci-
ble. "

Into the etone jar went gold watch
cases and chains with family histories,
crests and initials, sonvenir spoons and
breastpine of forgotten dates, rings that
could have spoken of wedding bells and
birthdays in the long sgo, golden
charms, soarfpins with the jewels re-
moved and odds and ends collected in a
weel's trade. The estimated value of
the hatful of stock was §1,000 in pure
gold. Intothe melting collection went a
lot of borax. This was to make the gold
flow when sufficiently melted. There
was no amoke, nothing but a sickly
smell of naphtha, the noiss of the blast
and the glittering whiteness of the cru-
cible.

To get a closer look at the melting
gold a pair of green eyeglasses was fur-
nighed, As the broker gtirred the con-
tents of the crucible with an iron poker
black bubbles would come to the top and
pieces of coarser metal wonld be seen
struggling to the surface only to eink
back into the yellow gold now turn-
ed to fluid. The broker lifted the cruci-
bla ont of the farnace and poured its
whits hot contents into an iron mold
The mold rested in a pan of water. All
the gold settled into the mold, and the
borax, turning black as it hit the water,
staid on top. In a few minntes the
borax was knocked off and out fell a
bar of gold weighing several pounds,
eight inches long and probably three-
fourths of an inch square. After olean-
ing the bar was laid aside for shipment
to the treasury.

““Wa do this once a week,"’ said the
proprietor as he shut off the valve to the
naphtha barrel. *‘From here the bars go
to Washington by express, Before its
value is returned we will pay ont near-
ly §4 on §$1,000, AtUncle Sam's works
the bar will be remelted by a flercer
heat. Then the melted mass will be
poured into water, where it will form
into shot or pelleta of gold and silver
and copper. These pellets are then plac-
ed in acid and the different metals sep-
arnted. No, you can't fool the govern-
ment for a minute Beience does the
work in good shape. After this process
the treasnry ships gold eagles for the
gold and silver coin for the silver
metal contained in the bar. So, you
ges, the old Dbattered watch cnss,
broken chain or out of date orna-
ment comes back in new ooin of the
realm. Over $300,000 worth of gold
bars is annually sent from Chicago bro-
kers in this way, and not one person in
10,000 over sees how the melting is
done. Of course many gold coins are
wmade into jewelry and in course of time
are sent back through our erucibles once
more. This is on account of change of
style in gold ornaments of all kinds
which is constantly going on. Any
profit? Oh, yes. We figure all such
things. An article pawned means to us
only its weight in the crucible with a
profit deduoted. This profit may be 6
or it may be 12 per cent. A chain
weighing $10 worth of gold we buy for
$8.50 or some legs, The $1.50 is for
profit, handling and the risk. Yes, it's
quite a business, and many a family his-
tory has been told in the golden heir-
looms that have fallen into a lopn bro-
ker's crucible. ''—Chicago Tribune.

Polsoning Rnece Horses.

It may well be a boast of the Ameri-
can turf that the practice of *‘getting
at’’ o race horse has never been very
common here, and it is now several
years since the last well authenticated
case of poisoning occurred at Saratoga.
This recalls the fact that the English
turf has been notoriouns for such sensa-
tions. Early in the century four crack
racers were poisoned at Newmarket,
and two men were arrested. The prin-
cipal in the matter escaped on a techni-
cality, but was rearrested on another
charge of horse poisoning and was
eventually hanged

The St. Leger favorite of 1881, a
horse named Marcus. was poisoned on
the day before the race. He was just
able to run, but finished last and died
soon afterward. The perpetrator was
never discovered

Even more sensational was the ‘‘ho-
cusing'’' of Lanercost, the first winner
of the Cambridgeshire, who was in 1842
considered a certain winner of the As-
cot oup. He was poisoned, but, like
Marcus, was able to ron and finished
last. He did not die, however, but was
retired to the stud,—New York Herald.
