That it was the largest fair in point
of exhibits ever held in the county
was freely attested by the association
oflicers as well as by many of the
exhibitors who have been here every
vear sinee the fair was started and
**it is the best county fair in North-
western Ohio™ was u frequently re-
peated expression of men who make
the rounds of fairs with herds of live
stock. Asto the attendance, it will
fall short of the big records of other
yeuars but this was entirely due to
threatening weather rather than any
laek of enthusiasm, There i= no
doubt that had it not been for the
threatening rain of Wednesday and
early Thursday morning the attend-
ance would have surpassed that of
any other year, as itisthe ticket sales
have only been exeeeded on one or
two vears sinece the organization of
the fair ten years ago. The heavy
rain of Tuesday night and showers of

Fancy Wednesday, while detracting largely

from the attendance of Wednesday,
also made the abandonment of some
of the features af the speed ring and
other program events necessary, but
with the clearing up of the weather
on Thursday the crowds began pour-
ing in and when the gates closed at
night nearly 5000 paid tickets had
been takenin, Friday was another
good day so far as weather was con-
cerned and the attendance was larger
than usual on the last day, swelling
the total paid attendance to some-
thing over 9000 and the total receipts
of the fair from all sourees will not
fall much short of the banner year,

While it was necessary to abandon
sowe of the advertised events on ac-
eonnt of the weather the forepart of
the weak, enough were ecrowded into
the Iast two days to keep the sight
seeing, pleasnre seeking crowds busy
and happy.

One of the most attractive and
pleasing events of the whole fair was
the }mrmla of preminm live stock
which took place at noon on Friday.
It is safe to say that a large percent
age of the visitors to the fair did not
realize the extent and magnificence
of the show of horges and eattle until
they saw this parade. Headed by that
excellent musical organization, the
16th Reg't band, the preminm getters
wera led into and around the race
track, and to the lively musie of the
band the long list of fine bred horses

from the hundreds inthe grand stand
and thonsands that lined the fences
along the track.

Immediately following the horses
T

enne the long line of eattle—Angus,
Herefords, Holsteins, Jerseys, Dur-
hauns, led by prood sttendants, afford-
ing the best view of cattle ever wit-
nessed in the county and offering
abundant evidence of the extent to
which {armers in the county are in-
teresting themselves in blooded eat-
tle. And one of the most gratifying
feantures of this show of cattle was the
fact that nearly, if not all exhibitors,
were Henry county men,

The show of hogs and sheep was
searcely less interesting than that of
enttle, Every pen in the hog depart-
ment was oveupied and largely, too,
by breeders of oar own county al-
though there were some filne herds
from outsiders. Even in these times
of the unpopularity of sheep in this
eountry it is gratifying to note that
there are still some mwen who have
faith in the future of the sheep as
was eévidenced by the fine showing of
the popular breeds of sheep 1o be
se¢en in this department.

But the whole show was not con-
fined exclusively to live stook, Thers
waus o great showing of agricultural
and vegetable products that were
proof positive of the fertilitv of Henry
county soil as well as capacity to
withstand long periods of drouth.
The froit dispiay was surprisingly
large and fine, the show of grapes
and peaches being specially attract-
ive, and while this is not an apple
year there was a very creditable
showing of this staple fruit, while
there were plums, pears and other
swall fruits in tempting profusion,
In grains, potatoes, ete., the display
must have been an astonisher to
visitors from outside counties where
there are no potatoes and corn is less
than half a crop, and should surely
canvince inquirers that they need
look no farther forthe banner county
of the northwest. It is only a few
vears ago that there was a popular
belief that the “*black swamp” lands,
as the larger part of the county was
called, wonld not produce wheat and
potatoes—that rye, buckwheat and
corn were its only erops—Dbut it is o
notable fuet that the premiom wheat
and potatoes ghown at the fair were
the products of these smne black
swamp lands; and as for corn, it was
simply immense and the large display
was & lond advertisement to the out
side world that Henry county is the
Beypt to which to eome to buy eorn.
In the agricultural hall » large space
set apart for the exhibit of eanned
fruits and kitchen products was well
filled with a tempting display and
spoke volmnes for the proficiency of
Illmry connty ladies in this line. In
the art hall every availablespace was
tuken up by attractive collections of
paintings, flowers, needle work and
digplays of goods by our merchants
and was & place of constant attract-
ion to the laflies, who kept the hall
erowded from early morning until
the gates were closed.

