Explosion or_Twc-nly-ﬂoren Steam
Boilers,

At Shamakin, Pa., on Oet. 11, twenty-zeven
o A nestof thirty-six boilers nt the Heory
Olay Colliery exploded about 7:50 o'clock in
the moroing. completely destroying the
boiler honse, killing five men, serionsly in-
jaring two and slightly injoring fonr,

Withont warning the last boileron the west
rida of the uest went up. and it was followed
by the others in rapid suceession. The
workmen were knocked in every direction,
and whit had been g strong corrugated iron
building disnppeared na if by magie. All
that remained wns a mazs of bricks and tim-
bers, pieces of Lwisted pipe, and battered
boiler iron.

The nine remaining boiiers were so injur-
ad that they ean never be psed. Pieces of
heavy steel were carried hondreds of yards,
while a balf of a boiler was found over a
qrurter of a mile away up the monntain, The
report wos heard for miles,

The explosion ocearred just after the col-
liery hnd siarted work for the day. It was
a very cold morning, and the men who were
killed and injored were standing around the
buiilers getting warm.

One canse given for the explosion is that
the boilers had becoms weskened by the
mine water that was wsed daring the long
drooght in the summer. Lime was nsed to
neatralize the aeids in the mioe water, but
the boilers are said to be quickly eaten away
by this water.

The ocolliery 42 operated by the Philadel-
phin and Reading Coal and [ron Company,
The pecuniary loss is §100,000. Sixteen
haodred men and boys are thrown ont of
employment. The shaft pay rcll amoonted
to $40,000 per month, 1t will take six weeks
butore the plant will be able te resume.
