exaction of such vduty is In contravention
of Articles Dandfol the trenty of 1538
with Prussin. .
in the interests of the commerce of both
countries and to avold even the seedsation
of treaty violation. I recommend the re-
peal of 8o much of the stutiste s imposes
thut duty, and I invite attention to the
accompanying report of the secretary of
gtate contaluing » diseission of the gues-
tions riudsed by the German protests.

Bebring Sea Troubles.

Early in the present year an agreement
wits renchied with Grewt Britdin conoern-
ing instrucl ons to beglyen to the naval
vommanders of the two governments in
Bahring ses nod the eontiguous North Pa-
cifle ocein for thely guidancs in the exesn-
tion of the award of the Paris tibonal
of arbiteation aud the enforcement of the
regulntions therein prescribed, for the pro-
teotion of seal lite ln the waters men-
tloned.

An understanding has nlso been reached
for the payment by the United States of
£425.000 in full sutlsinction if all cluims
which may be made Ly Great Britain for

es growing out of the controversy us
tvomr-nanlfx i) Iﬁhrmg s, o the seisure
of Britlah vessels engaged in taking seal in
‘those waters. The awnrd and findings of
the Puris tr.bunnl to o great extent deter-

The Blueflelids Imbroglio. i

Prominent among the questions of the
war wis the Bloeflel s incldwnt, in whas |
s known as the Mosquito Indian strip,
bordering on the Atlanfle osenn and wito-
fn the jurisdiction of Nicarnguin. By the
fre .ty of 1500 berween Grean Hritain ood |
Nicurngun the former government express- i
1y revoguized the sovereigoty of the lutter
over the strip, and a limited form of scif-
government was guarateed to the Mo-
squito Tudinns, to be exerclsed according
to thelr eastoms, for themselves aud other |
dwellars withio ita limits

Early in the past year efforts of Nicarn-
Luu 10 miintain  sovercignty over the |

osquito territory lid to serious distnrb- |
aness, culminating in the suppression of
the nutive government nnd the attempted |
substitution of un lmpracticable com- |
posite ndministration in which Nicarngua
and nlien residents were to parsicipate, 1

Failure was followed by nu insarreotion,
which for a time subverted Nicariguan
rule sxpelling her offigers nud restoring the
old organization, This in turn gave place
to the existing looul povernment estub.
lUghed and upheld by Nicaragun

Although the slien interests arrayed
againgt icnrmi{uu in these transactions
have been Jurgely Amerlcan, aud the com-
meree of that region for soms time |
been and still is chiefly controlied by our!
gitizens, we can not for that reason chal-
lenge the rightlul sovereignty of Nicaragua
oveer this important part of her domain.
For rome montlis one, und, duriog part |
of the time, two, of our naval ships lave

n inerensed to the: equivaleny of nearly,
| tawo regiments through the reurgnuization
of the system of recraiting, sod vhe conse-
quent relewss to regimentul duty of the
large foree of men Litherto serving at the
recruiting departments, The abolivion of
| these departments, i6 8 predicted, will
furthermore offeet  an avnual reduction
spproximuting §250,000 in the direct ex-
penditures, bisides promoeting  generally
she beplty, morul dud diselplive of the
Lroops,

The execution of the policy of concen-
truting the army at importsat centem of
populntion and eruosportation, foresbid-
owed in the lust anpual teport of the see.
retury, his resultod in the abandonment
of 15 of the smaller posts, which wns ef-
fected under a4 plan which assembles or-
ganizations of the same vegiments bitherto
widely separated. This renders our small
forces more readily effective for any serv-
fes which they may be called upon to per-
