PENSION DECISIONS,

Some Matters of Interest to the
Grizzled Veterans of War.

Some important decisions on pen-
slon questions have been promulgated
by Assistant Sceretary of Interior
Reynolds. In the case of Frederick
W. Kerner, of New Jersey, Judge
Reynolds holds that where a soldier,
pensioned on account of deafness,
walks alongside of a railroad track to
save distance and 15 struck by a car
and injured, the injury is primarily
due to his negligence, and only re-
motely, if at all, to his own deafness.
If he is suhject to some inflrmity
which inereases the risks, it is held
that his obligation to avoid the
dangerous gituation is so much the
greater. To establish claim for pen-
sion increase becanse of injuries al-
leged to have been Incurred hf- rea-
gon of the disability pensionable, it
must be satisfactorily shown that the
nceident was directly occasioned by
the pre-existing disability, and not
due to negligenes or carelessness of
the elaimant.

Pension attorneys are held to be
entitled to their fees when the evi-
dence to establish a elaimant’s right
to a pension is completed. The fee,
according to the decision, will vest in
the personul representative of the
attorney if he should die before al-
lowance of elalm or issuance of cer-
tificate. The rights of an attorney to
be determined by his legal status at
the time the claim is completed, and
without reference to the date of ad
judication.

The widow of a soldier or sallor,
says the Assistant Seeretary, whose
husband served in the Confederate
army or navy either prior to, or sub-
gequent to, his service in the United
States, is not entitled to a pension
under the act of June 27, 1800,
