Fruit Region of Lower Michigan

,and Make Sangatuck a Oreat

The artlcln printed in this paper
something like a month ago is receiv
ing much attention in tne towns ana
oities in Michigan that were on the
ronte of or contignons to the old
Coldwatar railway project. The
newspapers generally have been
speaking favorably of the project and
private individuals and firms have
given the s abject their attention and
are prepared to give it a substantial
endorsement when the proper parties
take hold of the project with a deter-
mination to push it along.

The following letter explains itself
and suggests a new terminus for the
road should it be built:

Allegan, Mich, Jan. 18, 1896.

Editor Times: Allow me to refer
to an artile in your issue of Deo. 29,
referring to an extension of the C. J.
AM. R. R. to lake Michigan via.
Muskegon. I would like to call the
attention of the proper officials to an
extension of this road via Allegan
to Saugatuck. This route wonld re-
quire practically no grading, the
country is nearly all level, and bat
little bridging is required. Sauga-
tuck harbor is the best on the lake.
It has received but little attention
from congress in shape of appropria-
tion because it has no railway. No
such corporation being interested in
the harbor's improvement. There
would be no railway opposition, as
would be at Muskegon. The business
to be trained bv this route would be
double that gained by th8, the Mus-
kegon route. During 1895 Fennville
shipped 406 car loads of peaches.
Casco. Ganges. Saugatuck and Lake- -

town townships shipped very nearly
7 million baskets, bringing into this
section ttW,000. This is one item
alone, not mentioningany other farm
shipments, nor merchandise freight
brought in.

$21,000. resulted in a judgment of
$3,000 in favor of Wood.

The statutes provide in such case.
and the court so ordered, that the
judgment be assessed pro rata to
benefits against those benefitted by
the improvement. This has been
done in the Beaver creek ditch out-
let matter, and our county com-
missioners are . receiving no little
abuse for the same, when in reality
the county commissioners are blame
less. The statutes provide fortius
to be done, and in the settlement of
the case it was so ordered by the
court. The judgment cannot be paid
by the county, and Wood county
can only get its money when those
benefitted by the improvement pay
their assessment ' into the county
treasury.
