The opinion that hurry in eating is a
prolific cause of dyspepsia is founded on
common observation. The ill results of
bolting food have been attributed to the
lack of thorough mastication and to the
incomplete action of the saliva upon the
food. Two-third- s of the food which we
eat is starch, and starch cannot be util
ised in the system as food until it has
been converted into sugar, and this
change is principally effected by the
saliva. But there is a third reason why
rapidity of eating interferes with diges-
tion. The presence of the salivary secre-
tion in the stomach acts as a stimulus
to the secretion of the gastric juice. Ir-
respective of the mechanical function of
the teeth, food which goes into the
stomach incompletely mingled with
saliva passes slowly and imperfectly
through the process of stomach diges-
tion. Therefore, as a sanitary maxim of
no mean value, teach the children to
eat slowly, and in giving this instruc-
tion by example the teacher as well as
the pupil may receive benefit-Tro- y

REAL AND SHAM FRIENDS.

Oliver Has Been a Great Sufferer
Thoae of the letter Kind.

The opponents of the Blond law in
1878 were waiting for international bi-

metallism. Mr. Cleveland mentioned
the prospect of it is his message in 1888
and again this year. It was a valuable
weapon la 1890, when the Sherman bill
was passed and the Brussels conference
was called in time to carry us over the
last presidential election. We are still
waiting, and those are waiting most pa-

tiently who favor a gold standard.
William J. Bryan in House of Repre-
sentatives.

It is nnfortunate for the opponents of
independent free coinage that all of our
presidents since the silver agitation be-

gun have been gold monometallists in
the disguise of international bimetal-list- s.

If the dealings of the executive
branch of the government with the ma-
jority of the people for 20 years had not
borne the aspect of a prolonged confi-
dence game, we probably never shonld
have hod to force the present crisia

President Cleveland has been by far
the worst offender. His entire adminis-
tration has been devoted to discrediting
the international bimetallism in which
he has professed to believe. When he
took office, he found the Brussels con-

ference hopefully awaiting his summons
to reconvene. He refused to give the
word and allowed that dignified gather
ing to fade out of existence in a humil
iating way, that gave monometallists an
opportunity for much gloating enjoy
ment Later silver became-s- strong in
Germany as to force the reichstag to
vote in favor of another conferenca
Mr. Cleveland gave this advance an icy
reception. Congress provided for accept-
ing the German invitation, if one should
be received, and the president's inti-
mates esultingly showed how the tech
nical wording of the resolution would
allow it to be evaded, how the dele
gates appointed by congress could be
deprived of their credentials and the
United States could remain unrepre
sented.

If Mr. Cleveland had really desired
to carry out his professions of regard for
international bimetallism, he would
have exerted the diplomatic activity of
his administration in that direction in
stead of against it He would have in
structed every representative he sent
abroad to sound the government to
which ho was accredited and see how
far it would be willing to
with us. The Indian mints were closed
three months after he took office. That
could have been prevented. The fear
that the United States would abandon
its support to silver was the chief cause
of the abolition of free coinage in India.
Germany would willingly have entered
into an engagement not to sell her re
maining stock of old silver coins. Each
country could hove been led to pledge
some assistance toward the restoration
of the old bimetallic par, even-i- it did
not go to the length of freecoinage, and
in the end the situation would have
been found so effectively guarded at all
points that the United States could have
opened its mints without frightening
any but persons of abnormal nerves.

President Cleveland has missed his
chance. He has lost the opportunity to
secure enduring popularity for himself,
unity for his party, harmony among
sections for his country, prosperity for
its neople and the settlement of the
financial question by amicable agree
meat instead of by a tug of war. He
has bequeathed a hard and disagreeable
task to his successor, but he has made
evident that the country needs a presi
dent whose wishes are in harmony with
its own. The American people have been
very patient, but after 20 years of broken
promises they demand a change. New

A Newspaper Curloalty.

Thomas Smith, Jr., who keeps a sec
ondhand furniture store at 220 Center
street, has in his possession an old
newspaper which itffa real curiosity.
is 126 years old und contains the first
cuts ever printed in a newspaper. He
bought it at the receiver's sale of the
estate of Joseph Low Mason, who was
once a police commissioner. The curi-
osity is inclosed in an unassuming
frume and covered by glass on both
sides, so as to permit its being read
without handling. The heading is:
"Boston Gazette and Country Journal
Monday, March 12. 1770."

Of the two leading articles one treats
of the Boston riots, and the other is an
appeal to all patriotic citizens to with-
hold from purchasing goods of English
manufacture. The former is illustrated
with five rudely drawn coffins, which
are supposed to contain the bodies of the
first five heroes of American independ-
ence.

The paper is extremely valuable as a
relic, and it is said that the heirs of
Mr. Mason have offered to buy it for
a large sum, but Smith refuses to part
with it New york Tribune.

To Clean Soiled Boots,

Ink stains may be removed from a
book by upplying witb a camel's hair
pencil a small quantity of oxalic acid
diluted with water and then using
blotting paper. Two applications will
remove all traces of the ink. To remove
greaee spots, lay powered pipe clay each
side of the spot and press with an iron
as hot as tho paper will bear without
scorching. Sometimes grease spots may
be removed from paper or cloth by lay-
ing a piece of blotting paper on them
and then pressing the blotting paper
with a hot iron. The heat melts the
greuee and the blotting paper absorbs it
