The Hawaii'' Annexation Treaty
has been sr .at to the Senate for Con- -
flnuatr

vo, Secretary Sherman of the
Department and Minister Hatch

of Hawaii having previously attach-
ed their signatures.

This action on the part of our gov
ernment, no doubt, is hastened by a
manifest disposition on the part of
Japan to take possession of the
islands. The United States is not dis
posed to permit Japan to encroach
upon any territory contiguous to us,
ana tlie American people will no
doubt be a unit in favor of annexa-
tion.

At any rate it strikes us as a pretty
srood scheme. Hawaii will be no bad
addition to the United States, for the
islands are rich in a variety of pro
ducts. Eugene Debs might takeover
his army of unemployed and find
plenty of work and a good living for
all of them. No doubt Hawaii would
also be an ideal place for the people
who do not want to be employed.
Tlie climate is mild, clothing is only
required in limited quantities and
tropical food supplies grow without
the asking.

Japan has already been sending ov
