TOWN AND COUNTRY.

It is true that the cities arc dependant
upon the country fur their best business
men, their most energetic and enterprin-in- g

mechanics their stout-hearte- and
free-spoke- n thinkers, for the infusion of

good blood and stout constitutions, into

the enervated ones of tho luxurious and
debauched society of tho town; yet it is a

sad thought, of the thousands who thron
the roads to the city, there should be so

large a proportion doomed to forfeit the
fair position, the honorable gains, and the
happiness of rural lif?, by the exchange.
It has been demonstrated over and over
again, that ninety-fiv- e out of every liun

dred merchants, are totally unsuccessful;
that the wreck of honest and conscien
tious intentions, is equally great in the
heartless and deceptive strife of city com

petition for money or fame.
Better far, is life on the old homestead,

though one follows the plough and wields
the axe and scythe, to win an independent
livelihood maintaining thereby a manly
and respected character than the rushing
'life or death' struggle thousands ofyoung
men undergo, who, abandoning the farm,
betake themselves lo the city, fancying
thereby to make a more "respectable fig-

ure" in the world. On ihe farm, they
may have independence, and be known
and respected while living, and mourned
and honored in death. In the city, they

may, possibly, succeed in crowding thro'

suicidal and debasing competitions, and

win fortune; but it is more probable that
nine-tenth- s will only find unceasing strug-

gle, disappointment and wreck in life, and

die uncared for amid the jostling multi-

tude always overswarming with misdi-

rected youth.

THE NAPOLEON OF CATTLE.

The Prairie Farmer gives a long and

interesting account of Mr. Jacob Strawn,

the Napoleon of cattle in Illinois. He

was born in Pennsylvania, at an earl

day removed to Licking county, Ohio;
here he remained 11 years, and in 1831

removed to Illinois, locating on 300 acres

near Jacksonville. Buying and selling

cattle has been the business of his life, and

he has kept on adding to his stock and his

broad acres, until his sales of cattle the

past season exceeded $96,000, and his

farm in Morgan county consists of 7,500
acres in a body, and his farm in Sanga-

mon of 8,500 acres both as good land

"as the sun ever shone upon." His pas-

sion for steers began at ten years of age,
and it has been growing for forty years.
To buy cattle, drive them, feed them, sell
them; then own other droves to go through
the same process, has been and is the ab-

sorbing idea of his mind. He has added
to his lands not for speculation for he
never sold an acre in Illinois but to ac-

commodate his herds. Last fall he had
on his farms 2,900 acres of com, 2,000
head of cattle, 700 hogs, to follow and fat

ten after his cattle, 50 horses, and from

50 to 100 mules. He raises no wheat,
oats, or other small grain; the whole sur
face of his domains being devoted to tim
ber, grass and corn. The half section,
320 acres, is a favorite size for a field on

Mr. S.'s farm, and he makes it a condition
with all who cultivate for him, that Jio
weeds are to be tolerated. One man will
tend a field of fony acres of corn. The
yield is usually 80 bushels to the acre,
which is grown and put into shecks at a
cost to M r. S. of 8 cents per bushel. The
corn is fed out, stalks, ears and all.

What it costs to fence the Coun
try. The amount of capital employed in
the construction and repair of fences in

the United States, would be deemed fabu-lon- s,

were not the estimates founded on
statistical facte, which admit of no dis-

pute. Belknap a well known agricultu-
ral writer, says:

'Strange as it may seem, the greatest
investment in this country, the most costly
productions of human industry, are the
common fences which divide the fields

from the highways, and separate them
from each other. No man dreams that,
when compared with the outlay for these
unpretending monuments of art, our cities
and towns, with all their wealth, are left
far behind. You will scarcely believe
me when 1 say, that the fences of this
country cost more than twenty times the
amount of specie that is in it.

Corn Stalks for Fodder. Prepare
the ground as for oats or corn, procure
the small variety of corn for seed, such
as will not grow tall, sow broadcast four
or five bushels to the acre, having it so

thick that the stalks will be small; grown
in this way it may be cut with a grain
C ra (It e, or better with one made for this
purpose.

Cut the fodder when the tassels turn
brown, or begin to curl at the ends, which
indicates maturity; let it w ilt in the swath
and then it may be bound in bundles and
cured in shocks and handled convenient-

ly. Sow any lime in May. O. Farmer.

Asparagus. Tie the stalks in small
bundles, and drop thetn into boiling wa-

ter, with a good portion of salt, ten or
fifteen minutes' boiling is enough. Place
some slices of soft toast in a deep rli.sh, and
take the asparagus up on the toast; satu-

rate the whole with sweet butter, and pep-

per to tastr.

Rhubarb Pies. Take the tender stalks
of the rhubarb, strip off the skin, and cut
the stalks in thin slices; line deep plates
with a pie crust, press itdewn tight round
the edge of tho plate, and prick the crust
with a fork, so that the crust will not burst
while baking, and 1 t out the juicm of the
pie;- - rhubarb pies should be baked about
one hour in a slow oven; it will not do to
bake ih(m quick; some stew the rhubarb
before n.aking it into pie?, but it is not so
good as vhrn used without stewing.
