Ycu must tak-- your fashions from the
Esquimaux. You find the fie d in which
you may exercise your taste to be rath-
er limited ; you have seai skin, deerskin,
rarely a bear skin from these you must
fashion yourself, if you cannot purchase
of some Esquimaux mod ste, seal-ski- or
deer-ski- n pantaloons and seal-ski- bools.
If the pantaloons do not cover 3'cur foot
neatly and have no straps, you must be
content, it is the fashion of the country,
and the Esquimaux-belle- s will not think
less of you on that account. They, too,
wear seal-ski- n pantaloons and boots.
Taken together these continuations cover
limbs corresponding to those which youts
cover. The division, however, is quite
different ; their boots come up half way
above the knee, and the pantaloons come
down to meet them. The boots are dou-

ble, consisting of what may be termed a
seal skin stocking, with the fur msido,
and a boot of the same materia, wi:h
the flesh side next to the stocking. To
ward their upper extremities the boots are
of very ample dimensions, and in spile
of this it is said they fit tightly. The
pan'aloons are frequently of a very beau-lifu- l

color, and are ornamented with
strips of red and white leather, elabo-
rate! r eml.roidered in tine mosaic pal-tern- s.

Asthe garment is tntii tly. am)
solely upon the closeness- of its fit

for its support, the manner of putting it
on becomes a broblem of no lit'le inter-
est. You ponder over it long and vain-

ly. At last you acquaint some fair con-

fidante with the subject of your specula-
tions, and without any affectation of pru-
dery she tells you "it is perfectly easy,"'
and straightway drawing an imaginary
pair over her leet, a;d above her knees,
shecross her legs, and. lo ! they slide
easily upward into their place. They
are held there by the projection of the
hips, which prevents them from falling
until th same position is agdn assum-
ed.

The Arctic Expedition—Return of Dr.

Kane and Party.
INFORMATION FROM DR. KANE AND OTHERS.

The Expedition succeeded in cro sing
Melvlle Bay and reached the headland of
Smith's Sound as early as the 5;h of Au-

gust 1853. Finding the ice to ihe North
completely impenetrable, they weie
wrceu to nucnipin icmpumv r"; o- -

the coast, where me r.ipil tules,
runnimg at the ra:e of four miles au hour
with a rise and fall of sixteen fe, t. had ,

worni a temporary opening. Previous to
taking ;ha s:p. which involved gte..t!
risk, equal to a sacrifice of the brig in'
which Dr. Kan; was a Francis metal-
lic life-bo- with nca ie of provisions,
ws concealed as a means of retreat.

The penetia'ian of the pack-ic- e was
attended by obstacles. The vessel
grounded with every tide, and but for j

strength she would not have ;

been able to sustain the shocks. She
was several limes cm her beam ends,
and once on fire from the upsetting of j

the s oves.
Some idea of this peculiar navigation

may be foimed by a knowledge of the
fact of her losing her jibboom, best bow-

er anchor and bulwarks, besides about
600 fathoms of wapping lino. They i

jrere cheered however, by a small d i!y j

progress ; oy the lUth of eptemoer,
1K53, ihey had succeeded in gaining the
no: thern face of Greenland, at a point
never reached before.

Heie the joung ice froze around the
tessel, and compelled ihem to Reek a
'Winter asylum, in which they experi-
enced a degree of cold much below any
previous legistralion. Whiskey froze
in y.vember and for four months in the
year the mercury teas solid d ily. The
mean animal temperature was five de
grees below zero. This is ihe greatest
degree of cold ever experienced by man,
and their Winter q waiters were nearer
the Po'e than ever before occupied.

The scurvy was easily controlled, but
the most fearful as well as the most novel
feature of the Winter was a tetnalus, or
lock jaw, which defied all trealmen . It
carried aw;;y fifty-seve- n of ihe tesi Es
quimaux sledge dogs, and was altogeth-
er a frightful scounje.

THE SEARCH.

