W proportion. ' ' '

Our American" ancestors of the Revor

lotion made a far greater advnce than

bad been made by any previous generat-

ion.- They possessed advantages which

no former .age hadenjqyed.. "Thty'had
the pastli istory of our race before them.

They sfTiediipbft tlie wisdom,. tlie expe-

rience of mankind "in' all former' times,
- hd shaped the new Government accord-

ing to the dictates of that intelligence.

VCt'Dg from them lh control of the
mother country they demanded a posi

tion amoDr the nations of the earth.
And as theyventered upon. that mighty

struggle of seven yearsof- - war arid

bloodshed, they felt it doe to mankind

that they -- should declare the reasons
whicH isinelled them to engage in that
momentous eonEict.

! In this Hall, at our last session, we
listened to a speech from the gentleman
from Georgiti, TMr. Stephens, to show

that Slavery, and not Liberty,, was the
declared will of Heaven toward a part of
mankind.

Here, at this starting point, the two

great parties of the country separate.
It' is on this fundamental truth, "that
all men possess the inalienaUe right to

abetty." Separating on this primal doc-

trine, it is impossible for us to agree op
en any collateral question in which the
rights of mankind are involved.

These rights being expressed in lan
guage so plain, so obvious, so just, so
forcible, were well understood by the
men of that age. ' Accordingly, when
the Convention which framed ilie Con-

stitution met, they bore with them the
full and perfect understanding, "that
Uovernraenls were constituted among
men to smrs these rights of life, liberty,
and happiness," to all under their juris- -

dlinn- - . J nLin.iT lhat 'inlnrnd .f l.itiXg

and purposes of'Governments for' their

guide, they ordained that "ni ptrson
tholl be deprived of life liberty, or prop-

erty, tcithoL-- l due process of law.''
This portion of the Constitution we

are bound to support. The gentleman
from South Carolina Mr. Keitt and
myself, and every member of this body,
have often sworn that "no peiscn,"
where Federal laws have force, where
this Constitution extends, "shall be de-

prived of Ifs, liberty or properly, uilhout
due process of law." That oath I will

observe and ho'd sacred; that oath will

be carried out bj every true Republican,
by every true American, by ever' pa-

triot. I need not say that due process
of law has refierence fo proceed ing in

courts of competent jurisdiction, upon
prosecutions regularity before them.!
As, if a man commit murder, or piracy,
or treason, he may be charged with the
offence, arrested, indicted, tried, con-

victed, and sentenced, then by due pro-

cess of law he is to be executed and de-

prived of life. If he commits robbery

or larceny, he may in tire same manner
be indicted, tried, convicted, and to

imprisonment, .and thus by
due process of law he may be deprived
of liberty; and for minor offences he
may be fined and deprived of property.
But, sir, in no other way, outside of the
several States of this Union," can any
individual, however humble, be consti-

tutionally deprived of life, liberty, or
property. Nor can such individual be
deprived ot either of those rights, ex-

cept' by violation of the Constitution,
and a violation of the natural rights of
mankind, which our Constitution was
intended to secure.

My heart swells with emotions of
gratitude to God, and respect for the
memories of those who founded our
Government and framed our Constitu-

tion, when I reflect that these rights to
life, liberty, and properly, are thus se-

cured by the laws of God and the
law of our Government to all

men; to the humble and the exalted, the
poor and the rich, the illiterate and the
learned;' the man of dark complexion, of
light complexion, and of mixed complex-

ion; that all who bear the image of God,
whose countenaeces are lighted with im-

mortality, are thus secured in the enjoy-

ment of their natural and inalienable
I rights.

It is' true the Constitution does not
give us the power to enter within
the State jurisdictions, and legislate for

the fieedom of slaves held under State
laws; nor does the Constitution provide
even that free blacks shall be allowed
to vote or hold office; but it does provide
tnat outside of the State jurisdictions,
wherever our Federal laws and Federal
power extend, their lives, their liberties,
and their properly, shall be secured: That
no tyrant hand shall ' enslave, rob,
scourge, and brutalixe' God's image;
That the right of self defence, that first
principle in Nature's law, shall not be
taken from any human being: That no
pirate hand shall be permitted to take

the. life of him who resists unlawful as-

saults upon his person.
Sir, during this debate many and

attacks have been made upon the!

