quire a high degres of good common sevee,
unshackled by technieslitics, to decide wheth-
<r, 'upon the ‘whole,' ‘taken all in_ all,’ the in-
dividusl ease in hand comes within the province

of the specific law.

**Superior eourts have never required teehni-
<ality at the bands of Justices of the Penee, and
were they fo sttempt it, the thing would be
found impractieable. Those officers are nol, in
general, professional men, who are familiar with
legal technicalities and subtle niestics; #nd the
publie welfare does not require that they should
attempt to live up to nice rules, which, in the
