A friend to whom I rend the foregoing s
short time since, give me the following
gketoh of Davls' relations to an old Miss-
issippian, renowned tor desperate and reck-
less cou Alexander McClung often
proved himself, on the battle field and on
the duelling ground, s man of duuntless
and ungn valor, showing an abso-
lute contempt for death on every occasion
that presented. He killed many men with
hig own hand, and finslly shot himself in
the head.

I happened to be in constant comm uni-
cation with Col. A, B. MoClung, of Miss-
issippi, in 1849 and 1850, and had almost
daily conversation with him in relation to
prominent Mississippians, As a mattor
of course, Jeff. Davis was frequently named,
and for him McClung entertained the most
supreme contempt,  He said that Jefl. was
not a man of true courage—that he wished
to be regarded as o duellist; but in giving
a challenge, would always cast about for a
non-combatant, and would exercise enough
prudence to creep out of accepting one from
an antagonist over whom he had not a great
advantage. MeClung eaid, on one ooca-
glon:

«I am very sorry I ever fought a duel.
It is not & pleasant busivess; and yet I
would like to fight one more, with one man,
and that man is Jefferson Davis. bocause I
thiuk the United States will be better with-
out him. He will not fight me, he ia too
great a coward. In fact, he is not now,
never was, and never will be a brave man,
in the true sense of the word. He isa
dangerous and wily politician, loaded down
with vavity snd self conoeit, wishing only
for his own aggrandizement, and he cares
not at what expense or how many desolate
households, lf: thinks of himself, and
himeelf only, and I should not be surprised
to find him, one of these days, taking such
a step in public as will place his ina
halter, for he is o bad man and o scoun.

On our march
from town, to camp, last night, a distance
of 2 miles, the streeta were thronged; and
the boys say they are the most beautiful
young ladies they bad secn in the State,
(except in Warren.)

The rations and all the asrrangements
are better, here, than at any camp we have
soen yot.
