Beans as a Farm Crop.
As the time has passed when our farmers

can plant corn in expectations of it getting
ripe, and the wetness of tho season has pre-
vented them from planting as much of that
crop desired, I suggest that one equally
and perhaps more profitable while the war
lasts, would be white beans which may be
planted any time during the month ofJune
with a certainty of ripening, and an aver
age crop of twenty bushels to the acre
realized therefrom. A few years since tho
writer planted twenty acres about the
middle of Juno of white beans, and
realized over 500 bushels which sold for
$2 and $2,25 per bushel. The cost of til-la-

and harvesting is not quite as much
as tho same amount of corn; besides they
can be planted on green sward without
danger of being eaten up by the wire worm
which is so destructive to corn under such
circumstances.
