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Removal of McClellan.
The news that Major General McClel-

lan had been relieved of his command,
and that Gen. Rurnsido is appointed in
his stead, is neither "unwelcome news, nor
wholly unexpected. The very damaging
and uncontradicted articles upon McClel-
lan which have appeared from time to
time in Wilke's Spirit of tho Times, have
not left his reputation wholly free from
the taint of treason, hut whether he real-

ly deserves to be charged with such a
crime or not, it is certain that as a Gener-
al, he has made a disastrous and ignomin-
ious failure. The latter is sufficient cause
for his removal.

Death of General Mitchell.

the sad intelligence of the death of Gen.
Mitchell at that station, of yellow fever.
Xo man of his rank in the army has dis-

played more zeal and ability than Gen. O.
M. Mitchell. The record of his life is pe-

culiarly American. Eminently a self-mad- e

man, he was enabled by bis own
energy and perseverance, although poor
and friendless, to secure a West Point
education. No opportunity presenting
itself, at the cloee of his course, for ob-

taining distinction as a military man, he
devoted himself to scientific subjects, and
on the breaking out of the war had at-

tained a osition as an astronomer not
inferior to any man on the Western con-
tinent. As the Chief of the Cincinnati
Observatory, he became the inventor of
some of the most accurate and reliable
scientific aparatus now in use, and to his
efforts the country is indebted for an ex-
tended series experiments, in connection
with the telegraph, to detennine the lat-
itude and longitude of the most import-
ant points in the North. While thus en-
gaged, he also published a number of as-

tronomical test books, and as a writer on
such subjects proved himself a worthy
rival of Hugh Miller and Maury, in giving
to dry details that clothing of language
necessary to interest the pupil and the
amateur.

On the outbreak of the war he obtain-
ed a position in the army as Brigadier
General, and was assigned to a command
operating in Kentucky and Tennessee.
Although supported by a comparatively
trifling force, his campaign in Tennessee
and along the line of the railroad in
Northern Alabama and Mississippi dis--

Elayed more real energy and activity than
shown by any commander in the

same department. By rapid marches he
succeeded in a few weeks in clearing the
entire district under his control of rebels;
cutting the principal line of communica-
tion between Richmond and Memphis,
and seizing more rebel property than has
since fallen into our hands. He was re
moved, as is believed, at Buell's instiga
tion, and assigned to a command where
his activity would present a less starling
contrast to that emulator of Kip an
Winkle.

The Tax on Tobacco.
The heavy tax on tobacco, imposed un-

der the internal revenue law, is already
beginning to be felt here and a consider
able falling ott, in the demand ior tne ar
ticle ib experienced, uur readers nave
but faint idea of the extent to which this
tax must effect th tobacco trade : but
when we state that under the law some
of our manfacturers will have to pay two
hundred dollars a day to the Government,
they will be better able to arrive at an in
teUigent conclusion on the subject.

Census of Fugitive Slaves.

The enumeration of slaves who have e
caped from their masters, taken in the
census, is made from returns given by the
masters. Of course it includes all who
have disappeared in any manner, whether
fugitive or stolen and run off to the South

a business as common in the South as
he rse stealing is there or in the North.
And the returns being made by the mas-
ters, who have been cherishing this greiv-anc- e,

would naturally ratherenhanee than
diminish the number returned as fugi-
tives. Vet lrom these returns it apeai8
that the whole number set down as I'ugi-tv-

for the year ISott is 803, out of 3,9 19,-55- 7

slaves, being one to about 5,01.10, or at
the rate of one fiftieth of one per cent.
This proportion is less than the fluctua-
tions of capital in many other investments
which are classed as permanent and safe.

The clamor which has been kept up for
partisan effect about the escape of slaves,
has made a common impression that this
projerty was becoming so insecuieas to
justify some desperate resort on the part
of the slaveholders. But the census
shows a decrease in the number of escap-
ed slaves, in 1850 1,011 were returned as
fugitives. In 1800 but 803, Between
those periods the number of slaves increas
ed 234 per cent ; so that the proportion of
escajied or missing slaves in lst0, was on-

ly three-fifth- s or that of 1850.
During the same year 1,309 slaves were

emancipated. These were probably most
of them added to the black population of
the free States, as the laws in the South-
ern States generally prohibit emancipa-
tion. This shows that laws for the pro-
tection of Slavery add much more to the
black population in the free States, than
fugitives from Slavery.

Of these missing slaves in 1800, 500 are
returned from the Border States, out of
over a million ; while COO escaped in 1850
out of 910,000, showing a decrease of fugi-
tives in the States on the free border. In
the same periods near 800 are returned as
missing lrom the more southern slave-holdin- g

States. That these vicissituedes
are chieflly the incidents of property, es
pecially of footed property, and the rela-
tion of master and slave, and not of any
outside inducements to the negroes, is
shown by the small proportion returned
as missing from all causes, by the ratio
missing in the more Southern States
where escape to the Free States is almost
impossible, and by the fact that the cen-
sus of the free black nonulntion in the
North does pot indicate that these miss
ing slaves are added to this population.
It is probable that this increase by volun-
tary emancipation is three times as great
as that by escapes. Yet with these ad-

ded to the natural propagation, the in-

crease of colored pupulation in 1SG0 was
but one per cent.

The extent of the grievance which was
held to be so unendurable as to force peo-
ple into rebellion, may be measured by
this census. South Carolina, which was
obliged byjher wrongs to take the lead in
Secession, returned twenty-thre- e slaves as
missing in 1800, out of 402,400. Georgia
charges up twenty three as the sum of her
wrongs; lexas, sixteen ; Louisiana, lorty
six, out of 331,720 ; Tennessee, twenty
nine. Viriginia returns 117 ; Kentucky
119: Delaware, bl; Missouri, 99. From
this may be seen how trivial is the cause
which is alleged as sufficient to demand
the overthrow of this Government, and
for which swift witnesses in the North
have arraigned the whole Northern peo
ple as negro-stealer- s. If vicissitudes so
trifling to this species of property demand
the disruption of the nation, bow can it
ever have peace and security so long as
party which sets up such demands has
any existence?

WARRENTON, Va., Nov. M.
