John Morgan's Raid.
The invasion of portions of the popu

lous State of Ohio and Indiana by the
great rebel guerrilla chief, is one of the
most astoundingly . dare-dev- il exploits
among Morgan's numerous reckless ad
ventures. His progress was milked by
the rapid transfer of horses from tha sta
bles of their legitimate owners to the care
of his unscrupulous troopers. II is raid
across the river seems to have been done
mainly to show what he could do with a
few thousand plucky followers. The grand
result, however, may foot a heavy bill of
coMa for him, should he be gobbled up by

oat troops. As success is about the only
evidence of merit in military matters.
should Morgan fall into our hands, he
will be cursed by the rebels for his reck
less ness; but should he escape be will be
applauded as a great hero.

Lust week he made several approaches
to the Ohio river, but found it inconven-
ient to cross, on account of the proximi-
ty of gun-boa- ts that disputed hi pftssae.
He visited Georgetown, in Brown County,
West Union, Adams County, and Pike-to- n,

Pike County, and raided around that
section generally.

At 2 A. M. Friday Morgan was some
fire miles beyond Piketon, on his way to
Jackson. Hobson was about twelve miles
behind Morgan. His men in fine spirits,
but horses jaded. Col. Runkle inoveq
down with strong force from Chillicotbe
to intercept Morgan. Gen. Judah was
on the move from Portsmouth to inter-
cept Morgan should he pass Jackson on
bis way to Gailipolis. The gunboats were
at Gailipolis and Point Pleasant. !fwf
companies of cavalry at Camp Chase
marched Thursday night in a southerly
direction.

The Cincinnati Enquirer of Friday says
the supposition is that Morgan js nioviug
on Gailipolis or for Bufhugton Island,
where there is only thirty inches of wa
ter.

A correspondent of the Cleveland Her-

ald, who is with the 2d Ohio Cavalry,
which is part of Col. Hobson' pptutuand,
started in persuit of Morgan, writing un-

der date of Batavia, Clerraouut County, O.,

July 15, gives some details as follows:

Jlobson's force, including the 2d and
Vth Oho Cavalry, iMU Ohio Mounted In
fantry, 1st, 3d, th, llih, and lath Ken
tucky Cavalry, and zd lennessao coun-
ted Infantry, have now been on th heels
of the ubiquitous John since July 3d,
marching each day about 00 miles, and
sleeping an average of four hours in twenty-l-

our. Since having the Cumberland
river at Jamestown, Jvy., we have inarph-e- d

nearly 400 miles with Morgan invaria-
bly just eight miles ahead."

Ad the "desolaiiou" produced by the
redoubtable raider consists in a few burnt
depot and railroad bridges, and a gener-
al gobbling up of gpod horses all along
his route. lie hves upon .he people, ot
course. Morgan seems to huVp a son ot
highwayman's commission as he ipL
all stores of clothing, money, and in fact,
whatever he can uee or easily carry'.
izens are invariably robbed of money and
watches. From a mail captured ouih of
Louisville, an immense amount of green-
backs was obtained, and this sum has
been considerably augmented since his
ai rival this side the Ohio.

Yesterday morning we left Harrison on
the Indiana line, followed John's track
through Springdale, Glendale, Miamiville,
past Camp Dennison, and camped 7 miles
this side of the latter place. Morgan is

fiOfr reported at Williamsburg, seven

miles from here ready to fight. No dan-
ger of a battle. He won't fight till the
last canine is suspended. However, hn
cannot cross the Ohio, as there is ten foot
rise on and gunboats in abundance. He
will probably make up the river and try
to pet into w est V lrginia.

We cannot catch him till fie is cheeked
in front. He gets al! the fresh horses on
his path, and leaves us our jaded ones.
Hence he can keep out of our way.

