Against Gen. Garfield as a citizen
and a man, I shall have nothing to say; but
there are grave objections to his course as a
Representative in Congress, which, inas-
much as he is a candidate for it
is proper for me, in a tair way, to criticise.
He, in my judgment, made a great mistake
in opposing a joint resolution of the Military
Committee to continue bounties to volun-
teers. Gen. Farnsworth, of 111., on the 6th
day of January, 18G4, from .the Military
Committee, reported resolution to
continue the the payment of bounties till the
1st of March next thereafter. :Ia opposing
this joint proposition, Gen. Garfield said,
"Before I vote for this resolution I desire to
know whether the Government is deter-
mined to abandon the draft. If it be its
policy to raise an army solely by volunteer-
ing and paying bounties we have one Jine of
policy to pursue If the conscription law is
to be anything but a dead letter on the stat-
ute books our line of policy is a very differ-
ent one. I ask the gentleman from Illinois
to inform me what course is to be adopted.
I am sorry to see in tins resolution the indi-
cation of a timid and vacillating course. It
is unworthy the dignity of our Government
and our army to use the conscription act as a
a d the bounty system as a bait
to alternately scare and coax men into the ar-

my. Let lis give liberal bounties to veteran
tcho uuiy and for rate rceruiU

use Vie draft."
Sol withstanding this severe assault, the

resolution passed the House by the decided
vote of 112 to 2. Gen. Garfield was a young
man and a young meMber,-B- & atrH- -

opposition of all the copperheads north of
Dixie. In those t, whoso quotas
were but partially filled prior to the passage
of the new law, recruiting has been entirely
stopped, and the peoplo discouraged because
that such an illiberal,' harsh and crushing
