Kempton Visits Howland Springs.
Mr. Editor : If there is one thing that

pleases me mora than another, it is a little
recreation in the country. It isn't often that
I can lay aside tbo cares of business, and in-

dulge in pleasures of this sort, and it is only
when I km very much depressed in spirit,
and feel the need of a little relaxation, that
I permit myself to roam the green clad
woods, climb the rocky hills, chase the little
butterflies, sing sweet songs, and otherwise
disport myself in a manner altogether gay
and frisky. From my youth up i have been
an ardent admirer of the beauties of nature,
and in my younger days was wont to go in-

to raptures over a tender fragile flowor, and
was in transports of delight whilo in the
presence of a young, beautiful and gushing
girl of sixteen or thereabouts. But one of
these gushing creatures proved too much for
mo. She overwhelmed me with the violence
of her affection, and completely submerged
me in the ocean of her love. Before I was
well aware of what was going on, I discov-e- d

myself a married man. Instead of walk-
ing the path of single blessedness, which
leadeth straight to happiness, I found myself
treading the broad highway of matrimony,
which leads to untold misery.

My health for a few days past has been de-

clining. The usual stimulants have failed to
keep my system well regulated. I seem to
require a larger quantity, and experience less
satisfaction than formerly. Something was
wrong with me. While thinking of what I
should do to set myself to rights again, some
one proposed spending an afternoon at How-lan- d

Springs. The mineral waters might
benefit me, and a little judicious exercise on
the bowling alley might do mo considerable
good I was pleased with the idea, and the
party was made up at once. There were six
of us, all mairied men, and we purposed
leavine our wives and babies at home. The
time was fixed for the next Saturday after
noon. ivery arrangement was complete.
When the time arrived, all were ready.
Thinking the Springs might refuse to yield
a sufficient supply of water, I caused to be
taken along in a stone jug, a quantity of the
one thing needful in the event of anything
of the kind happening. ' About one o'clock
P. M., we started, and in due time arrived
at the Serines. After seeing the horses tak
en care of, we proceeded to the bowling al-

ley, and at once commenced operations by
choosing sides, laying off our coats, rolling
up sleeves, ana otherwise preparing to go in
on our muscle. 1 not onlv went to tne
Springs for the exercise of rolling, but to try
the effects of the mineral waters. And in
order that I should not too greatly aston- -

lsn my stomach by the admission oi mis
strange water, I quietly prepared the way by
imbibing a wholesome quantity of the con-

tents of the stone jug. I was soon sensible
of its soothing effects, but thought the time
nad not quite arrived to test tne virtues oi
the waters. Soon taking a little something
more, I was in a good condition to roll as I
supposed My turn arriving about this time,
1 stepped upon tne alley, wet my lingers in
the tin pail, and took up one of the balls with an
ease and grace that showed my friends I was
at one time familliar with the business be-

fore me. Moving forward in the same
manner as those who have had considerable
experience in rolling, I sent my ball rolling
down the alley with a velocity that excited
tbe admiration of my friends, but it failed
to connect with the pins and went off the al-

ley to the right Nothing daunted, I took
another ball and advanced as before and dis-

charged it with most excellent judgment,
but the result proved the execution to be bad.
This time it went off to the left. My oppo-
nents encouraged me with cheers, kindly ex-

pressions of regard, &c Taking the third
ball, I deliberately went forward, and care-
fully measuring the distance, sent it flying
down tho alley ; this time it connected with
the pins, for I knocked the one on the right
corner "higher than a kite." I was disap-
pointed at the result of my rolling. I ex-

pected to do better than I did. I knew it
was in me, and determined it should come
out, The little exercise I had already tak-
en, coupled with the remarks of all parties,
made me a little nervous, and in order to
steady my nerves, I deemed it essential I
should drink something quieting. I there-
fore once more resorted to the stone jug.
When my turn came again, I went forward,
and succeeded in knocking down three pins.
The small boy who set up tho pins yelled
out, "Guess old Kemp Whit much on a
roll." Some of the party laughed, but I
proposed going down and throwing him out
of the window, but my friends objected, and
I finally concluded not to do anything of the
sort Ketirtd once more for a drink. Be-

came satisfied about this time that whisky
pure whisky, the fluid extract of corn and
rye was infinitely superior to all mineral
waters, and that the man who would change
or mix drinks in these cholera times, must
be a fool indeed. When my turn again
came, I knocked seven pins in as many dif-
ferent directions. My opponents didn't en-

courage me as much as they did. Took an-

My mind was filled with forebodings
of the reception I should meet with, from
Airs, b.., with whose peculiarities you are
somewhat familliar.

