FARMINGTON.

Address of General Garfield.
FanMisaros, Oor. 26, 1866,

Enrrox Casos1oLE:—We had hoped you
would hsve been present st the dedication of
the Soldiers Monument in Furmington; but
being di inted in this, still hoped some
one would have sent you sreport for your
1ast This having slso failed, 1 thought
sustice demsnded something should be pub-
ished in regard to it

A6 WAS gon known, the time was set
for the claventh of October, drst Thursday
after the State election. On elaction after-
noon itrsived very hard, and more or less
all of Wednesday and Thursday sfternoon.
But the citizens of Farmington, true to their
grit, turned out aXter dinner on Wedneaday,
and prepared seats snd erected s stand, &
litsle north of, snd nesr the monument,
(which stands nesrly in the center of the
new sddition of about four scres of imund
to the old Farmington Cemetery) hoping
thst Thorsday would prove tair and pleasant.
But Thursday morning was rsiny ; wind in
the north eas: betokening & lowery day, and
ihe question was asked by more than one early
in the day, what shall we do, snd where
shall we go, snd where shall we put the
swreaths, that fair hands and Joving hearis
have wrought for the occasion !
