THE MOBILE RIOT.
Attempted Assassination of JudgeKelley.

MORILE, ALA., May 15, 1867.

In the riot last night two men were
killed. One was white, a German, who
was shot through th head and stabbed
afterwards. One was a colored man
who lay in the street till this morning.
The firing extended to various street,
a distance of one mile from the meet
ing, and was from housetops and win
dows. Col. bhepperd, commanding the
United States troops here, will make
an investigation into all the circum-
stances, i

Files, the late Superintendent of
Police, who fired the first shot, which
was aimed at Jndge Kelly, has been
arrested and held in five thousand dol-
lars bail. No other arrests have been
made

Judge Kelley left at noon on a Gov-
ernment transport for Montgomery,
furnished by CoL Shepperd.

The instruments of the band of the
15th United States Infantry, who were
on the platform when the riot com'
menoed, were nearly all broken in the
melee.

The Mobile papers charge Judge
Keller with using incendiary language,

Gen. Echols, Late of the Rebel

Army, Addresses his Colored

Friend.
Some of the Colored Brethren havetheir Say.

[From the American Union.]
STAUNTON, VA., April 29, 1867.

Since the pasasre of the Beconstrection
Bill some of the prominent men of Stai'n-to- n

have been urging tbe colored people
10 invite uen. .bebou to address mem on
the political issues of the day.

Ihey seemed lostn to do so at first, but
after consulting the Bureau Officer they
extended tbe invitation. In due time no-
tice appeared, stating that Gen. Echols
would address tne oolored citizens oi Au
gusta county at tbe Court House, on Sat
urday evening April 2, th.

Saturday evening came. At an early
hour the house was nearly full, black peo-
ple below, in the body of tuo house, white
people in the galleries.

A few white republicans took seats be- -

low. Philip Rosello (colored,) one of the
delegates to the Kiehmond Convention
was called to the vhair. The General be
ing introduced, proceeded to make the fol-
lowing points:

1st. To assure his audience Inat tnoy
were free men, endowed with even more
privileges than he, himself, as he was by
Congress, disfranchised and disqualifiei
for holding any office. ,

2nd That being thus disqualified, he
could have no possible motive in speaking
to them, but a desire to do them good.

3d. That as they were ignorant in po-

litical affairs, they should follow the ad-

vice of such men as they consulted in their
pecuniary affairs of honest intelligent
men, whom they bad always known, and
especially avoid tbe leadership of men
from other States who had selfish nds in
view.

4lh. Tnat they should avoid uniting
themselves with the Radicals, who are led
by Thad, Stevens; that if they thus com
bined themselves against tbe Southern
people, who were their best friends, and
had always boen, tbe white people will
unite against them; that tbey were de
pendent upon the white people for employ-
ment; that the white people had all the
money' and owned all the land; that un-
less they wanted to be destroyed and van-
ish away as the Indians had done, they
had better follow the lead of the pooplu
with whom they live.

6th. That Massachusetts was principal
responsible lor slavery; tnat their lore

fathers were stolen from Africa by the
people of ilaBiachU3tU; t'at neither
Massachusetts nor any of the Northern
States ever freed their slaves; tbey found
that slavery teas not profitable, and then
enacted that their slaves should be free
twenty or thirty years hence, taking caro

that time to sell them all South.
These sentiments were conveyed with

less than tbe average amo int of flowers
and flourish, consuming about two hours

their delivery.
Tne ueneral concluded with some very

pathetic allusions to his own intercourse
witn bis slaves, complimented his dear

black mammy, told how much she
loved him, exhorted the oolored people to

virtuous, to sustain their churches and
ministers, (said nothing about their teach
ers,) and love and be respectful to their
friends.
