Herewith I send
you a copy of the report of George
Robinson, Esq., which will give your
readers, (many of whom are personally
interested in the survey,) and the pub-
lic generally .some idea of the cost and
prospects of the line of railroad to be
built from YouDestown to Newton Falls
and avenna.

Gentlemen : Agreeably to your re-
quest, 1 have made a survey of a Rail
Road Line from Yonngstown to Raven-
na, and found a very favorable route.

Our line commenced on Market St
in Youngstown, where the Lawrence R.
R. is to terminate.and runs on the south
side of the Cleveland and Mahoning
R. R. to the village of Girard.a distance
of about 4 miles. This part of the
line was run, and will have to be built,
ss close as possible to tbe C. & M. R. R ,
as the ground will not permit of diverg-
ing much from the line of that road.

About 2000 feet west of Gtrard we
leave the line of the C. & M. R. S ,
keeping near the Mahoning river, and
find a very favorable line to the village
of Nilee, a distaooeot 4J miles,passing
through Ward t Co's Rolling Mill.
From Niles we run nearly directly west,
to a point in the south part of the vil-

lage of Newton Falls, a distance of llj
miles.' This portion of the line can be
very cheaply built, with the exception
of tbfe crossing of Mahoning slack: wa-
ter, about one mile west of Niles,' and
the crossing of the east branch ot the
Mahoning at Newton Falls, which cross-
ings will both require long bridges.

From Newton Falls tbe line is a very
direct and cheap one to Newport, on
the Ohio and Pennsylvania Canal, a
distance of 4 miles, passing through
McClintocksburg and the center of
Paris.

From Newport we follow the line of
the canal most of the way to a point
about 3 miles east of the east line of
the township of Rsvenna, a distance of
6J miles. This will be the cheapest por-
tion of the road, as we can occupy the
towing path most of the way from the
last named point to the Cleveland t
Pittsburgh R. R. connection, a little
north of the Ohio and Pennsylvania
Canal, and aboutf of a mile south of
the C 1 P depot, a distance of 3 miles.
The division passes over rather rough
ground most of the way, and is the
most difficult and expensive portion of
the route. On the whole the line is a
very favorable one in all respects.
There are no grades greater than 40
feet per mile, and need be no curves of
less than 1500 feet radius; Plenty of
good stone for masonry is reasonably
convenient. Gravel is rather scarce on
the line except at Newport, where
there seems to be plenty, of a tolera-
bly good quality.

For a more detailed description of the
line, I refer you to the map end profile
herewith accompanied.

The total estimated cost of prepar-
ing the line for the track, I have
placed at $39,228 41, exclusive of rights
of wsy. For details, see profile. Cost of
superstructure.inclndiog turnouts and
station houses, 1610,053 60. Total cost
of road, $969,282 0. .

Taxing Government Bonds.

Messrs Butler and Cobb, and the
Republicans who voted with thero, yes-
terday, for a resolution favoring, the
imposition of a tax of "at least ten per
cent," on the interest of the national
bonds, have adopted a questionable
method of serving their party.

Tbe Chicago platform affirms broad
and just principles in regard to the
debt and tbe manner of obtaining re-
lief from its excessive burdens. It rec-
ognizes the "duty of Congress to reduce
the rate of interest whenever it can be
honestly done." but it suggests, as the
condition precedent this, or any other
relief, the improvement of tbe public
credit.

So also in reference to taxation,

Nevertheless, Butler. Cobb & Co- -
while professing solicitude for the suc
cess ot tbe Republican ticket,begin the
campaign by repudiating one of the
strongest ' planks of the Republican
platform. The party ia solemnly com-
mitted ta the preservation of the na-
tional faith, and they start with an un-
blushing violation of a condition on
which the bonds were issued.
