Murder of a Catholic Priest.
A few minutes before eight o'clock,

Mondav evoni nsr. a man fame to the
jail and delivered himself to the jailor.
saying lie nau Kiiiea tne priest ana
wanted to be put in jail. No alarm
had been heard in town, but Mr Beat-t-y

at once confined him to a cell, aud
started down town, and soon met par-
ties from the scene of the murder,
spreading the alarm. A number at
once repaired to the house of the
priest, where thev found him lying
dead on the floor, in his blood. The
priest lived in a small brick house, in
the same yard with the church, which
is located in the extreme south-ea- st

part of town. With him lived a girl
who kept house for him. &be left the
Lome to go to a neighbor's and make
some preparations lor washing, the
next day. On her return, she saw a
man running from the house, and on
entering, found the priest. Rev. J.
C'ovney, lying dead by his table.
John Towers, the man who delivered
himself up as the murderer, said that
he went to confess to the priest, and
that the priest began to abuse him,
and highly insulted him, by g

nim that the Totestant religion was
no better than a dog s, and that he
tutru uic. Alia tt oi iw
Wesson and shot' the
priest as he went to the table to snulf
his candle. The ball entered the
priest's head, about three-fourt- of
an inch above and forward of the left
ear, and passed through to the base of
the brain, killing him instantly.
Powers at once started for the juil, and
delivered himself up. No one
him do the deed: and no one knew he
had been in the house. The girl who
found the prieet, dead, gave the alarm,
which soon spread through the town.

Coroner Jones at once empannvlled
a jury, and Dr. S. W. Fuller exam-
ined the wound. Constable Beatty
and Marshal Sherman were examined
aa to the confession of Powers, on
giving himself up, and the jury re-

turned the verdict that the deceased
came to his death by reason of a pistol
shot wound indicted at the hand of
John Powers, in accordance with the
facts we have given above.

This horrible affair, the killing of a
man in nis own bouse, in tins cold
blooded manner was tli find mnnler
ever committed in our town, and
naturaily caused a great deal of feel
ing ana excitement among all classes
and especially among the members of
Father Covney's own church. There
was talk of lynching the murderer,
but better counsels prevailed, and we
were not railed upon to witness
another tragedy, that for awhile
threatened us.

After the fact of the murder was as-
certained, and the particulars learned,
the inquiries came next, "who is
Powers?" What was his motive for
killing the priest?" The first ques-
tion was easily answered. Powers
was born in Ireland, and when a boy
lived in Bellefontaine. His mother
was a member of the Catholic Church.
But, we are told, that when a boy.
Powers left the Catholic Church, and
joined the Methodist and he says
himself that he joined the Baptist
Church in Chicago. Thirteen years
ago, he left Bellefontaine, but has
returned several times since, to visit
a married sister a Mrs. McMahn.
Last Friday, he came here on a visit
of this nature. His brother-in-la- w

was the only near neighbor of the
priest, and lived just across a narrow
alley from his residence. Powers is a
single man, 'about 23 years of age,
stout built and of rather good appear-
ance though having a down-cas- t and
treacherous look.

In answer to the question, "What
was his motive for the murder? there
was and could be no satisfactory an-
swer. The whole affair seemed to be
wrapped in incomprehensible myste-
ry. There were rumors that his
brother-in-la- had had a difficulty
with the priest before Powers came
here, but it was slight, and not of a
nature to arouse such diabolical pas--

In answer to
the question, why he killed the priest,
he related an inoohcrent, rambling,
wild story, about his being born in
the Catholic Church goiug to Texas,
where he felt, being a strong man
with a good constitution, that Cod
had calli'd him to do something for
Him, for the flag and old Ireland he
carried a flag some two feet long aliout
his hotly, which he frequently show-
ed, when about town and
Sunday that God tb rowed tempta-
tion iu his way from Heaven by put-
ting him in love with a young lady,
whom he followed one 'day to the
Catholic Church that just before lie
reached the Church he "struck a
statute," (assuming the position as he
realized it,) and began to tremble, and
was fixed to the spot, and his head
turned to the East where the sun was
rising mid followed it to the West
where it set and that he then began
to shake aud he knew he was called
to lie a warrior that a priest there
published him after he went to Chica-
go, and joined tho Baptist Church,
and that it became a romance in all
the papers about loving through
thick and thin tc, &c; that he wrote
to the priest, to stop it. but he didn't
do it he came to iSellefouiitaine and
thought he would confess to the priest,
and make it all right, as "they claim
you know, and there is forgiveness in
the cross" that he went to the priest
on Sunday, to confess, but the priest
put him off and that he went on
Monday evening, and the result was
as related above. He slid that his
brother-in-law- 's trouble had nothing
lo do in the matter that he never had
anything to do with other people's
quarrel.

