About this time the Congregational
Church was divided, a portion of iu
members leaving and forming a
Presbyterian Church, with Rev.

Lecture John H. Su- rratt--He Tells
a Long Revelations

of the Abduction Plot.
John II. Surratt delivered a lecture

on Tuesday night, at Rockville, Mil,,
in the course of which he said he was
introduced to John Wilkes Booth in
the full of ls6i. A'ter meeting sev-
eral times, Booth declared to him a
plan for effecting an exchange of

which the I'nited Matesiirisoners, lie said, had refused.
The plan was to kidnap President
Lincoln and carry him to Richmond.
Surratt, after two days' reflection, in-

formed Booth of his willingness to
join the plot, but such athing nsassas- -
bi nation was never spoken oi ny any
of the party. Months passed before
an npiwrtunUy was presented for at-

tempting the capture. All arrange-
ments were perfected, and boats were
in readiness to carry them acros the
river.

One day they received information
that the President would visit Sev-
enth street Hospital for tho purpose
of being present at an entertainment
to be given for the benefit of wounded
soldiers.

The report reached them only about
three-qnarte- of an hour before the
time appointed, but so perfect was
their communication that they were
instantly in their saddles on the way
to the Hospital. This was betweeu
one and two o'clock in the afternoon.
It was their intention to seize the
carriage, which was drawn by a splen-
did pair of horses, and to have one of
their men mount the box and drive
uirect tor Maryland, via
llenning's bridge, over the eastern

confident that all the cavalry in Wash-ingto- n

could never overtake them.
They were mounted on swift horses,
besides having a thorough knowledge
of the country, it being determined to
abandon the carrage after passing the
city limits.

They depended for success upon the
effectivenessof the blow and the cele-
rity of their movements. To their
great disappointment, however, the
President was not there, but another
of the Government officials, Mr.
Chase, he believed. They did not
disturb him. This was their last at-
tempt. A separation finally took
place.

This scheme of abduction wts con-
cocted without the knowledge or the
assistance of the Confederate Govern-
ment in any shape or form. Surratt
left Washington on the 4th of April
for New York, two days before Lin-- ,
coin's death.

After the abduction scheme had a
failed, I went to Richmond to carry a
message to Canada, and returned and
succeeded in reaching Washington
safely, and in passing up Seventh
street I met one of the conspirators,
who inquired what had become of
Hoot ti.

LETTER FROM GERMANY.

WESTERN GERMANY.
We arrived at this point Saturday

night, November 5, after having a
most prosperous journey across the
English Channel and throUL--h He!.
Kium anl Germany. There were no

u"nne,i:'cci,,el,ts of travel, or anything to
awasen a lear. )e passed through
Belgium and saw that low, flat coun-
try, its ditches and queer sort of culti-
vation. They were digging tho crops
for winter, and not husKiug them, as
we do in November, for tiiey raise
little or no corn. Their crops are
potatoes, turniiw, and other unknown
but very common vegetable. The
women are out nt work in full force.
They have very little to do in house-
keeping, for tho houses are very small
and require little attention. They
are small cots, or cabins, of one story,
with thatched or tiling roofs. They
uo not exnioii mucn taste either in
their houses or fields. They are ex-
ceedingly plain people; appear to be
very cleanly and industrious. We
passed through Burges, Ghent and
Brussels. Tne first famous for its old
churches; the second is a large manu-
facturing city. Brussels claims to be
one of the best built and most respect-
able cities on the continent. We
topped one night at

COLOGNE.
And lodged at the Hotel de Hollande.
This is a magnificent hotel, situated
on the banks of the lib ine, and is
especially convenient for American
travelers because the clerks apeak
English. The bill was seven thalers,
paid in English money, for which a
small premium wa3 given. Instead
of buying a bottle of" cologne, hun-
dreds of which were in the windows,
as a memorial of our visit there, we
visited the wonderful cathedral, and
bought a photograph of it as it will
be when completed. The foundations
of this immense church were laid in
the thirteenth century, and its top
stone is not yet reached. The work
upon it has not been constant, on
account of the lack of money. Do-
nations for the purpose of complet-
ing it have beeu made by the
Queen of England, and also from the
treasury of Spain. We went inside
and passed through several aisles, and
along under the central naive, said to
be the highest in the world. The roof
is supported by several rows of large
pillars, each of which is composed of
a number of distinct round columns.
The walls are surrounded by various
forms of carved statuary. The chief
feature of the interior of the building
is tne stained glass of the windows.
1 hey are all covered with every form
of color, representing various differ
ent objects and persons of a sacred
nature. These windows are aeen.rded
the finest in Europe.

