From Mesopotamia.---Interesti- History.

Editor Cnr.oxicLE : In looking over
too list of names ol old people, resi-
dent of Warren citv and township,
pulthslml in ihn ( 'n n'oxli'I.E. recentiv.
in the wholn list 1 untv rouutiHl four
who were older than one resident of
our town. Mr. Aaron Hates was born
in South Hampton. Massachusetts, July
ltth, 1773, which make him now in
bis eiKhtv-sixt- h year. He is the oldest
person in this town, and one of the
oldest, perhaps in this part of th
county. His boililv health is pretty good
f ir a nun of his ai,--. but he is very de-
crepit, not bavins lecn able to walk
without a crutch lor over fifteen years.
His mental faculties remain very good,
and it is very interesting to engago iu
conversation" with him and near him
relale and incidents that trans-
pired in an early day. He was married
to Miss Nancy Matthews, in the vesr
10S, and she died September 3. isjri,
aged sixty-nin- e years, ten months and
twenty-seve- n days, they having lived
together almost half a" century. Mr.
Hates embarked from the place of bis
nativitv, (New England. I in the spring
of Ib jj with his wile and family of nine
children, for the western wilds of Ohio.
They came on the canal to Bunalo, from
there on the lake to Ashtabula, and from
there in wagons to this town, Mesopo-
tamia, where be has since resided. The
country here was comparatively new at
that time. Only four or five dwellings
were built at or'near the center, and four
or five more scattered through the town-
ship. There wss no church building
here then, and in the years 1S31-'- .1

quite a largo revival was experienced,
and the meetings were held in Mr. Bates'
barn. A few of the present citizens of
our township were among the number
converted at that time. Mr. B. and his
wife were converted to Christianity in
youth, and have always identified them-
selves with the Congregational church,
himself and wife and oldest son hsving
brought letters from the east, and united
with the church here. He has always
contributed liberally for the support of
the ministry, and for benevolent olijcts,
and his lite has alwnvs corresponded
with his profession. Eleven children-ei- ght

sons snd three daughters were
the fruit of this connection, all of whom
lived to be men and women, and ail
married except one. Mrs. Bates, the
mother, was the first one to be taken
swsv bv death from the family. One of
the sons fell a sacrifice for our country.
He was captured by the rebels and con-
fined in the famous Libby prison, and
removed from there to Andersonville,
where he died; and it is supposed that
starvation was the cause of his death.
The next and last one of the family
that has been taken away, was another
of the sons. He died of disease, in
Braceville, and was buried in June,
1ko7. Others of Mr. B.'s descendants
served their country in the late impend-
ing struggle, some of whom lost their
lives. The number of descendants are
as follows: Nine children, twenty-fiv- e

grsndehildren, snd seven
The number of descendants

perhaps, is not as numerous, perhaps, as
many other old people. One thingqnite
remarkable, in their history, 1 might
mention the parents never saw their
own children all together. The older
children were married and gone from
home before the younger ones were born.
On one occasion, before the mother died,
they were all together but one. and at
her funeral they were all present but
one. It is hardly possible that the father
will be able to see all the surviving chil-
dren together, as thev are considerably
scattered.
