Painesville Narrow Gauge R. R.
' The Painesvill Advertiser reports the

situation of the Pv Y. A P. RJt, to be
as follows : . .1

Since our last issue twenty five or
thtrty laborers have been employed noon
the Painesville t Youngs town Railroad,
and more men are wanted, and being
employed as last as found. As tbe Com-
pany has dispensed with boy help, and
call for full grown men only, it is more
difficult than before to secure the force
needed, and will take more time. The
rolling stock and other property of the
road at this end of the line have been put
in good order, and arrangements have
been made at the site ot the depot to
facilitate the progress of the work, such
as the changing of switches, etc. Two
gangs of men are at work near the rail-
road bridge, one a rail gang, and the
other a road gang, removing the earth
that has washed upon tbe road during
the winter and made it impassible.

During the weak members of the Con
struction Company have been in town
to ascertain whether the stockholders in
Painesville will e attend the time for the
completiou of the road to Youngs town
six months, giving the Company until
July 1st, 1S73, to construct it. If the
time is extended the rosd will be built
as speedily as possible. If tbe extension
of time is not granted the finishing stroke
will have been triven. and the road is
dead beyend resurrection. The gentle
men representing the interests of the
company who have been in town have
called no meeting ot the stockholders
but have held private interviews with
those who have subscribed most heavily
lor the income bonds ot the f. Kx.lt.
R., and the result has been favorable.
They have generally expressed their
willingness to extend the time. Tbe
same success is being met in Geauga
county, aad the completion of the road
seems to oe rally assured.

The extension of time is made neces
sary by tbe immense amount of work
to be done at Swine Creek, between
Chardon and Warren, and again just this
side of Youngstown. The work cannot
be completed before the first of January
without enormous ana unnecessary ex
psnse.

General interest has been created in
Kansas City by the approaching trial of
tbe suit of Beverly Jackson and wife
against Mr. Hesekiah H. King, a weal
th v and prominent citizen of this city.
The case was called up for trial yester-
day before the circuit court of Jackson
oounty, Judge 8. L. Sawyer presiding.
A large number of spectators were on
hand, and appeared to be deeply inter
ested in the suit.

The case was tried over a year ago in
this city, when the jury failed to agree
noon a verdict, nine rendering for the
plaintiff and three for the defendant. At
that time, as now. toe liveliest inter
est was manifested in the suit, but from
some reason no report was published in
tbe city papers.

Handsome, fair, and highly accomplish
ed, this young lady won the heart and
affections of Mr-- King, and in due time
became his wife. The newly wedded
pair removed to Kansas City, where Mr,
King owned some landed estate. They
resided in this city about two years, and
as far as tbe outside world is concerned
their honeymoon may be said to have
passed quite - happily. During the
month of Marsh, 1667, or about two years
after marriage, Mrs. King suddenly and
secretly packed up her clothing aud

aecta, ana, accompanied by ner coiorea
maid, Mary Banks, left her husband
and went to St. Louis, where shortly
afterwards, according to the statements
sworn to by her waiting maid, she gave
birth to a son. The child, it is claimed,
was sent out to nurse and placed in care
of the wife of the plaintiff, Beverly Jack-
son, ss wet nurse. It is here where the
mvstery ana interest in tne case centers.

The first furnace built in Ohio was

Messrs. Sparks, Means
a x air, otmc tne nrst in isa: it was
called Union Furnace, and made one
ton a day of cold blast iron, which

Mr. T. W. Means, Sr., of the weal
thy firm of Means, Kile & Co.. of
Hanging Rock. A few years later the
owners of the Lawrence Furnace
aimed to produce a thousand tons
yearly, and this was considered im
mense. The first iron made was cold
blast. Ko iron to this day is equal to
it, or commands so high a price. The
introduction of the hot blast has in
creased tbe yield ; the quality of the
iron ranK lower, and tne price is less.

Commerce still continues tostralgh
ten out her routes of travel. It seems
nothing is too formidable for tbe en
gineering geniuj. Among the latest
projects of this character in the Uni
ted States is one to push a ship canal
across the peninsula of Florida. The
indicated route is up the St John's
river one hundred and twenty --seven
miles, then op the Ocklawaha river
for sixty miles. To this point a ship
canal for the distance of forty miles
must be cut'through the swamps to
the Amaxara river, at a spot thirty-
five miles from its mouth, where it
empties into the Gulf of Mexico, near
Cedar Keys. By this route six hun
dred and fifty miles will be saved on
the voyage between the mouth of the
Mississippi and the Atlantic ports.

The thickness of this
field of ice is from twenty to thirty feet.

The new postal bill, which became a
law just before tbe session of Congress
closed, mskes some changes in the ex-
isting postal regulations, whiuh are of
general interest. The most important is
tbe authorization of one cent., postal
cards for correspondence, or lor printed
circulars, similar to those which were
introduced in Great Britain nearly two
years ago, and are now-i- n nse in nearly
all European countries. The House
Srovided in the bill for cards with paper

cover and conceal the writing?
The Senate changed this to an open
card. In the conference committee the
style of card was left to the Postmaster
General, who prefers the open card and
will order that kind only to be manufac-
tured. The face of the card will bear a
one cent stamp, and will be provided
with lines for tbe address, and the back
will be ruled for the letter. The price of
the card and stamp will be only one
cent. It will probably be three or four
weeks before they will be ready for sale,
aa the plates for printing have vet to be
prepared. The postage on circulars,
newspapers and other transient printed
matter, which under the old law was
two cents for every four ounces or less,
is now one cent, for two ounces or less;
small circulars which formerly coat two
cents to mail, can now be sent for one
cent an important reduction to business
men who use tbe mail largely to adver
tise tneir business. The change is now
in force, the law being immediate in its
enect.
