THE CHRONICLE.
THE "SWEET USES" OF SEWAGE.

We begin to there are two
sides to every question, however one-
sided some of them may seem at first
sight. Tbe poisonous nature of air
polluted with sewage emanations has
been generally taken for granted, but
it appears that there is a difference of
opinion even on tnat point. In tne
British Parliament, a report has just
been made with regard to the number
of persons employed in the sewers
under the control of the Metropolitan
Board of Works, and the number at
tacked by fever. Of one hundred and
eleven men employed in cleansing
and flushing sewers, only four have
suffered from fever, though a majori
ty of them nave been engaged upon
the work irom ten to upwards of thir
ty years. Of the four attacked only
one died, and or another it is noted
that he "caught typhus fever from his
family," not from the sewers. Of the
five inspectors the youngest of whom
has been employed in sewer-wor- k for
nearly a quarter of a century, and tl.a
oldest lor nan a century none nave
had fever. But the most remarkable
evidence of the salutary effect of
sewage is round in the records or the
"men employed as penstock and

Of forty-tw- o thus engaged,
only one has suffered from fever, while
there is one patriarch, Joph Spake by
name, who is now seventy-fiv-e years
of ago, has spent filty years of his
life among sewage, and Has "not bad
one day's illness during this period."
But while contact with sewage in any
capacity seems to be a desirable thing.
the perfection of health and the fullest
degree of longevity are, we gather
from tbe return, to be acquired only
by living directly overasewer. Look-
ing down the list, we see that George
Mantle, aged forty-nin- e, has been
living for fourteen years over the out
fall sewer at Old Ford and bas never
bad fever. Charles Cousins, aged
fifty-tw- o, has lived twenty-fiv- e years
in the sluice-hous- e over King's Scho-
lars' Pond with similar impunity.
W. A. Broughton, aged sixty, has en-
joyed a residence in Great St. John's
sluice-hous- e for thirty-tw- o years; and
George Lester has lived over Duffield
sluice for thirty-fiv- e years, and lives
there now, a hale old man of sixty-tw- o.

A specially interesting case is
that of William Johnson, who not
only lives over a sewer, but has pen-
stock at the rear of his dwelling. Ue
had at the date t f the return been
thus situated for twelve months only,
and, as an English journal remarks,
"it is perhaps rather soon to draw gen-
eral conclusions; but if Mr. Johnson
continues to thrive, it may be desira
ble for tbe medical faculty to consider
whether the monotony of trips to the
seaside might not be profitably varied
for their patients by tbe occasional
occupancy of a favorably situated
sluice-house- ." Boston Journal of
Chemistry.

THE SUN BURNING UP.

There is a dismal way for account-
ing for the too great heat under wbicfa
we have labored for tbe past few days

a way so far the reverse of reassur-
ing as to plunge even the calm mind
into profound depths of anguish.
Late examinations of the sun's pho-
tosphere made with the spectroscope
show magnesium to have received
reinforcements, and to be burning
away with fearful rapidity and vio
lence. Captain Ericsson has compu-
ted the ordinary temparature of the
sun itself to be about four and a half
million degrees Fahrenheit, while at
tbe boundary of its atmosphere its
temperature is over two million de-
grees. Later calculations ascribe a
lower temperature to the grand lumi
nary ; but no matter, it Has always
been warm enough for practical pur
poses. II Is now asserted that, what
with magnesium let loose, and some
thirty otber metals dancing their
minutest particles in the flames, the
sun is actually burning up, and, at
this season, has a special blast at
work.' By bow slight a tenure tbe
earth holds its existance in its present
form may be understood wnen one
knows of the tremendous disruptive
forces of the sun; and, if the great
Author of our system should take a
notion to "burn tbe candle at both
ends," as the saying is, we might be
disseminated through space in short
order. If sheshou d quietly withdraw
her candle and leave her children to
go to bed in the dark, we should not
be better off; and it seems plain tbat
one of these two results must soon be
seen. Exchange.
