Dr. White Feather, a cative Indian
Of the Sha x nee tribe, and a local Meth-
odist preacher, delivered an interesting
lecture at the M. E. Church, of this city,
on Monday evening last, under the
auspices of the Ladies' Church Aid So-

ciety. The subject matter of his lecture
waa the early history of the Indiansi
their manners, rites and creeds, tie
was dressed in Indian costume, and ex-
hibited many of the eccentricities of the
untutored portion of this peculiar race
of beings. The Sbawnees, a very war-
like tribe, formerly lived on the Wabash
and other affluents of the Ohio river,
but of late years in ceutral Kansas.
The gross receipts of the evening
.amounted to nearly forty dollars.

Four mammoth cheese were brought
into town yesterday, by Mr. W. R. Cox,
of North Bristol, manufactured at Chest-

nut Grove factory. Their aggregate
weiiht is 200 pounds; the largest
weighing 593 lbs.

On one of the days Judge
Smith received a majority of the votes
cast for Congressman in his district, and
will claim a seat in the next Congress.

The Illumination.
Warren was handsomely and brilliant

ly illuminated on Friday night last, in
honor of the great Republican victory
of Nov. 5. The weather, unfortunately
for the complete success of such an occa
sion, was not the most propitious, the
win blowing in a strong current from
the Scnthwe&t, rendering it difficult to
keep CI inese lanterns and various illum-tnate- .l

ornamental articles of paper in po
sition and properly lighted. However,
in spite of wind and weather, there was

splea' 'splay," and a general good
time. The Institute Hand furnished hne
music, the cannon roared its thunder
notes,bursting rockets blazed and hissed
through the upper air, Roman candles
leaped fn.m their sockets in fiery show-

ers, while the elephant, imported espe
cially for the occasion, overcome by the
magnificence of the display, elevated
his hind feet so high as to break bis
back at the corner of Market and Liber
ty, and made an untimely retreat from
his place in the procession, looking like
a mule sick with the epizootics.

The Boys in Bine, with their lamps
trimmed and burning, paraded through
the principal streets, and were greeted

.11 along the line of march with cheers
of welcome and showers of rockets.
Nearly all the houses on Market and
Main streeta were illuminated, and gen.
erally presented an attractive appear-
ance. Many private residences all over
the city were handsomely illuminated,
and where so many were excellent it
would seem invidious to attempt to par
ticularize. W can say, however, that
the display prepared by Postmaster
Wise, in an arch over his offion door, of
the names of Grant and Wilson, in
"letters of living light," formed by jets
of blazing gas, was perhaps the most
attractive feature on the streets. The
front door of the Court House was sim-larl- y

illuminated, but the direction in
which the wind blew destroyed the
effect of the display there.- Had the
evening not been so very cold and
stormy, the preparations made would no
doubt have secured a larger degree of
success. The several committees did
their work well, and we are pleased to
be able to say in their behalf that the
kind of weather we had that evening is
not fairly chargeable to the account of
the Committee of Arrangements. The
failure to appoint a select committee on
wettberwasan oversight by the meet-

ing at the Court House.

A. Y. & P. and &. G. W. R Troubles.

About three-fourt- of a mile east of
town, in Perkins' woods, the line of the
A. Y. P. R. R. crosses the A. G. & W.
R. R. There is a difference of a foot or
two in the road beds, and the changes
consequent npon bringing the two lines
to the same grade will be attended with
about $2,000 expense, it is said. The
managers of the two lines do not seem
to harmonize in their views of their re-

spective obligations and duties in the
matter, and as a consequuee things have
been lively in that "neck of woods" for
several days past' On last Saturday
night a force of employes on the A. Y.
& P. went to the vicinity of the crossing,
prepared to make the change necessary
on the A. G. fc W. before daylight on
Sunday morning. The other party learn-

ing of their intention dispatched law
yers, sheriff, constables, and a force of
the rank and file to bead off the game
of the party ef the first part, several of
the principals of whom, in order to avoid
contact with the sheriff, bad secreted
themselves in tool boxes, and among
the un derbrush of the woods. A noise
being heard in the tool box, it
was opened and somebody popped
out like a rabbit and broke for
the woods. In a few minutes an A.
& G. W. locomotive arrived from Leav-ittsbnr- g,

and planted itself on the dis-
puted territory. One of the engineers
of the A. Y. & P. happeniLg to step out
of the woods was recognized by the
sheriff, who suc ceeded in making due
service npon him, and this led to at least
a temporary abandonment of the scheme
to make the crossing. The parties will
probably have to take daylight for a sat-

isfactory solution of their little unpleas-
antness.