THE NEW CHAMPION,

In the exhibit of farming imple-
ments and machinery there was none
more novel or interesting than the
new style Champion bindershown by
Mr. Joseph BShafl, agent for this
county. The Champion people have
always been progressive and in the
line of a binder they were determined
not to stop until they had produced
a machine that was perfection in efli-
ciency, simplicity, duarability and
lightness of draft, and in the new
style Champion shown ot the fair last
week they think they have closely
appronched their ideal. Bummed up
the Champion people wanted to pro-
duce a machine that wounld “‘suit all
kinds of people, and all kinds of
horsges, and all kinds of grain, and all
kinds of weather,” and they believe
they have it now, This has been the
first season of this new wachine, only
1,400 of thew haye been gold, but from
these 1,400 come the highest words of
praise, Only one of them was sold
by Mr, Bhaff, this was purchased by
Mr. Wm. Edgar, of Liberty township,
and he is unlimited in its praise, Sim-
plicity and lightness of draft are two
features upon which the New Cham-
pion’s elaims for popularity are hased,
anil it does not require moeh of & me-
chanie to see that these two points
are well taken. The low elevator is
another of the eardinal features up-
on which the New Champion elaims
prestige over other machines. The
new mgchine attracted considerable
attention from the farmers and will
be a leading enndidate for favor next
year, when its elaims will bé pushed
vigorously by Mr. Shaff.

THE LIVE SPOCK SHOW.
No department of & connty fair at-

Stracts as large a share of the publie

attention as that of live stock and the
henefits of ecompetition in this line
are specially noticeable in the few
venrs the Napoleon fair has been run-
ning, and this vear every pen and
stnll was occapied by animals show-
ing a vast inprovement overthose of
n few yvears ago.  In no division of
the department is this more notice-
able than in that of eattle. The writ-
or of thig article, who is nccnstomed
to gesing thousands of cattle, hogs
and sheep daily, was most agreeably
surprised to note the advancement
maile in this line, and the fine show
of thoroughbred herds, both of the
butter and beef producing breeds that
were seen last week, were sufficient
evidenee that the farmers of Henry
county are awakening to the fact
that it pays to stock up with good
hlood,

One among the fine herds of beef
producers was the exhibit of Aber-
dean-Angus animals from the farm
of Geo. Gunn., These Angus cattle
are o hardy, blocky eattle, gentle as
sheep, good feeders and on the big
live stoek markets of the country are
rated at the top for high-priced bheef
wroducers; the Aberdeen-Angns hav-
ng commanded the Nighest=price for
“Chifetmas beef” on the great Chi-
earo market for the past two years,
their only competitors being the
white-faced Herefords,

Another notable show herd at {l:e
fair was that of J. H., Rohrs, wl se
favorite breed i the Red Polled An-
gus, They arve very handsome cattle,
combining both beef and milk quali-
ties and are therefore an excellent
goneral purpose breed of eattle for
the all-around farmer. Mr. Rohrs
turned his attention to the Red Polled
cattleabaont six vears ago, purchasing
an imported bull, two imported cows
and a young heifer, He hassinee en-
tirely discarded the horned eattle and
now has a fine herd of the Red An-
gus animals of which he 5 justly
proud,

Another attraptive show wag that
of Mr. Abe Kline, of Ridgevilie town-
ship, who has chogen the Hereford as
his favorite breed of ecattle and ex-
hibited a thoroughbred cow and ealf
that were veritable Leauties. The
Herefords are also a favorite beef pro-
dueer and are close competitors with
the Angus and always command at-
tractive ficures on the markets,

It is only a few yenrs ago that a
Jersev cow was a curiosity in Henry
county, That they are fast becoming
a favorite was abundantly evidenced
by the large number exhibited at the
fair, Prominent among them was
the herd shown by Geo. Bowerman
with six premimm getters,  Other
Henry county exhibitors of Jerseys
were Chas, H. Belknap, Sam Martin
and (Geo. Reinbolt.

J. A. Baffell was an exhibitor of
Holsteins, he having n herd of fifteen
head on exhibition. Among not a few
cattle raisers the Holsteins are a
great favorite as o general purposs
cattle for the farm, combining both
beef and milk gualities. Peter Heek-
ler was also an exhibitor of this hreed.

These included all of the cattle
shown in herds, the others being sin-
gle animals,

In the hog department, among
Henry county exhibitors was noted
L. B, Merrill, of Deghler, who showed
a drove of twenty-one head of pure
bred Berkshires, Mr, Merrill adopted
the Berkshire as his favorite hog
some vears ago, has had great suoe-
cess with them and stands at all thnes
ready todefend the Berkshire against
all eompetitors as prolifie breeders,
thrifty and early matorers.

Another Henry county exhibitor in
this department was Mr, (. Fet-
zer, of Ridgeville Corners, whose fav-
orite hog is the Yorkshire, His ex-
hibits were premium getters in their
class,

More notable than in any other
branch of the live stock department
wore outside counties represented in
the hog division, aml the whole made
up the largest and finest show of
porkers ever shown on the grounds.

In the sheep departinent Mr, Geo.
Reinbolt was o prominent exhibitor
with a flock of gaventeen head of Me-
rinos and National Delaines, Mr., R.

still has faith in the future of the
gheep and was constantly at his post
to defend the merits of his favorite
hr--wl,

Another Henry county sheep wman
was Mr. Henry Huner, of Ridgeville
Corners, who made a fine showing of
Shropshires,

Other exhibits of fine gheep were
made by men from other parts of the
state nnd made up o decidedly cred-
itaile show,

Poultry! Well, there were chickens,
and turkeys, and pigeons, and doves
galore—more than the eapacity of
pens allotted to the departmnent, and
an interesting showthey made as was
attested by the constant erowds seen
around the building.