The operations of search were com-
menced as early as March the first par
ties, under the personal charge of Dr.
Kane, crossing the ice at a temeralure
of fifty seven degrees below zero. The
loss of their dogs obliged them as an
only alternative, to adopt this early trav-

el. Many of tht party were frost bitten,
and underwent amputation of Ihe toes.
It was by means of these efforts that the
Expedition succeeded in bringing back
its results. The parlies were in the
field as late as ihe 10th of July, only
ceasing from their labor when the win
ter's daLkness rendered it impossible to
travel.
THE GEOGRAPHICAL RESULTS OF

Greenland has been followed by Dr.
Kane and surveyed with a coast line to
wards the Atlantic, fronting due North,
until astupenduous glacier checked their
progress, this mass of ice rose in lofty
grandeur to a height of five hundred feet,
abutting into the sea. It undoubtedly is
the only obstacle to the insularity of
Ureenland or, in other words, the only
barrier between Greenland ami the At-
lantic. It is, however, an effectual bar-
rier to all future exploration. This gla-
cier, in spite of the difficulties of falling
bergs, were followed out lo sea, the party
lafting themselves across open water
spaces, upon masses of ice. In this way
they succeeded in traveling eighty miles
along its bise, and traced it into n new
northern land. (This glacier is, we be
lieve, the largest discovered by any navi
gator.)

THE NEW LAND.

This new land, thus cemented to
Greenland, by protruding ice, is named
Washington; The large bay which in
tervenes between it and Greenland, bears,
we understand, the name of Mr. George
Peabody, one of the projectors of the
Expedition. I Ins icy connection of the
Old and New Worlds, is a feature of sin-

gular and romantic interest.
The range of the sledge journeys may

be understood from the fact, that the cen-
ter circuit of Smith's Sound has been ef-

fected, and its shores completely chart-
ered.

THE OPEN POLAR SEA.

But the real discovery of the Expedi-
tion is the open Polar Sea : ' The chan-
nel 'eading into tho waters was entirely

j . free from ice, and this feature was ren-
dered more remaka' le by the existence
of a zone, or solid belt of ice. ex ending
more than one hundred and twenty-fiv- e

j '- miles to the southward. (This sea veri
. lies the views of Dr. Kane, as expressed
; by the Geographical Society before his de-

parture.)
The lashing of the surf against the

frozen beach of ice was, we are assure 1,
j impressive beyond description. Several

gentlem in wilh wh m we have con vers
ed. speak of it with wonder and admira-
tion.j

An aieaof three thousand square miles
was seen,- - entirely free from ice. This
channel has been named after Hon. J. P.

Kennedy, lste Secretary of the Navy,

ESCAPE TO THE SOUTH.

The great belt of ice made it clea' that
no relief expedition from the South
could reach the party in time to pie-ve- nt

their imprisonment for a third Win-

ter,' which, with their deficiency of luel,
would have proved most disastrous, il
not fatal. Lnder these circumstances
Dr. Kane wisely determined to abandon
his brig, and attempt to descend to the
South by a combination of boats and
sledges.

i In accordance with this view they left
the brig on the 17tii of May the tem-
perature at that time being 5.' deg. below
zero. They crossed a belt of ice 81
miles i:i diameter, dragging their boats
behind them, and canjing four sick
comrades by means of a dog- - sledge.
After a travel of 3G1 miles with 31 days
of constant exposure, they reached Cape
Alexander and embarked in open water
Their guns supplied them with animal
food, no provisions being carried in Ihe
boats, except powdered biead.Muffs and
tallow. (Tallow, says the Doctor, is a
very giaid thing.)

From Cape Alexander they tiaveled
lo the southward, sometimes through
water, shooting belli duck Fnd seal and
collecting enough seals to keep ih" parly
in good condition. At Cape Fork they
burnt up their spare boats and sledges
for fuel, and left the coast. Striking
nut into ihe open sea of Melville Bay,
they then steticd for the North Danish
settlements of Greenland.,. Here they
providentially landed on the 6th of Au-
gust, in vigorous health, after their trav
el of 1.3 JO mih s, and eighty one days
of tonstual !

Great Destruction of Whalers—Fourteen

Ships Lost
By ihe sloop Komchadell, which ar

rived here Sept. 18ih, 63 days from Cas-
tro, in the Gulf of Taitary, we have
news of the whaling fleet in the North
Pacific.

The ship Edgar, of Cold Spring, was
totally lost on Jonas Island. I he crew
and officers were all saved.

Capt. Sylvia further reported that he
saw, off Jonas Island,' a ship bottom np;
but he could not make Out her name.
He stated that fourteen whalers have'
been lost this season. He could not,
however, ascertain their names. These
are sorry news to go lo tho East by the
steamers Il appears further
that up to the 1st.of July none of that
fleet had done anything in whaling. All
had suffered more or less fiom the tem-
pestuous weather which had prevailed
up to the above date.

On the Cure of Consumption by Medicated

LETTER NO 3.