Republican parly ; but I wish friends and

foes to understand that I am not about to
defend the Republican party while it

stands upon its present platform of prin-

ciples. Wc stand where our Republican
father's of .1776 stood. Their faith is

faith; their doctrine r doctrine;

their objects are our objects; their God

our God. To defend the doctrins of

Republican party would be. to defend
doctrines of the Republican fathers.

Instead of doing that, it is our duty to

expose those who make war upon these
doctrines, upon those who seek to over

turn the essential elements, the funda-

mental principles on which, all our. hopes

liberty and progress are based. " Men

who war upon those doctrines are sep-

arated from the Republican pnty by a

moral gulf as deep and broad as that
which' separated Dives find Lazarus.

Against them we wage an unyielding
determined, political warfare.

Gentlemen have made inquiries as to
the doctrines and policy of the Fpubii- -

can party. In answer, 1 sar that no

man of ordinary intelligence can be ig-

norant of our doctrines or our policy.
Our political creed lias been
to the world. It is known and read
all men. It was adopted at Phila

delphia, where the original Republican
creed was adopted in 1776. I will read

the first and principal declaration of sen-

timent, unanin-ouslj- . adopted in so'.emu

Convention, by as intelligent, a patriot
a body of men as ever assembled in

these 'United States. It is in these

words.
"Jlesolved, That the maintenance f

the principles "promulgated in the De
cUration ul independence, ana perpetu-
ated in the Federal Constitution, shall
be maintained." . ...

Sir,-- have already shown that the
greatrVruthi that "all men arer endowed

by their Creator with the inalienable

right to life and liberty," was promul
gated in the Declaration ol Independence,
and perpetuated iu the Constitution; and

now add, that to the maintenance of
these doctrines, the Republican party

tod pled red to mankind and to G.J.
We are consciom that when these

doctrines were proclaimed by our Re
publican fathers, there were men in the
Colonies who denied them ; but tliec
men were reg-trde- a enemies to their
country ana to minkin l. lhey were
held in such contempt, that the very
name is yet regarded as odious.

Mr. BENNETT, of Mississippi. I ask
the member from Ohio whether he, on
former occasion, ever mured this lan

guage, that is here attributed to him ? I
will send it to the Clerk to be read.

The Clerk rsad as follows :

'I look forward to the day when there
shall be a servile insurrection in the
South; when the black man, armed with
British bayonets, and led on by British
officers, shall assert his freedom, and

a war of exiermination against Ins
master; when the torch of the incendiary
shall light up the towns and cities of the
South, and blot out the last vestige of
Slavery. And though I may not mock
at their calamity, and laugh when their
fear cometh, yet I will hail it as the
dawn of a political millenium."

Mr. GIDDINGa. I will answer the

member kindly. I do cot blame him;
. .

he is a young member, is unacquainted
with me oersonallv. May God forgive

his ignorance. I freely forgive him. I
have seen the language quoted by him

going the rounds of the Democratic pa- -

pers during the Presidential campaign,
In rome parts of the countiy, it seemed

to constitute almost the whole capital 01

the party; but I aid not expect that any

member of this body would be green
enou rh to rjut it forth here, whence an

O i
exposure would go out to the whole

country. On Monday, when the mem-

ber from Tennessee Mr. Smith alluded

to the same matter, I inquired when and

where I had uttered such language. He

fiist attempted to say I used it in Phila-

delphia, but finally intimated that if I
had not used that language, I had said

something els:. Now, that is quite pos-sibl-

Bat if I ever utterud such lan

guage, there is a record of it, and no
man can claim the right to interrupt me
while making a speech toinquire whether
the thousand and one falsehoods with

which the Locofoco press has so long
teemed, be true or not. Yet I w ill say
to the member, and to all members of
this boJy, and the country, that on no
occasion, under no circumstances, have I
uttered a desire for the unnecessary shed-din- s

of human blood. I have no recol-lecti-

of using the language quoted by
the member, nor have I any idea or be-

lief that I evpr used it, here or else-

where. The objects to which I have
ever devoted my attention have been
those of peace and good will to mankind.