The latest news brings the pleasing in-

telligence that Morgan has been hemmed
in, whipped, routed and his band dispers-
ed into fragments. The Cincinnati Ga-

rotte, of Monday last says he was entrap-
ped within five miles of Pomeroy, on Sat-

urday last. The roads were barrricaded
and the militia met him in force; The
fords of the Ohio river were guarded by
gunboats, artillery and sharpshooters.
On learning this Morgan broke up his
band, each squad to take care of itself.
One squad tried to cross the river, but
were fired upon and 150 killed and drown
ed. His battery of six guns was taken.
We lost six killed. The remaining squads
broke for the hills, but were followed and
about 1300 captured. Col. Dick Morgan,
a brother of the General's was captured.
A later report says that 3000 of his band
has been captured. Suffice it is to say, in
brief, John Morgan's raid has ended in
his merited defeat and disgrace.

Resalvsd, That this great question, so
raised and thus to be determined, swal-
lows up all other questions and presents
the only issue fit to divide the American
people.

Resolved, That the question, thus stat-
ed, ap4 ' Pn)y proper disussion is at the
mouth of the cannon arid at the point of
the bayonet, has resolved the American
people into two great parties; one for the
government and its perpetuity the oth-
er against the government and for its dis-
integration and destruction.

Resolved, That hereafter as heretofore,
we, as well as the constituency we repre
sent, are rn favor of a vigorous prosecu
tion ol the war inaugurated by traitors,
without abatement of seal, and to the
end of successful prosecution thereof, are
willing to and will respond, free and cor-
dially, to all of the calls of the govern-
ment for men to fill up the decimated
ranks of pur army, or for money to sus-
tain the men so supplied, until wehall
conquer a peace based only upon the uni-
versal admission of all the people, in all
the states, that "the government, as our
fathers gave it us, must and shall be pre-
served;'' in aJJ its purity, proportions and
strength.

Resolved, That for our army in the field
we have unswerving confidence and uni-
versal respect and sympathy, and a deter-
mination to stand by them and see that
full justice be done, and for the dead
upon an hundred battle-field- tears of
sorrow at their fall, and acknowledge a
debt of gratitude, which we would pay,
were it in the power of mortals so to do.

On motion, a vote of thanks wax ten-

dered the Chairman, Wm. Rice, for his
abje services during the titling of the
Convention.

From the 6th Cavalry
Camp near Antiitam, July 13.

Eds. Chronicle: X soldier in the field,
in times like these, gets little time to'
write for the press. Nearly three weeks
ago I commenced writing a letter for
your paper, but we were ordered to move
before I could finish it, and I should not
be surprised were it so now. Some of
you will recollect that I paid you a Hying
visit in the forepart of last month. I

reached the army on my return, on
of June, and in halt an hour we were

on our wav to the Rappahannock.. . We
stopped for the night at Morrissville, and
earlv the next morn in it crossed the river
at Kelly's Ford and shaped our course
for Stevensburg, a small village about ten
miles from Culpepper. Gen. Gregg was

crossing at the same time at Beverly
Ford, some six miles above.

One squadron, under Major Stanhope
and Capt. Cryer, led the way at full
speed and the rest of the brigade moved
on more steadily. The first squadron
found the enemy in some force in the
town, but drove them out at a run. Soon
they were compelled to retire in turn be
fore two regiments of the enemy, who
advanced upon them. Slowly retiring,
disputing every inch of the ground, they
held the enemy in check until the main
body came up. A brief skirmish ensued,
when two squadrons of the 6th, and one
of the 1st Mass, charged the rebel skir
mishers and drove them in upon the
main body, which force attempted to
stay the tide, but in vain. No sooner did
our sabres appear gleaming in front than
a panic seemed to seize the whole mass ;

they broke and fled in the wildest confu
sion, chased, captured and cut down, on
the road toward Culpepper. Then, when
heavy masses of the enemy were seen ap-

proaching, our boys were with difficulty
recalled from the pursuit. We captured
about forty prisoners, and left the ene
my's dead along the road in profusion.
Our own loss was two or three wounded,
one of whom. Sergeant Dunlap, of Com-

pany G, has since died.
Meanwhile General Gregg was being

bard pressed on the right, and we were
ordered to his relief ; but the fight was

nearly done. We had thrown our force

upon the main body of Lee's great army,
and nothing remained but to make good

our This we accomplished
without los3, bringing all of our wounded
and many of our dead.