Arriving m town soon after dark, I pro
ceeded straight home. The first person I
met after entering the house was my wife,
who, seeing an expression of pain upca my
face, became alarmed, aod anxiousl in-

quired what was the matter. I informed
her that l had met with a little reciaent
down town, and wanted Test, and a cold
whisky "punch" "stiff." She said I could
have the rest, but that I couldn't get the

'punch." I attempted to argue the matter
with her, but she wouldn't listen to me, and
said I could make a beast of myself down
town, but as long as she bad strength and
breath in Her body, I coulon t get orunit in
my own house, and more to the same effect
And this is the woman who once upon a
time promised to "love, honor and obey" me

my feelings whatever, 6he openly defies mo
in my own house, refuses to pormit me to
enjoy the blessedness of repose, the consola-
tion of tho most delicious of all drinks, a
"punch, and otherwise shamefully treats me,
while I am the most tender and affectionate
of husbands, provide her with all tho food
and clothing she needs, and generally let her
have her own way. '

My bruises pained me so much I was iOon
obliged to go to bed. Mrs. K., procuring a
bottle of liniment, rubbed my back with it,
at the same time preaching to me a regular
temperance discourse. I affectionately re-

quested her to stop talking her nonsense to
me, but she paid no heed to my remarks, but
continued to rub and talk, until between the
pain from the bruises and the olatter of her
tongue, I was in indescribable misery.

Report of the Judiciary
on Jeff. Davis.

The Committee on tho Judiciary have
made a report in which tliey sav it is noto-
rious that Jefferson Davis wai guilty of the
crime of treason according to the Constitu-
tion and laws of the Unit.nl Sutes, and the
Committee are of opinion that there are no
obstacles to a spuc-d- and impartial' trial,
which cannot bo removed by legislation.
They say that the evidence in possession of
the Committee connecting Jeff Davis with
the assassination of President Lincoln justi-tifi-

them in saying that there is probable
cause to believe that he was privy to tho
measures which led to tho commission of the
deed, but the investigations which have been
made by tho War Department, and by the
Committee, have not resulted in placing the
government in possession of all the facts in
tho case. It is probable, however, that the
further prosecution of the investigation bv
tho Committee and by the officers of the
government, will result finally in a full de-

velopment of the whole transaction. The
capture of tho rebel archicves has put the
government in possession of a massof letters,
papers and documents of various kinds only
a portion of which has as yet been examined.

Tho Committee submit a mass of testi-
mony, showing that the rebel authorities,
under tho direction of Davis, declined to
give negro soldiers and their officers the treat
ment duo to prisoners of war. It is shown
that General Kirby Smith objected to the
capture of negroes in arms, and a letter from
him to Gen. Dick Taylor is quoted, in which
he says : "I have been unofficially informed
that some of your troops have captured ne
groes in arms. I hope this may not be so,
and that your subordinates in command of
capturing parties may have recognized tho
propriety ot giving no Quarter to armed ne
groes and their officers." A messaga of Jeff.
Davis is also quoted, in which he proposes
that Union officers in command of negro
troops, when captured, shall be dealt with as
criminals engaged in exciting servile insur-
rection. With regard to the maltreatment
of Union prisoners generally, it is shown
mat j en. Davis declared tne Union troops
incendiaries and robbers, who had forfeited
tneir claim to be treated as prisoners of war.
A great mass of testimony is adduced, to
show that the prisoners were treated in ac-
cordance with tho views of Davis as above
set forth. The documents cited are all of
rebel origin and show that the prisoners at
the South were jn a frightful condition.
The facts were frequently brought to the
notice of the Confederate authorities at
Richmond, but without avail. A letter
from one Sabina Dismuhes, dated at States-bur- g,