The story he told, and his earnest,
manner, with the pecu-li- er

lurking expression of his eyes,
all left upon us, and those who were
with us, the impression that the man
was a maniac crazy doubtless on the
subject of religion or love or both.
We knew it was common to play the
crazy game, but in this case we felt
there was nothing assumed and no
attempt at it.

Father Covney was about fifty years
old and has been priest of the church
here about seven years. His death is
deplored by our people of all relig-
ions.

Powers will doubtless be indicted
by the Grand Jury, now in session,
and be tried at the present term of
Court. If he is insane, he will be
sent to the asylum. If not insane, he
ought to have speedy justice meted
out to him on the gallows.

The body of Father Covney was
kept till Wednesday forenoon, when
it was buried according to the rites of
his church a large concourse of our
citizens attending the funeral services,
which were conducted by six pritsts
from other places.

Dreadful Fall of a Girl from the

The daring feats of a young girl
known as M ile Zagrino, who is ouly
fourteen years of age, have for some
time excited the admiration of the
habitues of the Varieties Theater.
Mounted upon a bar hanging twenty-fiv- e

feet above the floor, this beautiful
child would balance herself, with
arms outstretched and a smile Uon
her face, and then swinging in long
oscillations, stand upon one foot, look-
ing more like a creature of the air
than a being of the earth.

Last night M'lle Zagrino was going
through her usual trapeze perform-
ances, and had come to that part
where she stands on one foot, with
the bar in rapid motion, when she
lost her balauce. She attempted to
grasp the bar with her hands, but
missed it, and fell headlong upon the
floor insido of the orchestra railing,
striking on her right hand aud break-
ing her wrist. A deep gash was also
cut in her forehead, and her shoulder
was severely bruised.

A cry of horror arose from the au-
dience as the girl fell, and men started
up iu the wildest excitement. Every
cheek turned as pale as ashes, and
men and women became as tremulous
as though stricken with palsy.

On striking the floor near the bass
viol, the girl lay still, aud it was sup-
posed that she was dead. Her father,
who had been watching the perform-
ance from the stage, at once came for-
ward, aud leaping into the orchestra,
lifted up the lifeless form of his
daughter and plated her upon the
stage. iShe was then carried behind
the scenes, ami three physicians sent
for. The audience were informed

I that M'lle Zagrino was only slightly
injured, and the show went on two
comic songs being next on the pro
gramme.

In a few minutes the girl revived,
and was able to speak. iSbe said she
felt no great pain except in her wrist,
and begged the doctors not to disturb
her. No other bones were broken ex-
cept at tho wrist. Such were the
statements of the ushers, but the au-
dience were of the opinion that the
injuries were of a more serious nature,
aud considering that the fall was an
unbroken one of twenty-fiv- e feet, it
would be strange if severe internal
injuries were not the result. '" .

Since writing the above the girl has
been removed to the Everett House.
The physicians report that both her
wrisLs are broken, and that her in-

juries are of a serious nature. The
wound on the head is quite severe.

One of the newspapers mentions the
case of a gentleman who married a
person on account of the vigorous
manner in which she wielded a sweep-
ing brush. Borne other persons have
married for reasons equally extraordi-
nary. Judge Hugh Breckenridge, of
the Supreme Court of Pennsylvania,
the witty author of "Modem Chival-
ry," whilst riding through Westmore-
land county, Pa., saw a young girl
who wa? going out to milk the cows,
place her hand on the top rail of a
fene, and spring over.

No one ought to try to rpt along
without the journal published in bis own
county. As a taxpayer, interested in the
public and ollicial affairs of his county,
the local piqier gives him information he
can get in no other publication infor-
mation worth to him every year in dol-
lars and cents many times the cost of
subscription. As a citizen, interested in
local politics, social, religious and edu-
cational movements, the county paper
keeps a record for him which be cannot
do without. As a neighbor, interested
in the local news of the community, the
county paper keeps him thoroughly post-
ed. Finally.as a parent, heeannot atTord
to let his family do without the advan-
tages that come from the regular visits
of the county paer. (92 a year, in ad
vance. )

PAPERS.
It is probably within the limits of ,

iruui to asHeri tnat more man nan oi tne
aimcttltural papers and maga-

zines in the country are conducted by
Bohemians who know no mora about
farming than the ordinary political ed-
itor, and that's precious little. If there
be really valuable, agricultural periodi-
cals, farmers should take them ; and in
making the selection good judgment
would suggest that they take the paper
of that character published nearest them,
as being the most likely to answer then-purpos-

EDUCATIONAL PAPERS
Ought not to be loft out of the count.
There are but few published, and teach-
ers will not find it difficult to make a
selection.

Are as numerous as the sects they repre-
sent, and powerful evangelists when
they do not ioso sight of their distinctive
religious character.