UP THE RHINE.
It was impossible to go un the river

by the steamer, as it is flooded and
dangerous. The railroad runs along
me oauus oi tne Khine in a man-- 1
n ... sioiiloe o !,, .. zr..j..w v. v s iiuusuu
river. The river is distinctly seen
most of the way up to Mayence. the
headof steam navigation. Until after
passing Hcnn there was little worthy
of special interest to be seen. The
scenry does not surpass that of the
Hudson river. It will not equal it as
it appeared last September, just after
the first frosts. It was after passing
rionn, and reaching the high banks,
that it began to be very impressive.
It came on all unconsciously after the
disappointment of the first sight of
the river. Before we were
aware of it the Rhiue seemed all the
uerman people ana loreigo travelers
claim for it. There are high ranges
of angular rocks running at times up

high summits. On some of these j

isolated summits are the castles of
feudal times, representatives of which
are seen in the I'nited Mates, o . i

the sides of these steep slopes, and
the river, are the vineyards of

Rhine. It seems rather stran"e

yards looked green, and are, no doubt,
iruitiui, lurnisning abundant wine
for the poorest of the people. Besides
the vineyards, tliere are ivy, moss,
ferns and small -- sized shrubbery,
which combine in good efiect with
the white, gray and stone.
They who know the beauty, and even
graudeur, of the effect produced by
the Rhine scenery, must, for them-
selves, either ride, walk or sail along

banks.

The
advantages for study are very" favora-
ble, and the scholarship, when com-
pleted, is of the finest tyjie. There
are now 4o0 students in attendance.
The present war has reduced the
number to one-ha- lf the usual projsir-tio- n.

With the single exception 01
diminution in numliers, this univers-
ity, and, to far as I know, ail those of
Prussia, is uninjured oy the war. I
say this that those who wish to com-
plete or engage in a course of study '

in Germany need not delay on ac-
count of the political distraction.
Expenses in this place are no greater
than they were before the wnr. If. is
held by some of our professors, and to
a certain extent correctly, that insti-
tutions of learning ought to be placed
in quiet places. This is a quiet place.
The town is exceedingly dilapidated
and dull. True knowledge, it would
seem, ought to work out better result
among the people. There is one
church and a castle as oiijects of inter-
est, besides the University. Tin
church is more properly a cathedral,
ot great age. The outsideof the build-
ing is greatly nijirred, and the letter
and figures on the stone tablets which
are inserted within its walls have

ist illegible. The iLside has
been lately remodeled, and furnishi-- a

capacious and beautiful audienc-room- .

It is the parish church, and
belongs to the Protestant Evangelical
denomination. I have not visited the
castle.

Tliere are two peculiar customs
among the people. A company of
young boys assemble each Thursday
morning before daylight, and. march-
ing through the city, stopping at the
houses along the street, sing sacred
hymns. This beautiful custom serves
as a reminder of the days of Luther,
who, when a boy, formed one in such
a company, and was marked on ac-
count of the peculiar sweetness of his
voice. On Christmas morning they
send up messengers to the different
houses, aud, receiving gifts of 90m.-kin-

sing any hymn which the don-
ors request. These boys also sit to-
gether on Sunday in the pari-- h ca-
thedral, add, by their childish melo-
dy, add a peculiar sweetness in the
midst of the congregational singing.
During the services they take their
place before the organ and form the
choir.

The 10th of November is "Soldiers'
Day." It is expected that the able-bodi-

young men of Wurtemburg
shall each serve one year in the army.
There is a day appointed by law
when they who have arrived at the
proper age shall present themselves
for examination. Each one is exam-
ined by the proper officials, and is ac-
cepted or rejected. They make it a
day of great "jubilee. The recruits for
the army come into the city very early
in the morning, with wagons trim-
med with pine, and with hats and
caps decorated in all manner ot col-
ors. They fill themselves full of wine
and beer, and then march through
the streets singing various songs, chief
of which is tiie national anthem,
"Watch on the Rhine." It is a good
day to judge of the effects of Germa
wine and beer, whether or not thev
intoxicate. There is no doubt biit
that it contains a sufficient per cent,
of alcohol to make "tipsy" quite a
proportion 01 toe jolly German re- -
cruits.