Court Proceedings.
The November term of the Court of

Common Pleas commenced on Monday,
the 11th, Judge Conakt presiding. On
ti atday but little was done beside the
calling of the docket and the empanel-
ing, swearing and charging of the Grand
Jury.

On Tuesday the case of E. B. Clark vs.
Andrew SI or lord was entered npon to a
jury. This is an ejectment case involv
ing title to about one-quart- of an acre
of land in Vernon township, worth, per
haps, $25.00. It was first tried at the
June term, 1871, the verdict then being
for the defendant. The plaintiff took a
second trial, and at the November term
following the jury failed to agree. At
the September term, this year, the case
was again trieJ, with a like result. Each
trial occupied from five to six davs. A
verdict was reached Monday, ISth, and
was for the defendant. This throws the
costs, which will run to several hundred
dollars, upon the plainiift It is stated
that prior to the commencement of this
action the plaintiff laid bis case before
the gentlemen who afterward conducted
the defence, and was advised that his
claim was not sufficiently clear to war-
rant bringing suit npon it, which coun-
sel he chose not to follow. It probably
seems better advice to him now than i
did then. Messrs. SutliffA Stewart and
Judge Tuttle appeared for plaintiff; Tay-
lor A Jones for defendant.

The Grand Jury got through its labors
on Saturday and was dismissed. Some
what less than the usual number of

were fonnd.
A little episode occurred on Friday,

regarding a witness, which, as it may
prove a warning to others, is worth men-
tioning. A young man, one Abram
Shull, appeared as a witness before the
Grand Jury in a state of very independ-
ent inebriety. His actions and language
were so defiant and impertinent that the
jury deemed it a duty to present bim to
the court, which was accordingly done
by the Foreman, Dr. R. H. Walker. His
Honor, Judge Conast, intimated that it
might be necessary to send the gentle
man to jail, on bearing which he assured
the court that he was no such man and
wouldn't go to such a place for ten
thousand dollars. His delicacy was,
however, not regarded, and he was
taken in charge by Sheriff Dickinson,
from whose pleasant and safe lodging-
house he emerged Saturday morning, a
soberer and a wiser man. Those persons
who have been inclined to regard the
Grand Jury room as a proper place for a
display of smartness and impertinence
had best make a note of it.

Several liquor cases were disposed of
under plea of gnilty. Robert Gray, of
Niles, indicted for keeping a room of
public resort, it being his third offence,
was fined $75 and costs, committed for 30

days, and the plate ordered closed until
bond given.

John McDonald, of Brook field, like
offence, was fined $60 and costs, and his
place ordered closed nntil bond given.

Aaro.i Loyd,of Mineral Ridge, acainst
whom there was pending several indict-
ments for violations of the liquor law,
was fined in divers amounts. The ag-

gregate, with costs, reaching $255. In
consideration of bis extreme age and
infirmities, imprisonment was not add?
ed.

Ann Tompkins, from same place,
another aged salooo-keepe- indicted for
keeping room, &c, was fined $.V) and
costs.

Marion Robbins, a clerk at Keller's.in
Warren, for single sale, was fined $10

and costs.
John McAllister, of Ohlton, for same

offence, received same punishment.
Jacob White and John L. Evans of

Mineral Ridge, witnesses before Grand
Jury, not appeariog after service by
subpoena, were brought by attachment.
and went home some twelve dollars
poorer.

Saturday evening an injunction was
obtained against the A.Y.4P. Railroad
Company on petition of the A.4G.