To the Editors of the Chronicle :
The reader will obsei ve, from wht has

pieceded, that various kinds of Inha-
lants are used in order to fulfil the ini
cations in any particular case.

Another case may
present indications of. great irri ation
within the lungs, producing a hacking,
irritable and almost constant cough, very
liarrassing lo the patient and threatening
exhau-tatio- n and speedy death. In such
cases Anodyne inhalation will give speedy
relief, and if followed by expectorant
and alteraiive inhalants, the relief will
prove permanent. Again, eases may
present in whi h there is not only a very
copious secretion of matter from a lining
membrane of a cavity, but also from the
whole mucous lining of the lungs, and
then we find an Astringent inhalation
comes into requisition. In another case
we may have spasmodic cough, or one
depending entirely upon nervous irrita-
tion ; then an inhalation
is demanded.

By these remaiks, it will be seen we
have i vk classes of inhalants : Altera
tive, Expectoiant, Anodyne, An

and Astringent. Now,, these
classes are composed of a great variety
of medicines, and the reader will see that
it requires not only a great judgment and
discrimination but also an intimate and
comprehensive knowledge of the various
characters presented in the couise of the
disease, to adapt the proper kind af inha
lants o its tieatmenl. This is an imiior
taut truth, and should be duly consider-
ed by patients who have been gulled by
Dr. Curtis, ol New York ; engaged in
putting np inhaling medicine by the

' ""Package," as " Hygen Vapor,'' and
vends them throughout the country ; of
fering the same kind of medicine, as an
infalliable remedy, in all stages of con
sumption. This cour.se is .calculated to
bring inhalation into disrepit'e, and thus
degr ide it to the Pase levH ot quackery
Inhalation can never be successfully
employed, without a full and complete
history of Ihe case
they have presented from the first attack
to the present lime, as well as a knowl
edge of the peculiarities of the constitu
lion, and the kind of treatment to which
the case has been subjected. This

' known and the kind of inhalants can be
so selected, as to meet the indications
directly btfore us.

The manner of administering the inha
lations is :

1 . By an instrument constructed of glass.
This may be a pint or quart in capacity,
the entrance to it cein ci ea with, a
cork and siKer plate. Into ibU insiiu
ment the medicine r placed.

information in reference to the rumored i

massacre of emigranls at Devil's Gate :

The train consisted of ten wagons,
three thousand head of stork, and, ac-

cording to the sta : ent ol Capt. L.'i.ni-plia-

of Missouri, who was captain of ihe
company, there were three hundred
souls. Mr. Wigginssays he has no means
of knowing the exact numb r of people
in the irain, but ha heard Capt. Doni
phan say there we e about three nun
lred. The grea'er part of Ihe company
were from Missouri.

They left St. Joseph, Mo., on the 1 5:h
of March, and got along very iveil unt I

the I5'.li o July, when ihey camp-.-- a
Devil's Gate for the r.ight. Up to this
time the. had seen biu few Indians On '

the road ; consequent!; they become
careless. :md decliued '"standing guard"
at night. About one o'elock a; l ight,
about two thousand Sioux and doyen-
nes chaiged upon Ihem wjvilejhu whole
company was sound asleep, killing all
out six men, rix women and seven clul
dren, and driving off every animal.

Among those who were killed, were
Captain Doniphan, Col. Pierre, Choteau
of St. Louis ; Col. Gilpin of Jackson
county, Mo., Samuel Lane nd family o!
Indiana. ( brother tfJoseph Lane of Ore
gon ;) Mr. Cody and family of Weston,
Mo., Mr. Burgh, (single man ) of Piatt
Co., Mo., Dick Murphy of Weston, Mo.,
Mr. John Wiggins, our informant, lost
his whole family, consisting of a wife and
three children.

The savages, after a hurried slaught-
er of such as fell in their way, retreated
to the mountains, driving the stock be
fore them.

Jn the morning the survivors packed
up what provisi ns ihey eould well car-
ry, burned the wagons and eerthing
!hat remained, and then started for Sail
Lake on fool.

They accompli'died the journey in
thirteen days, ljur of which they were
without a morsel to eat. They laid their
case btifor- Brigham Young, who kindly
called a Mormon council, levied a coniri
bution and tilted ihem out wilh five ,

with hich thiy continued their journey
to Sacramento. Mr. Wiggins is now on
his way to Portland, where he has a
brother residing. He has walked in
fiom Sacramento.

A Missing Aeronaut.

only twenty-fiv- e pounds o' ballast with
him, which was about half as much as
he took when he made his ascension from
Milan, a short time previous.