Iam not' aware of any unkindness to-

wards slaveholders ; but my sympathies
are with the oppressed. I hate oppres- -

sion in all its forms v h an ineffable and
nnutterable hatred. AH good men hate
it, the Republican party hates it, God

hates it; but I have never uttered or felt

a wish that the enslaved should use any
more violence than is actually necessary
to obtaia their freedom. That they may
obtain it peacefully, I hope and pray ;

but if they cannot obtain it in that way,
I still hope they may obtain it, at what

ever expense may be necessary to the

oppressor. .

And, n .w, I in turn ask the gentle
man from Mississippi, Mr. Beksett,
whether he holds to the self evident
truth, that all men are endowed by their
Creator with the inalienable right to life,

liberty, and hnppiness? Will he be as

frank with me as I was with him, and
jive me a categorical answer?

Mr. BENNETT was understood to say

that "equals were endowed with these

rights."
Mr. GIDDISGS. It is my. opinion

that God has' given to the member from

Mississippi the same claim to life and

liberty that he has bestowed on the Pres
ident of the United States. The mem
ber from Mississippi, with his slender
physical system, is not the equal of my
self in strength ; hut will he admit that
his right to life and liberty is more doubt
ful than mine? Do I understand him o

admit that, because I have the physical
power, therefore I possess the moral
right to nvike him a slave? Gjd forbid.
The most degraded African 'hat treads

the footstool of God, possesses the same
right to his' life and his liberty, that'
Franklin Pierce er.j ys; and I would ba
as willing to see the President bow be-nea-

the lash, as I would the humblest
individual who pcr.pires beneath an Af-

rican sun ; I would as soon 6ee the wife

or child of the President taken, from his jj

arm?", and sold like swine in the market,
3 I would see the wife and child of any

other man made mcrcbandis . These
hoastly entertained

and frankly expressed. I have no apol-

ogy to make to the member from Missis-

sippi, or to the Democratic party, to
mankind, or to my Creator, for these
honest convictions of my inmost soul. I
regret to see Republicans stand here and
apologize for their dislike of an institu-

tion hated of God and detested by all
good men. It was for the maintenance
of these sentiments that our fathers met
the hosts of Britain upon unnumbered
battle fields. They shed their blood to
uphold these doctrines, and shall their
descendants apologize for entertaining
them ?

This equality of right among all men
to life and liberty is the rock on whichat.n ... . .. .
tho liepublican cliurcli is erecteJ, and
neither the gates or hell nor of Democ-

racy shall prevail against it. .

I know that the Democratic party deny
this equality of rights. If they do not
believe in the divine right of Kings, they

j certainly believe in the divine-righ- t of
slaveholders. Even the President in his

'

j l'le of the United States generally, and
i the Democracy ia particular, speaks of

men enslaved as property; degrades man,

I now pass to the next point in our
, Republican platform. The second reso- -

lution further reads as follows :

! "That as our Republican fathers when
t iney uau H:oiiHiiea oiavery iu an nut
( Xeritories ordaine(, Uiat no person shall
, t,e deprived of life, liberty, or property,

without due process of law, il becomes
our da y to maintain thi provision of the
Constitution against all attempts to vio

i late it, for the purpose of establishing
j gavery j any Territory of the United

States, by positive legislation prohibiting
! Us existence or extension therein.