We remained on picket and in camp

until the main army changed its base,

and on the 17th ult. started from Mauas-sa- s

Junction towards AMie. We reached
that place about three o'clock in the af-

ternoon, and found the rebels in full pos-

session. In fact, as we afterwards learn-

ed, they were just coming through the
town to make a raid upon us. After a

brief skirmish, we drove them through
the town, but they planted, their batter-

ies and drew up on the hills beyond, de-

termined to check our passage. The Cth

was prdered to the front, and we dashed
through the town lp columns of fours.
As we reached the further edge the rebs
opened on us with four guns. On we

went at a gallop shells bursting to the
right, the left, before and behind us, but
strangely enough none struck our line.
We formed in a hollow jut of range of
their guns.

There was body of rebel infantry in
a ravine beyond us which the Harris
Light Cavalry had vainly tried to dis-

lodge. We were ordered to charge theni
and with a wild yell the regiment went
in. Crack, smash, came the rebel shells
as we rose Jie crest of the hill, but we
heeded them not. Just at the foot of
the hill was a gully from three to six feel
deep and from four to twelve feet wide.

Thh was filled with rebel infantry, and a

line of fire burst from it as we came on.
we stopped nut, nor faltered, mast of our
horses clearing it at a Itound though a few

went down. Once over, woe to the reb-

els. We made sixty prisoners on the
spot, and left several stiffening on the
field. Three of our brave fellows were
killed and twelve wounijej, including
Major Stanhope, who has since died of
his wounds. At dark the rebels with-

drew, and we camped for the night on

the battlefield.
On the I'jt'u wa pushed on in pursuit of

retreating rebels. We found them at
Middleburg and h.d a severe fight, driv
ing them before us. The Cth were not
engaged to any great extent.being placed
as the support pf a battery the greater
part of the day.

On the 21st, a lovely Sabbath morning,
we again moved on the rebels. While
the church lells at home were calling
our friends to the house of God, our can
non were calling the deluded rebels to His
judgement bar. They Red from, hill to
hill and we followed, driving them from
post to post. As we reached the last hill
overlooking the town of Upperville, the
columns of General Buford came in
sight, driving the rebels on a road to our
right. General Kilpatrick, our fiery com-

mander, apxious to be in town before the
regulars, ordered the 6th, who were in
advance, to charge, and away we went
two hundred and fifty against five thou
sand. Just as we reached town, we found
them in line behind a stone wall, impass-
ible for our horses. It was well for both
parties that the wall intervened.
Well for the rebels, else our sabres would
have cut deep into their column, and
we) fqr us, otherwise pot a man would
have escaped.

Before their tremendous fire we recoil
ed, sheathed our sabres, unslung our car
bines and went at them. Other troops
came to our aid. and the rebels fled.
Through the town they fled and we fol-

lowed, fighting from house to house, and
from wall to wall. Individual instances
of bravery were not wanting. Captain
Northway, of Company A. with eight or
feu f W" me dashed on a bodv of reb-

els Ijfty times their own number, but pot
receiving proper support, was forced to
retire.bringing out his men and receiving
a severe sabre cut on his face, which for
a time was no addition to his personal
beauty.

Mounted and on foot we followed the
rebels till we drove them through Ash-by- 's

Gap, in the Blue Ridge, and night
closed the conflict.

It was a complete rout for Stuart, and
the rebels were once more taught the les-

son that their cavalry are no match for
ours.

We remained about Aldee for some
da'B. ana on tu- th of f une we cros?e4
the Potomac at Edward's Ferry, and '

moVed on into Pennsylvania. It was not
our sood fortune to be m the fight at
Gettysburg, as we were on picket some
distance from the battlefield. , ;