S. C, Oct 12th. 1864. to Jeff. Davis.
says with regard to the sufferings of the
prisoners at l lorence : "If such thingj are
allowed to continue, they will most surely
draw down some awful judgement upon our
country. It is a most horrible national sin
mat cannot go unpunished. If we cannot
give them food and shelter, for God's sake
send them back to Yankee land, but don't
starve tbe miserable creatures to death."
Accompanying the letter was an article from
the Sumter Watchman, giving the details of
a visit made by tne writer to the prison at
Florence, ino account is a most horrible
one. The prisoners are described as "filthy,
diseased, famished men, with no hope of re--
uei except oy oeatn. ah were in rags and
barefoot ana crawling with vermin. While
the reporter was there, a rain storm took
place, and ho describes the avidity with

i. : -- V. . . . : i i . . . . . .
wuicu me prisoners weicomea u: "opening
their mouths to catch the drops, while one
would wash the other with his hands, and
then receive from him the like kind office."
A great mass of similar testimony is submit-
ted, all going to show that Davis was fullv
aware of the condition of the prisoners. Con-
siderable space is devoted to the machina-
tions of Clement C. Clay, Beverly Tucker,
George N. Sanders, Jacob Thompson, and
umwa iu vzuiauu uuruig uitt war, &nu it is
shown that a portion of the rebel secret ser-
vice money was paid to one Hyams who
rendered services in carying boxes of small-
pox clothing to be sold at Washington. In
connection with these matters a large num-
ber of these documents are submitted. In
all of these schemes it is shown that Davis
was concerned, and tho committee arguf
that tho fact is a bar to the plea that he and
his associates were incapable of tho crime of
assassination. In further confirmation of
this view, copies are given of letters from a
foreigner named DeKalb. who proposed to
blow up the Capitol at Washington "when
Abe and his myrmidons and the Northern
Congress members were assembled there."
One of these letters is endorsed by Walker,
rebel Secretary of War. Another letter
from one Paramore, stating he had found a
means of disposing of the leading chractcrs
of the North in an underhand manner, is
endorsed by Jeff. Davis himself. Another
letter from one H. C. Durham, directly pro
posing tho assassination of beward, .Lincoln
Greely, Prentice, &c, written to Davis, and
referred by him to the rebel Secretary of
War, is produced. The Committee urge
that these letters prove conclusively that Da-

vis and his Cabinot knew that plots of as
sassination were on foot Copious extracts
from the testimony given on the trial oi
Pavne. Mrs. Surrat and their accomplices,
are submitted, ail tending to confirm the
opinion. It is also stated that amdavits nave
been taken by the judge Advocate uenerai,
from several persons who swore that they
were present at an interview between Sur-rat- t,

Davis and Benjamin, further establish-
ing the guilt of Davis, but on being brought
before the Committee these parties retracted,
but without giving any satisfactory reasons
for so doing. The report closes with reso
lutions declaring there is nothing to prevent
the trial of Davis for treason, and that it is
the duty of the Executive to investigate the
facts connected with the assassination. .rie
Dispatcli.

A.elly in about twentv minutes
walked up to the voting place and coollv
put a pistol to Ham's head and fired. Ham
was shot the second time in the side by anoth-
er man. At the same time tho rebels began
to shoot down Union men.

Koberts was shot in tho hip.
Almost simultaneously with Kelly's shoot-

ing Ham, a party of fifteen rebels, from an-
other precint, dashed up on horseback, and
began to fire at Union men. . The Union
men were driven off, went home, got their
guns and roturned to tho
scene of action, and drove the rebels and
have been hunting them down ever since.
Efforts to produce peace are in progress, but
tho Union men feel themselves outraged, and
are very indignant. Some twenty rebels
have fled the county, and are hidden. Will-
is, and .Roberts were shot in cold blood, they
not knowing that Kelly and Ham had had a
difficulty. A rebel named Moore was killed.