THE DAILY NEWSPAPERS
Is a necessity something in which to
"live, move and have a being" wherev-
er there is a daily mail. Hut the main
reliance, in the country, is on the Week-
ly for news, politics and miscellaneous
reading. In these matters the country
pacr cannot always fnmish a supply
equal to the demand. If it does justiee
to its local matters it will have room for
only summaries of news, at times,
though, as a general thing, the country
press gives about all there is worth
knowing, but it isn't spread out like one
sheep on a thousand hills. To those
who are able to take another weekly,
there is no lack of opportunities. The

Country Roads.
At this season of the year when nearly

all the roads are in a bad condition, it ils

well for all concerned to consider how to
make them permanently better. On this
subject the Klgin (111.) Watchman makes
some capital suggestions which we com-
mend to our rural friends:

tiood roads are an evidence of civiliza-
tion. As the old Romans progressed in
national prido, age, prowess and educa-
tion, and as their empire extended its
limits over the area of Kurope, it became
necessary to have ready means of com-
munication. Steam was then a latent
force, the vehicles were of a rude and
clumsy description and the manner of
travel demanded smooth and well graded
paths. To facilitate the movement of
arm ies was the principal object, it may be,
iu the construction of the magnificent
roads built by orders of the Roman Em-
perors, which y are yet in use in
Kurope, and later civilizations has reaped
the benefits as well.

Almost every European Government
has built excellent roads and great lines
of travel, and the money so expended ban
been returned an hundred fold.

Our own Government, in an early day,
also turned its attention to building high-
ways, and the National Road through
Maryland and over the Alleghanies is
now one of the finest in the world. The
Eastern States are more or loss paying
attention to the construction of country
roads. The necessity for this Improve- -'

ment exists iu this country y. j

It is customary every vear to call out I

citizens and have theni devote so many
davs to "lixine" the roads. Wo ask in
all" sincerity, are the roads materially
benefited by snch spasmodic efforts, un-

dertaken generally at a season of the year
when, bv the action of nature such work
is of the least value. To simply plow
and scrape up into the centre of a road-
way, without adding anything calculated
for permanency, is but a waste of time
and money. So scientific or practical
arranttoments are made to effect or facili-
tate drainage, the great object to be at-

tained, and the only dosire seems to be
to put in so many days and comply with
the law.

If time and labor, as compared with ob-

jects attained, is computed, the present
manner of working roads results in a
dead loss. Every pathmaster has his
notion. That word expresses it exactly.
There is no plan for permanency involv-
ed at all. If Tom, Dick, or Harry wants
the work done one way, it Is so done, the
next annual election puts in a new man,
and be changes or leaves uncompleted
the plan of his predecessor, and as a

no system is followed, no sub-
stantial good Is accomplished, and the
roads are horrible seven months in tho
year.

How to effect a change for the better is
the question t us suggest ono plan :

Let this township vote a tax for road
purposes, to bo raised in money. Em-
ploy a practical engineer or surveyor for
a few days to establish the grade on some
principal town road, with reference to
the draiuage, etc; then employ some re-

liable man with bis team, paying him
good wages, who will work upon a plan,
carefully considered and well under-
stood, until the requirements of the road
are completed. Let the work be done
right if it takes a year. Have every wet

well drained aud gravelod, every
Elace filled, every hill properly smoothed,
stones taken up, culverts cleared outs and
ditches kept in condition, and in a short
time those who use that road will see
good results. I.et the system, as rapidly
as possible, be adopted on every road,
and in a lew years we shall havo good
highways. The existence of such would
raise the price of land more than enough
to pav all the expenses, and we believe
the experience of one year would ao con-

vince all parties of its utility that they
would insist upon a larger expenditure
each vear until the work was thoroughly
done, and then the annual expenso of
keeping in repair would tc ngnt in-

deed.
Judicious expenditure will obviato, in

a great measure, this almost continual
nuisance of horrible roads in a town and

Livingstone's Safety and Discoveries
Reported in India.

BOMBAY, Oct. 9, 1869.
The news to the effect that Dr. Liv-

ingstone had arrived at t'jiji, a town in
the Cnvamweri's territories, onlv some
300 miles from the Zanzibar coast, has
been followed by a further letter from
Dr. Kirk, the British political a;ent at
Zanzibar, containing additional and yet
more interesting items. Since the de-

spatch of Dr. Kirk's hurried letter of the
30th of August he has conversed at length
with the Arab traders, who brought the
verbal request for some brandy to be
forwarded to I'jiji, and has also received
a short letter from the intrepid explorer
himself. This letter is dated 8th July,
lsfif, from near Lake Bangweloo, but
onlv reached Zanzibar the 7th Septem-
ber' last. Dr. Kirk states that it is very
brief and he has only transmitted au
extract of a few lines from it Itut this
extract, as will be seen, cnntiins the
most important information. It roads
as follows:

I may say that I have found what I believe
to be the sources of the Nile, between ten
and twelve degrees south, or nearly the
position assigned to them by Ptoleniy.