Here we reach the important and
practical issue which presses upon us at
this time. I desire to call attention to
this issue upon. maintaining the Consti-

tution of the country. The Republicans
insist that this ordained will of those who
framed the Constitution, that "Xo person
shall be deprived of life, liberty, or prop
erly, without due process of law," shall
be maintained; that wherever our Fede-

ral power extends, there the Constitution
shall be upheld. The Democrats take
issue with us. They insist that in Kan-

sas and other Territories of the United
Stales, men may be enslaved, robbed of
their earnings, deprived of their liberty,
without process of law; and if they resist
the commission of those crimes, they
may be murdered, deprived of lire at the
will of the pretended owner, without
process of law. I am not discussing col-

lateral matters ; I call attention to fun-

damental truths. Shall this constitu-

tional decree, which is in perfect har-

mony with the conscience of every hon-

est and intelligent man, in harmony with
the rights of mankind, in harmony with
the laws of nature and of nature's God,
be maintained? It is an important ques-

tion. Have the American people the

virtue, the firmness of purpose, the
the patriotism, to maintain this

constitutional provision ?
Jly the Kansas-Nebrask- a bill, we ex--

tenpd over those Territories the whole
criminal code of the United States, and
declared the Constitution to be !n force

there ; but the Democratic party," while
swearing to sustain the Constitution in

its generals and in all its details, turn
round, and say we have no right to le

the crime of Slavery. That great-estV- f

all crimes, of all transgressions,
must he permitted. If a man rob an-ot-

of his money, he is is confined in

priion for years; but if he rob him of the
earrings of his life, of his liberty, his
intelligence, his 'wife, his children, his
maphood, the offender i3 to be protected,
anl the Constitution is not to be enforc
ed. They deny that this Territorial
Government was constituted to
men iu the erjoyment of lite, liberty,
and happiness ; the objects and designs
of puman government are spurned, and
thft laws (if GjJ and nature stl at defi
anoe. , . ,

Against those wlio j ndenvor to defeat
tlej intentions of our fathers, the Repub
lie; ns, (the friends of Liberty,) have
wa jed an unceasing, determined war-fa- r

'. Our association is of recent date.

It iffers from all other political parties
formed ince the adoption of the Consli-tu- t

on, ia this: it is based upon the rock

ofiternal, unchanging Truth, "Liberty
ani (sual justice to all men." Our cause

ii tpheld and sustained by the patriot,
th4 philosopher; the philanthropist, " the
Cii'istian.- We hold to the command-rai- t

of Ilira who sp;ke as" never man
spike, when lie declared, " Thou shall

loir thy neighbor as thy thysslj ;'' it is as
biJdinT.unon politicians as upon minis- -

tens of the gospel or members of church
es- - And he who consents that one man
may enslave another, can have no" cuim
to lie called a follower ot him who com-mr- m

Jed that Whatsoever y- - would
that men should do to you, d ye even
so unto them." Many who deny these

doctrines must be regarded as outlaws
from the commonweal. h of Christianity.
With these doctrines anl principles as

the basis of our Republican organization,
we have increased in numbers, and. in

moral and political power, with a rapid-

ity unknown in the political history of

nations. Republicans now occupy the

Executive departments of fourteen sov-

ereign States, comprising more than
two-third- s of the free population of the
Union," and a far greater portion of the

wealth, of the moral and physical power
of the nation. In this Ilall, a large plu
rality of the members are with us. Four
hundred newspapers and periodicals are

now coustan.ly laying truth before the

people. Ministers who preach the gospel

of " Peace on earth, good will towards

men," are with us. The sympathies

and prayers of the Christian world are

with us. And I hesitate not to. declare

that no intelligent, unbiased, candid

mind, who believes in the power of truth,
can doubt our speedy triumph.

The sentence of the people has gone

forth against all those who are recreant
to the cause of Freedom. Many are the
new-mad- e political graves which cover

from sight the cast-of- f politicians of by-

gone days. Yet, in the midst of this

general carnage, the survivors here,

and, in diffeient sections of the countiy,
are exultant with joy that lhey have not

all been slain that a few yet survive ;
j

and truly they may be said to be monu-

ments of the sparing mercy of the peo-

ple.
The President, among others, has

found himself a victim to the Slave

Power. Having expended what moral

and political influence he possessed in

favor of human bond.ige, they have cast

him off, as no longer useful. Given up

by Northern and abandoned by tlave-holJin- g

friends, he enn do nothing more

than submit to that sentence of condem-

nation which the people have pronounc;

ed against him. Bui while he yet lin-

gers 3pon the verge of public life, he

seizes upon the last moments of his polit-

ical existence to send forth to the coun-

try the very extraordinary message now

before us.'
In bestowing a few moments' attention

upon this most singular State piper, 1

shall pass over that which may be re-

garded as merely the declamatory por
tion, and notice only one or two of

those assertions on which I wish to com-

ment. '

I call attention to the declaration which
reads as follows :

"In the long series of acts of indiscreet
aggression, the first was the strenuous
agitation, by citizens of the Northern
States, in Congress and out of it, of the
question of negro emancipation in the
Souhern States."