On the Fourth of July we joined (ien. f

Kilpatiirk at Emniettsburg, and pushed '

on throii!i a pass in the mountains.
About midnight we fell ujkhi a rebel
train of a hundred wagons, guarded by a
thousand men. The night was as dark
a Erel.us and the rain fell in torrents.
The reba were trudging on, heads bent to
the xtorui. thinking no doubt of pleasant
homes in Dixie, when suddenly, out of

darkness and storm, we fell upon
the'theni. The frightened te misters at

ted to run oil' their wagons, but wheel
locked with wheel and the road w.is soort
nupa sible. We captured the entire
trat and tu ird. The wagon train we
were compelled to burn. Some of the
wagons contained arms, but most of them
contained the plunder extorted by the
rebels from the farmers of j lvanitt.
A more heterogeneous mass of articles it
would be ditlicult to find. Boots, shoes,
hats, cups, clothing of all kinds, even wo-

men's under clothing, cooking utensils,
school books, Ag. Nothing seems to
have escaped their rapacity. All this
was soon reduced to ashes.

Moving on to Sinithsburg, we skirmish-
ed with the advance of the rebel army,
and fell back to Boonsboro.

Next day General Kilpatrick with a
small force of picked men attacked the
enemy at Ilagi.rstown and Williumsport,
but finding them too strong for him, re-

tired again to Boonsboro. On the second
day the rebels returned our visit, but our
cavalry dismounted and fought them
from behind rock), trees and fences, and
finally routed them, driving them some
four mile? on foot.

We are now with the main army, skir-
mishing almost every day on foot with
our carbines.

When J next write, J liope to report a
glorious victory.

From the 125th

Ciiip Hillsboro, Tenn., July 10.

Dear Chronicle: So incessant has been
our perambulations of late that I have
found neither time nor opportunity to
write to you.

After Gilbert was relieved of his com-

mand at Triune, (to the infinite satisfac-

tion of all concerned) we were hurried to
Murfreesburo. Rosecrans was ready to
move to the front, and two days for rest
and preparation was all that was allowed
us to fit ourselves tor the march. We
were assigned to Wood's Division, 21st

Army Corps, Major General Crittenden
commanding. Heavy rains set in the
day we started, and have continued with
very little intermission since. Our Corps
comprising the extreme left of the army,
took the Manchester road. We made
good time uulil we arrived at Brndysville,
where tlje stone piHe terminated and we
were forced to take the mud. Our long
wagon train soon became involved to an
extent which defied the combined
strength of our disheartened mules. A
regiment at first, and finally a whole
brigade was detailed to assist, but all

would not do; our tardy movements were
like to defeat the purpose which we had
started out to accomplish, and a remedy
must be applied. Orders came to burn
the baggage, tents, messboxes, blankets,

trunks and cooking utensils, and they
were hurled in nd promiscuous mass in-

to the flanjes. Fyen haiuf-triiuk- s were
destroyed, leaving many officers without
a change of clothes. Ammunition and
provisions were alone saved-Agai-

we pushed forward with renew
ed vigor, splashing through the mud and
creeks, clambering over logs and crouch
ing through brush and briers. The reb-

els everywhere fled at our approach. We
pursued them through Hillsboro. Pel-ha-

and as far as the mountains.
Since the 20t)i of June, two dajs after

we left Mm , we have I f n on
half rations. The roads have been ex-

tremely bad, and it has been extremely
bad that it has been impossible to get sup
plies hauled. As a consequence, the
country through we'liave passed has suf-

fered much. yiieat, corn, bacon, pota-

toes, thicken, and everything that men
or horses could subsist upon has been ap
propriated. We are now pleasantly en-

camped at this place, awaiting the arrival
of our supplies. Deserters from the ene-

my eome into our lines daily. They rep--

resent that Tennessee troops will not fol.
low Bragg out of the State, and say that
the mountains are full of deserters. We
have very little idea where Bragg has ta-

ken up his headquarters, but hope to
have an cpjioitutiity to institute a search
soon.

The country through which we have
passed bears many evidences of the evils
of war. The woe-begon-e expression de-

picted in the countenances of the inhab-
itants, however, indicates more certainly
how tired they aie of the present state of
affairs, and how much they long for the
pleasures of other and better days.

The last salt brought to this place pre-

vious to our entrance was procured thro'
a committee of old men sent for that
purpose. They succeeded jn getting
three pounds for each family at an enor-

mous expense. Four dollars a pound
was paid for coffee and three dollars per
pound for sugar. Truly thisrebellion has
been a luxury to the South !