Dr. Kirk further writes that "Dr. Liv-
ingston appears to have discovered a
number of lakes of considerable size."
They are about ten days' march in length
and'liko the Xyassa, Tanganyika and
the Albert Xyanza, are overhung by
high mountain slopes, which open out
into bays and valleys and gullies. Dr.
Livingston, however, has not sent on
any details of these discoveries, asd the
bitter facts have been gathered by in-
terrogating the Arab traders.

It will probably be now shown that all
these vast interior lakes, like the great
northern lakes of the United Slates,
communicate with ev-- h other and form
a connected chain. It is only natural
also to suppose that the country in the
vicinity of these new lakes discovered
by Dr. Livingstone will be found to be
as fertile and as well adapted for Euro-
pean colonization as that round the lakes
of Speke and Grant. A flood of light
will soon be shed upon the "possibili-
ties" of this wonderful land, which not
very many years ago was generally bo- -
lieved to be a baren desert. Who can
aav that even the present (feneration win ,

not see it develop into a civinzea Angio- -
Saxon community, with a grand future
of unlimited freedom and abundant ma-
terial prosperity?

The dangers" of the Doctor's journey
are now comparatively over. Ujiji is
only some 3uu milesJrom the coast, and
a road, frequented by regular caravans
and at present, luckily, also quite safe,
exists between it and the sea. The ter-
ritories through which the Doctor has
now to pass are under the rule of a
friendly power, and it is not improbable
that he will accompany the carvan which
was to aet out a month after the depart-
ure of the last.

The National Credit.
Everything seems to bo working fa-

vorably towards an appreciation of the
national credit For the whole of tho
three months, ending 30th of (September,
tho aggregate receipts were ?llX19-,77-

and tho payments fr2,b7,93 of which
sum thirtv-seve- n and a half millions
were for in'torest, and thirty-fiv- e millions
for the general expenditure of the Gov-

ernment The Secretary had thus an
accumulating balance of forty-nin- e mil-

lions during the quarter towards paying
off the principal of the debt. With this
money he baa bought forty-on- e millions
of bonds, on which he has paid a premi-
um of $8,322,791. If we loot at the spe-
cific items of which these aggregates are
composed, we shall find abundant reason
for gratification. The customs duties

mounted to 52 millions, against 44 mil-

lions for the previous quarter, and 4'J mil-

lions for the foregoing one. The internal
revenue yielded 47 millions, against 56
millions for the June quarter, 32 millions
for the March quarter, and 30 millions for
tho quarter ending December, laort.
For the quarter ending September
30, of last year, the internal taxes yield-
ed no more than 33 millions. Nothing
more satisfactorily proves the efficiency
with which the internal revenue is col-

lected, and it is not possible hut that the
national credit will steadily improve.

Putting up Stoves.
In consequence of the arrival of cold

weather once more, about these days
there is a universal putting up of stoves,
preparatory for tho winter campaign,
and undoubtedly a good deal of profani-
ty indulged in. One who has consider-
able experience in the work of putting
np stoves, says the the first step to be
taken, is to put on a very old and ragged
coat, under the impression that when he
geu his mouth full of plaster, it will keep
his shirt bosom clean. 'ext he gets his
hands inside the place where the pipe
outfit to go, ami blacks his fingers, and
then he carefully makes a black mark
down on one side of hia nose.

In this way
the load is started from the woodshed to-

ward the parlor. Going througb the
door the head of tho family will carefnU
ly swing his side of the stove around and
jam his thumb nail against the door.

This part ofC the ceremony is never
om itted.

Having got tho stove comfortably in
place, the next thing is to find the legs.
Two of these are left inside the stove
since the spring before. The other two
must be hunted after for twenty-fiv- e

minutes. They ore usually found under
the coal. Thou the head of the family
holds op one side of the stove while his
wife puts two of the legs in place; and
next be holds the other side while the
other two are fixed, and one of the first
two falls out. By the time the stove is
on its legs he gets reckless and takes off
his coat regardless of bis linen. Then
goes for tho pipe and gets a cinder in hia
eye. It dont make any difference how
well the pipe was put up last year it will
lie found a little too short or a little too
long.

So be
goes to the woodshed and splits one end
of the pipe with an old axe and squeezes
it in his hands to make it smaller. Fi-
nally he gets the pipe in shape and finds
the stove does not stand true. Then
himself and wife and the hired irirl, move
the stove to tho left, and tho legs fall out
again. Next it is to move to the right
More difficulty with the legs.