Here is a distinct assertion, that '.'in
Congress, citizens of the Northern States
had strenuously agitated the question of

negro emancipation in (he ' Southern

Stales." It is not.sn assertion, that

"agitation" tending to "negro emanci-- "

pation had been avowed in Congress,
as the member from South Carolina Mr.
Keitt has represented. Why, sir, the
assertion of every moral principle, the r

reading of the gospel, every exhortation
to do justice, every sermon, every prayer
of faith, lends to emancipation, not only

. . . ., , . ..
in our feoutuern b:ates, out inrougnoui
the world. But when members hold
seats here, they are supposed to act in

their legislative capacity, and only on
subjects over which they have constitu
tional jurisdiction. No persons act in

this body but members; and the charge
of the President i3, that members of Con

gress have agitated the subject of emanci-

pation in the Southern States.
Now, sir, I have served long in this

body, and have been regarded as-t-he

most ultra An ti Slavery member for

nearly twenty years; and if tho Presi-

dent intended to involve any present
member in thh '.V1 i'ge, he doubtless re-

ferred to me. I will say very frankly,
that I never presented a petition, resolu

tion, bill, proposition, or motion, nor

have I ever proposed negro emancipa
tion in the Southern States, in any
speech I ever delivered in this body ;

nor do 1 think suca a proposition was
ever made or presented in either branch
of Congress. On the contrary, in al
most every speech I ever made in this
House, I have taken care to deny all
constitutional power to interfere with Sla

very in the States, either to uphold or

destroy it.
' Sir, my life has not been spent in 'he

dark corners of the earth." I have 4

sooken in this body ; I have w .id
much; but in no writing or speec
made here or elsewhere, can any nrn
ly his hand on a proposition for em an
eipalin? the slaves of our' Southern

a

States by Congressional legislation
wish we had the power, and the inde

pendence to use it: I would at once vote

to strike the fetters from the limb of eve

ry human being upon God's footstool.

But, sir, suppose Northern men had
really believed Congress possessed the

power to emancipate slaves in the Souih- -

ern States, would they have felt it their
duty to consult the President upon the

propriety of speaking tiieir sentiments ?

Thank God, we are not amenable to that
nfTieor V Thnl.l nnr spats here from

the people; our commissions are from a

power higher than that which he holds.

Indeed, Vir-

ginia,, in her sovereign capacity, now

claims that right, and is contesting a

caae in which that question is involvsd.

In 1319, a distinguished member from

Georgia, Mr. Toombs asserted on this

floor that it was the constitutional du'y
of our Federal Government to sustain

the slaveholder's possession of his slave

wherever the American flag may float ;

and since that gentleman has held a teat
in the Senate, he has outraged the feel
in-r- s of New England, and the whole

ant!, by deciding mat ne win, -- yei
cail the roll 01 uis slaves unuer ine
shadow of Bunker Hill Monument"

that he will pollute that holy ground
which drank the blood of Warren and

his compatriots, while fighting for Free-

dom, by the fjotsteps of God's image in

rranacles !

Sir. these men had the right to speak
their sentiments to unfold their moral

powers and utter the doctrines which

lhey hold to be true. They were as in-

dependent of the President as that offi

cer was of them. ' They were no more

responsible to him than he was to them;

and I stand here to defend the freedom

of speech, both to the North and the

South. , And however opposed their

views were to my own, they had a per
feet right to utter, them. But, where

slept the thunder of the President when

these doctrines of ensbving the North

were put forth ? Are all his reproach

cs reserved for the advocates of Liberty?