Colonel Opdycke still continues in the
highest favor with the men. His fine
military bearing is remarked wherever he
goes, by both officers and men. During
our hard march through the mud and
rain, he might at limes be seen carrying
before him not less than five guns at
other times he would be walking, while a

fatigued ojficer or soldier would be riding
his horse. We would that there were
more men in the army liRe Colonel Op
dycke.

The health of the regiment wns never
better than now. Late good news from
Yicksburg and the East has greatly elat-

ed us. The prospect of a speedy and suc-

cessful termination of the war is the con-

stant theme of discussion. Through the
suffering and toil of a few more months,
we see the pleasnres of home standing
ferth ip fond rpliff, 2ot that we are
homesiok, for we are not ; but we desire
peace more than war. Yet, tired as we
ure of this most cruel and unnatural re-

bellion, we would not surrender a
principle or yield a point in any way ten-
ding to diminish the former glory of the
Republic.

Rebel Opinion of the Germans.
The following article from the Knox-vill-

(Tennessee.) Register, of June 12th,
a full blooded rebel paper, we commend
to the attention of the Germans in this
section.

President Davis
need not be specially consulted, and if an
accident of this sort should occur to a
plundering band like that captured by
Forest, we are not inclined to believe that
our President would be grentlv dissrrunh
led,

The call of John Hughes, Archbishop
of New York, to those persons whom the
papers call rioters is general. In response
to it some 5000 Irishmen assembled at his
residence this afternoon, including many
known rioters, some of them armed. His
address was quite lengthy. He addressed
them as their father, and declined on d

of being a priest, going into the
question which brought about the present
unhappy state of things. He referred to
Ireland, and thanked God he had come
to this country where no such oppression
existed. He counselled them to bear up
under their snp posed evils rather than
commit a greater. In this country the
government is a foundation, not to be de-
stroyed. Everything is in the hands of
the people, who build the superstructure
every four years. Whether the majority
of the people make a blunder or not, I
am willing to be governed by that major-
ity. He exhorted them to go to their
homes, stop these proceedings and sup-
port the laws, which have not been en-

acted against them because they were
Irishmen and Catholics. The crowd then
peaceably dispersed.

On Wednesday, the Common Council
of New York City met in extra session,
and passed nn ordinance appropriating
two million five hundred thousand dol-
lars for the payment of the three hun-
dred dollar exemption. By the ordinance
each man who is unable to pay the three
hundred dollars, is to receive it from this
fund. If the person drafted afterwards

(lie Lnion ot these Mates will be main-
tained, their Constitution preserved, nnd
their peace and proserity permanently
secured; but these victories have been ac-

corded not without sacrifice of life, limb,
and liberty, incurred by brave, patriotic
and loyal citizens. Domestic affliction in
every part of the country follows in the
train of these domestic bereavements.
It is meet and right to recognize and con-fes- s

the presence, and the powers of His
hand in these triumphs and these sor-
rows.

Now, therefore, be it known that I do
set apart Thursday, the sixth day of Au-

gust next, to be observed as a day for Na-
tional Thanksgiving, Praise and Prayer,
and invite the people of the ITnited States
to assemble on that occasion in their cus-
tomary places of worship, and in the
form approved by their own conscience,
render the homge due to the Divine
Majesty for the wonderful things he has
done on the Nation's behalf, and invoke
the influence of His Holy Spirit, to sub-
due the anger which has produced and so
long sustained a needless and cruel
rebellion; to change the hearts of the in-

surgents ; to guide the counsels of the
Government with wisdom adequate to so
great a National emergency, and to visit
with tender care and consolation through-
out the Iwngth and breadth of our land.
all those who, through the vicissitudes of
marches, voyages, battles and sieges, have
been brought to suffer in mind, body or
estate, anil finally to lead tho whole na-
tion through the paths of repentence and
submi-sio- n to the Divine will, back to the
perfect enjoyment of Union and frater-
nal peace.
